STATEMENT BY THE PRESIDENT OF UKRAINE
DURING THE GENERAL DEBATE OF THE 7157 SESSION
OF THE UNITED NATIONS GENERAL ASSEMBLY

Distinguished Mr. President,

Excellencies,

Ladies and gentlemen,

On behalf of Ukraine, I sincerely congratulate honourable Mr. Peter
Thomson on his election as President of the 715 session of the United
Nations General Assembly.

I pledge Ukraine’s full support for all your endeavours.

In one of the worst years of the 20" century, Ernest Hemingway
wrote an inspiring humanistic novel.

In the epigraph to the novel, he quoted English poet John Donne [ lonu]:

«No man is an island,

Entire of itself,

Every man is a piece of the continent,

A part of the main.

Any man’s death diminishes me,

Because I am involved in mankind...»

These words embodied the essence of moral and historical transforma-
tion the humanity underwent in the wake of the two world wars of the
20 century.

We entered the third millennium with a strong sense of being united —
as a new humankind for which there is no such thing as ‘someone else’s pain’.

What has happened to this feeling?

Where has it gone?

Where has the drive to isolate oneself on an «island» come from?

Why is it that new politicians come to power on various continents
calling to ignore someone else’s pain?

Why is that cynicism, not seen since the times of Hemingway’s novel,
has settled down in our lives under the guise of pragmatism?

What does make Evil so strong and Good so weak nowadays?

«No man is an island»> — this is also about those in power.

This is also about our Organization.

Mr. President,

In these days, the world has been driven to more and more instability.

Some have been affected more, some less.

But never since the end of the Cold War have international norms and
principles been unilaterally defied on such a scale and with such brutality.
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The Charter of the United Nations — the document underpinning our
responsibility for maintaining the world order — has never been questioned.

And never has a Security Council member been a major violator of
the UN Charter while being at the same time the instigator of, and ac-
tive participant in, a conflict as well as its mediator.

As a result, global instability is no longer a subject of academic debates.

This is actually the biggest threat facing humanity nowadays.

Our future, the future of our children and our Organization depend
directly on how we manage to overcome this threat.

I see only two ways out of this situation:

either we recognize the problem and spare no efforts to address it on
the basis of shared values and principles,

or deceive ourselves by the illusion of stability, turn a blind eye to
obvious facts and leave the future of the United Nations — this unique
platform for common action — at the mercy of one player who blatantly
violates the UN Charter.

In the latter case, we will shortly face severe disappointment.

The price for this short-sightedness has long been known — it is hu-
man lives.

In the last century, humanity paid an enormous price following two
world wars — about 70 million lives.

Isn’t it enough?

Hence, T wish to reiterate — we can no longer afford the Security
Council deadlocked on key issues of international peace and security.

Limiting the use of the «veto» power in decision-making on con-
flict prevention and resolution should become a priority task within the
Security Council reform.

The suspension of the use of veto in cases of mass atrocities, as well
as in cases when a UN Security Council member state is a party to a dis-
pute, should become a rock-solid rule without exceptions.

The Council must become a truly democratic and representative body
free from the relics of the past.

There is a critical need to make our Organization capable of address-
ing effectively acts of aggression and to bring those responsible to justice.

Otherwise, no nation, no UN Member State can enjoy sustainable se-
curity and development.

Another threat to international peace and security that requires ur-
gent attention of the world community is hybrid wars.

As President of the state, which has become a testing ground for new
methods of hybrid warfare, I already drew international attention to this
threat at the last session of the General Assembly.

Over the past year, the practice of hybrid warfare has only spread.

Its effects have been seen in Europe, America and beyond.

Political pressure, blatant propaganda, interference with electoral pro-
cesses, economic coercion, secret subversive and military operations, cyber
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attacks, misuse of diplomatic measures — these are modern unconvention-
al methods of undeclared wars.

It is time for the Security Council to go resolutely and effectively in-
to this issue.

Ukraine is ready to further the discussion on what and how the
Council can do to tackle this threat.

In view of the recent developments on the Korean peninsula, the fu-
ture of the nuclear non-proliferation regime is a cause of increased con-
cern for my country.

As you well know, Ukraine voluntarily dismantled its own nuclear ar-
senal, the third largest in the world at the time with from 2800 to 4200
tactical nuclear warheads, in exchange for security, sovereignty and terri-
torial integrity assurances under the 1994 Budapest Memorandum.

Regretfully, all these assurances remained just a piece of paper. Let’s
be frank, we failed to pass exam with the Budapest memorandum. Then
democratic world lost its first battle — it was not only about Ukraine,
but also about credibility of agreements.

However, Ukraine as a responsible international actor has always
been and remains a committed advocate of nuclear non-proliferation and
disarmament.

Thus, timely and effective action of the international community —
the Security Council in the first place — in response to the North Korean
nuclear test is one more exam for all of us.

We must not allow plunging the world into a new nuclear arms race.

Huge global instability and ever-growing security challenges increas-
ingly demand strong leadership both in states and in international orga-
nizations.

The United Nations is no exception.

This year, we will appoint the next UN Secretary General.

I believe that the candidate for this important position, in addition to
his or her highly professional skills, must be:

First, uncompromised on respect for the UN Charter;

Second, ready to use decisively all tools at his or her disposal, in-
cluding those provided under Article 99 of the UN Charter, in case of a
threat to peace and security.

We expect that both the Security Council and the General Assembly
will make the right choice.

Ukraine, as a current non-permanent member of the Security Council,
will work consistently to this end.

Mr. President,

This year, we have witnessed a gruesome series of terrorist attacks.

Afghanistan, Syria, Iraq, Burkina-Faso, Turkey, Belgium, France,
Germany, Ukraine — and this list unfortunately is not complete.

The tentacles of terrorism are wrapping more countries and continents.
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It is obvious that such a large-scale threat can be confronted effec-
tively only through joint efforts.

In this context, protection of crucial infrastructure from terrorist at-
tacks should become our joint endeavour.

Banking and finance, telecommunications, emergency services, air and
railway transportation, energy and water supply — all will be put at risk.

Even worse, they can result in numerous victims among civilian pop-
ulation.

We’ll continue calling for the Council’s action in response to this
growing problem.

In this regard, we welcome the initiative of the United Kingdom to
convene a Security Council ministerial meeting to discuss terrorist threats
to aviation security.

This should become a powerful signal that the Council is ready to act
resolutely to prevent future tragedies.

Tragedies like the downing by the terrorists of the Malaysian Airlines
Flight MH17 over Donbas two years ago.

The scrupulous technical investigation carried out by an international
team made it possible not only to uncover details but also to put together
the whole picture of this horrible crime.

Now we have to ensure the proper implementation of the UN Security
Council Resolution 2166, regardless of Russia’s shameful veto on a deci-
sion to establish an international tribunal under the UN aegis.

The joint team composed of Malaysia, the Netherlands, Australia,
Belgium and Ukraine continues the criminal investigation.

We must set up an efficient mechanism to bring to justice all those
responsible for this catastrophe.

Our moral duty is to ensure that not only perpetrators but also mas-
terminds of this crime whose orders killed 298 innocent people be pun-
ished accordingly for what they did.

Mr. President,

Since 2014, Ukraine has learned from its own tragic experience what
foreign-grown terrorism feels like.

The terrorist component of the undeclared hybrid war that Russia
wages against Ukraine is evident.

Dramatically, it has become a daily routine in the occupied areas of
the Donetsk and Luhansk regions of Ukraine.

For over two years of this tragedy, Ukraine has received extensive
and irrefutable evidence of direct involvement of Russia, its state agen-
cies and officials in financing, sponsorship, and coordination of terrorist
groups which have committed countless crimes against my compatriots.

The shocking reality is that there is a roughly 38,000-strong illegal
military force in Donbas and its large part is regulars and mercenaries
from Russia.
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This force is armed to the teeth by Russia.

And this is no exaggeration — they have at their disposal about 700
tanks, 1200 armoured vehicles, more than 1000 artillery systems and
more than 300 multiple launch rocket systems.

Russia keeps sending weapons, ammunition and manpower to Ukraine
through the uncontrolled part of the Ukrainian-Russian state border.

Sending by roads and by rail, on a daily basis.

At the same time, the Russian side continues insisting at all forums,
including the UN, that it has nothing to do with all of this and that the
Russians are not there in Ukraine.

Even hypocrite Soviet leaders could hardly compete with the outright
lies and manipulations deployed by the Kremlin today.

Yes, they used to threaten the world with using nuclear weapons, just
like Russia is doing now.

However, when shown the US intelligence aerial photos, even
Khruschyov could not but recognize that the Soviet missiles were sta-
tioned in Cuba.

Today, in response to thousands of available photos, videos, satellite
images, eyewitness and other evidence of the Russian military presence in
Donbas, Russia only goes over and over again with a cynical recitation
«We are not there».

Russia used to say the same about Crimea. «We are not there». And
then a sham referendum was conducted at the Russian gunpoints. And a
few days ago, a contradictory statement by Russian president that Crimea,
can you imagine, was annexed «in accordance with the UN Charter».

Do we really refer to the same Charter?

This is not merely disrespect for centuries-long principles of interna-
tional relations, written and unwritten legal and ethical rules. This is
downgrading of diplomacy as such.

I believe it is time for our Organization to work out serious safe-
guards against abuses of trust of the world community by some UN mem-
ber states.

It is necessary to elaborate mechanisms how to officially document evi-
dence of the aggression of one country against another and to envisage clear
responsibility for the aggressor in line with the UN Charter principles.

In its third year, the aggression against my country continues bring-
ing pain and suffering to the Ukrainian people.

2,430 people have been Kkilled. Significant part — over the past year.

The total death toll of this war in the heart of Europe inflicted on us has
amounted to 2,500 military and 7,500 civilian. Altogether 10,000 people.

Hundreds of hostages remain in unlawful captivity in Donbas and in
Russia.

I was shocked to know that recently Russia-backed illegal armed for-
mations in the occupied areas of Donbas took children hostages.
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They showed a video of interrogation of teenagers who they absurdly
accuse of conspiring and carrying out subversive operations.

This behaviour is out of place in the 21 century.

We call UNICEF to intervene and prevent abuses and tortures of
these children.

Another heartbreaking story.

A few days ago, one Ukrainian hostage, volunteer, Volodymyr
Zhemchugov, was eventually set free.

After one year in captivity without proper medical assistance, this
completely blind man without hands said the words which are a quintes-
sence of what is happening in Donbas.

I quote: «I am a native of Donbas, an ethnic Russian, a former miner.
But, people like me in Donbas, patriots of Ukraine, were not fooled by
Russian propaganda. We started to resist Russian occupation, to resist the
country that set off the war against Ukraine». However, he expressed strong
belief that soon peace will be restored on his native land — Donbas —
and people will return to a normal life.

In this regard, I would like to emphasize once and again — Ukraine
remains committed to the settlement of the situation in Donbas by politi-
cal and diplomatic means.

We are a peaceful nation.

It was never — under any circumstances — our intention to start any
conflicts with our neighbors.

Over the past year, we have consistently demonstrated — in deed —
that we are ready to move forward on implementation of the Minsk agree-
ments, a comprehensive peace plan agreed in September 2014 and con-
firmed in February 2015.

Yet, we have constantly faced resistance of the Kremlin and its prox-
ies who do their best to delay the peace process and to shift responsibil-
ity for their own destructive actions onto Ukraine.

We rely that Russia will abandon this approach to give a chance to
the comprehensive settlement.

Let me stress again: the Minsk documents entail, by and large, clear
guidelines for each side on what must be done.

Ukraine has done a lot and will continue doing its part.

Now it is time for Russia and its proxies in the Ukrainian Donbas to
start implementing their part:

Set the captives free, stop shooting, withdraw weapons, let the OSCE
carry out its mandate and watch over the Ukrainian-Russian border with-
out hindrance, withdraw Russian weaponry as well as regular and irregu-
lar military units.

The occupying state does not limit itself to combat actions in Donbas only.

It also carries on its repressive policy in Crimea.

Once thriving and free, now the Crimean peninsula has become a
«grey zone» where people are effectively deprived of all protection.
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The judicial and penitentiary systems in Crimea have been converted
by Russia into a tool of repressions.

As has been already the case so many times in history, most of the
victims are Crimean Tatars and Ukrainians.

The latest stroke in this picture is the ban by the Russian occupation
authorities on the activities of the Mejlis, the self-governing body of the
Crimean Tatar people.

Add to this the arbitrary detention of Ilmi Umerov, Deputy Head of
the Mejlis, in a psychiatric facility for 20 days.

In fact, the outrageous practice of punitive psychiatry, which had
been widely used by the Soviet repressive machinery, is now back in ser-
vice for Russia.

We urge Russia to grant unimpeded access of international human
rights organizations to both Crimea and Donbas, and implement the deci-
sion of UNESCO Executive Board on establishing monitoring in Crimea
at the institutional level.

The residents of the peninsula must be protected from discrimination
and repressions.

The genocide of the Crimean Tatar people who already experienced
the tragedy of forced deportation 70 years ago must not repeat.

In Ukraine, we highly appreciate the contribution of the UN High
Commissioner for Human Rights and the UN Human Rights Council to
addressing the current human rights situation in my country, including
in occupied Crimea.

This year, we intend to bring this matter to the attention of the UN
General Assembly and to submit a respective draft resolution on the hu-
man rights situation in the territory of the occupied Autonomous Republic
of Crimea and the city of Sevastopol.

This resolution shall become an impartial assessment of the human
rights situation in the occupied territories by the entire UN family.

People in these territories have the right to be protected.

Their children have the right to be protected.

And it is our responsibility, as the United Nations, to protect them.

I appeal to all UN member states to support the initiative of Ukraine.

We also urge you not to recognize the legitimacy of the Russian elec-
tions, which were held a few days ago in the occupied Crimea.

If you do recognize them this will play into the hands of the aggres-
sor and encourage further repressions.

One more problem, which emanates from Russia’s occupation of Crimea,
is its intentions to deploy tactic nuclear weapons and means of delivery in
the occupied peninsula.

This would destroy the global system of non-proliferation of weap-
ons of mass destruction and brutally violate Ukraine’s non-nuclear status.

Moreover, Russia uses temporarily occupied Crimea for projecting its
aggressive policies not only in Ukraine but also in other corners of the
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world, including in Syria where these policies go hand in hand with war
crimes and crimes against humanity.

Today, the entire democratic world is deeply concerned with human
rights violations and dire sufferings of the civilian population in Syria.

I believe that the full implementation of the 2012 Geneva Communiquii
and the Security Council Resolution 2254 is vital for the settlement of
this protracted and bloody conflict.

We draw particular attention to the need to remove a threat of use of
chemical weapons in this country.

Our urgent priority is to improve the humanitarian situation and en-
sure access of the international humanitarian organizations to Aleppo and
other cities in need.

We welcome the special meeting of the UN Security Council on Syria
this morning, where I had an opportunity to express our views on this
important issue.

I hope that this discussion will lead to meaningful decisions and tan-
gible steps towards alleviating the plight of the Syrians.

Africa is yet another continent, which continues to suffer from numer-
ous unresolved conflicts and requires our particular attention.

It should finally be seen as what it actually is — as a continent with
untapped potential and opportunities for the rest of the world, rather than
as a burden, as it used to be for many decades after centuries of colonial-
ism and exploitation.

My country will spare no effort to support the African continent, and
our African partners can fully count on Ukraine, including within the
Security Council.

Mr. President,

Despite the ongoing challenges facing Ukraine, my country is fully
committed to the implementation of the Sustainable Development Goals,
which were adopted by the UN General Assembly last year.

We keep on working to fulfil our commitments under the Sustainable
Development Goals at the national level, in particular those related to
ensuring healthy environment and sustainable energy supply, promoting
gender equality, and fighting corruption.

As a member of the «Friends on Climate Change» group, Ukraine
has contributed to reaching consensus on a universal agreement on cli-
mate change.

We have completed ratification procedures related to the Paris
Agreement in a very short time, and deposited our instrument of ratifica-
tion during today’s High-Level Event.

This year, we have also reached an important landmark — the com-
pletion of the UN Action Plan on Chornobyl as well as the Decade of
Recovery and Sustainable Development of the Affected Regions.
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However, there is a clear need for continued international efforts to
mitigate the impact of the disaster at the Chornobyl Nuclear Power Plant
as well as to complete the respective projects.

I am pleased to note that the 2030 Agenda for Sustainable
Development addresses one of the biggest current problems — migration.

In recent years, we have witnessed unprecedented mass movements of
refugees, asylum-seekers, migrants and internally displaced persons.

It is hard to imagine but today there are roughly 65 million forcibly
displaced persons all over the world, including over 21 million refugees,
3 million asylum-seekers and over 41 million internally displaced persons.

Unfortunately, the above number of IDPs includes some 1.8 million
of my compatriots who fled Donbas occupied and devastated by Russia.

No doubt, our main responsibility is to save lives of people and ensure
protection to those who need it.

However, to respond to this global challenge in a comprehensive man-
ner, we must address the root-causes of this phenomenon.

They include, first and foremost, armed conflicts, terrorism, sectari-
anism, and poverty. The New York Declaration we just adopted is the
first step in this direction.

My government is committed to protecting the IDPs and has under-
taken crucial measures to strengthen the national response mechanisms.

Particular attention has been paid to ensuring means of living for
IDPs, as well as improving access to health care, education, housing and
employment.

Mr. President,

70 years ago, one of the founding fathers of the United Nations, Prime
Minister Winston Churchill said at the Westminster College:

«Our difficulties and dangers will not be removed by closing our eyes
to them. They will not be removed by mere waiting to see what happens;
nor will they be removed by a policy of appeasements.

These words have not lost their relevance today, either.

Churchill’s vision of the United Nations as a vital «sinew of peace»,
as an essential policy foundation in international relations that must con-
front «the two giant marauders — war and tyranny», acquires a new
reading for our times.

He called to «adhere faithfully to the Charter of the United Nations
and walk forward in sedate and sober strength seeking no one’s land or
treasure, seeking to lay no arbitrary control upon the thoughts of men».

I trust that this very approach remains a powerful guide for all of us.

Moreover, it is the only possible way to preserve our unique Organization
and prevent the world from the disaster of a new global catastrophe.

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STATEMENT
BY THE MINISTER FOR FOREIGN AFFAIRS
OF UKRAINE PAVLO KLIMKIN
AT THE HIGH-LEVEL SEGMENT OF THE 315" REGULAR SESSION
OF THE HUMAN RIGHTS COUNCIL

Mr. President,

I congratulate you on the assumption of the post of the President of
the Human Rights Council for its 10% cycle.

This year marks a number of important events in the field of human
rights. Among them is the 10® anniversary of establishing this Council with
the main purpose of effectively addressing and preventing human rights vio-
lations, universally promoting and protecting human rights worldwide.

However, one State — which ironically is a current Member of the
Human Rights Council — today not only abuses fundamental human
rights on its own territory, it violently denies the right of its neighbors to
enjoy human rights and freedoms, thus becoming the world’s largest ex-
porter of grave human rights abuses.

Two years ago, when Ukrainians decided to defend their dignity and
right to live in a free country, Russia came to our soil with arms and mili-
tary personnel, as it first happened in Georgia in 2008.

Russian aggression against Ukraine has led to 9.000 deaths, more
than 20.000 injured and almost two million displaced. During these
two years of aggression, a 40 000-strong army has been built up in the
Donbas, financed, equipped and maintained by Russia and commanded
by Russian officers.

What has the Russian Federation brought to the occupied territories
of Ukraine?

Under Russian occupation, Crimea has become a «gray zone» where
injustice, terror, intimidation, kidnapping and torture prevail. The occu-
pying authorities commit systematic and large-scale violations of funda-
mental rights and freedoms, wage a hidden war against dissidents, de-
stroy the signs of linguistic, religious and cultural identity of Ukrainians
and the indigenous people of Crimea — Crimean Tatars. Just a few weeks
ago, on 11-12 February, Russian occupation authorities in Crimea con-
ducted massive illegal searches and arbitrarily detained thirteen citizens
of Ukraine — representatives of the Crimean Tatar people.

The constant presence of international organizations, including the
UN, Council of Europe and OSCE must be allowed in the peninsula to
monitor the status of human rights. Our Council should urge the Russian
Federation as the occupying power to open Crimea to conventional and
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monitoring mechanisms of international human rights organizations.
However, a comprehensive evaluation of the human rights situation in
Crimea should be measured only by legal standards in accordance with
existing international legal instruments, not by political considerations
of the occupying authorities. In this regard, we consider that the recent
mission to Crimea of the Special Representative of the Secretary General
of the Council of Europe may facilitate the permanent access to Crimea.

In the other part of Ukraine invaded by the Russian Federation —
Donbas — people continue to suffer from indiscriminate shelling, the pres-
ence of anti-personnel mines and remnants of war. Residents of Donbas
are particularly vulnerable to human rights abuses, including killings, ar-
bitrary and incommunicado detention, torture and ill-treatment which is
exacerbated by the absence of the rule of law and of redress mechanisms.

For the current government in Moscow, it is just a normal pattern of
behavior, a part of everyday life marked by curtailing the space for civil
society, independent media and political opposition, as well as an unprec-
edented rise in violent extremism, aggressive nationalism, neo-Nazism and
xenophobic manifestations. Against the backdrop of an increasingly dete-
riorating human rights situation in Russia the state of affairs with human
rights, fundamental freedoms and rule of law in the Russian Federation
merits closer attention by the UN Human Rights Council.

We believe that there is no place for impunity for any human rights
violations, regardless of where and by whom they are committed. Ukraine
is investigating each and every case of such violations in the territory of
Donbas and will make every effort to bring to justice those responsible
for committing them.

Minister Lavrov mentioned the situation in Ukraine. His rhetoric re-
flects the policy of «distorting mirrors» or «parallel reality» being pursued
nowadays by the Russian leadership as human rights violations in Ukraine,
referred to by Mr. Lavrov, are committed in the occupied Crimea and in
the Donbas region specifically by the Russian side and its proxies.

We insist on the crucial importance of the Minsk Agreements and
their implementation by the Russian Federation. Russia fails to deliver
on its commitments while all the keys to a sustainable ceasefire reside
in Moscow. The unconditional release of hostages and political prisoners
rests in the same place.

Ukraine has been persistent in pursuing the return of peace and order
to Donbas. In fact, upon my visit to Geneva I'll be heading for the next
round of Normandy talks.

We need further support from the international community, includ-
ing the UN, OSCE, Council of Europe and this Council, to put addi-
tional pressure on the party which neglects its obligations. We are grate-
ful to the independent international human rights missions to Ukraine,
including the UN Human Rights Monitoring Mission and the OSCE
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Human Rights Assessment Mission, for their hard work being conduct-
ed in Ukraine and highly value their reports documenting numerous
compelling accounts of human rights violations in the temporarily occu-
pied territories of Ukraine. The UN efforts to improve the humanitarian
situation in the east of my country, including the adoption of the next
Humanitarian Response Plan-2016 for Ukraine, are of particular impor-
tance in this context.

Mr. President,

Despite the ongoing external aggression, my country has embarked
on a path of comprehensive reforms. Taking forward the human-rights
agenda of the reforms is an integral part of this work, which includes im-
plementation of the National Human Rights Strategy and the respective
National Action Plan — both elaborated with the broadest engagement
of civil society and technical assistance from international organizations
including the UN.

Following up on Council resolutions 26,30 and 29,23 «Cooperation
and assistance to Ukraine in the field of human rights», we committed
ourselves to close cooperation with the OHCHR and other international
human rights mechanisms, as well as to taking on board their recommen-
dations. I invite all interested delegations to take part in the interactive
dialogue, to be held on March 22, aimed at discussing human rights chal-
lenges in my country.

Distinguished delegates,

Terrorism, violent extremism and intolerance have taken on many
forms and manifestations. We see it in Donbas and in Crimea as a result
of Russian aggression in Ukraine; we see it in abhorrent and repeated at-
tacks on medical facilities and civilian infrastructure in Syria. We face
it in cruel actions by ISIL militants, in total disrespect for women’s and
children’s rights.

Ukraine is profoundly concerned about the impunity enjoyed by per-
petrators of such violations all over the world. There is an inherent need
for thorough examination of all human rights violations as well as for re-
lentless efforts aimed at the prevention of human rights abuses.

We must keep exploring ways to ensure effective human rights pro-
tection for all and searching for solutions in order to ultimately eliminate
serious human rights violations.

DIPLOMACY IS A SUBTLE MATTER...

Abstract. The article describes the origin of the independent Ukraine’s
diplomacy and organizational framework of the foreign service agencies.
The author points out the leading areas of foreign relations, analyzes the
current status of global diplomacy and focuses on the unprecedentedly
quick diplomatic recognition of the independence of the Ukrainian state.
Therewith the author argues that the state and its Ministry of Foreign
Affairs invested huge efforts in establishing embassies and representative
offices abroad in terms of their allocating in the country of stay, recruit-
ing personnel and its mastering the diplomatic profession. Anatolii Zlenko
prepared a conceptual foundation of the foreign policy of Ukraine and
foreign policy commitment to European integration and transatlantic co-
operation. Considering that a significant number of the employed at the
foreign agencies had no relevant practice and work experience abroad,
there were organized training courses for young diplomats and ambas-
sadors at the Kyiv Institute of Foreign Relations. The minister also put
many efforts in the foundation of the Diplomatic Academy of Ukraine
at the premises of the Institute of International Relations of the Taras
Shevchenko National University of Kyiv.

The author brings to notice that the kind of matrix of the foreign
policy activity of any state is its strategy, the key components of which
should be professionalism, intelligence, foreseeability and predictability.
When developing Ukrainian strategy of foreign policy it was necessary to
rely primarily on practical needs of sufficing the interests of Ukrainian
nation. The focal goal of the European policy of Ukraine is a strategic
course on the integration into the European Union. According to its eco-
nomic capacity and political heft, the European Union presents itself as
a force that will determine line of policy both on the European continent
and globally. The EU and its expanding is an important factor of fur-
ther pan-European strategic integration of Ukraine. However, the author
suggests avoiding a simplified view of the EU membership as a support-
ive tool that would assure high living standards of people and serve as
an umbrella for foreign relations that protects from redundant problems.
Except for broad rights and freedoms, the EU membership imposes a se-
ries of obligations, a compliance with which constitutes the essence of
European community.
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A new enhanced agreement between Ukraine and the EU covers the
following aspects of cooperation: rapprochement between Ukraine and the
EU on the ground of common values, active participation of Ukraine in the
European Union programs, cross-border cooperation in the field of foreign
policy and security strategy, conflicts prevention, military sphere, law and
domestic affairs through the assistance in developing the principles of legal
state, democracy and human rights in Ukraine, support of anticorruption
efforts, organization of an effective operation of judicial authorities and im-
provement of data security, enhancement of cooperation in economic sector
on the basis of development of the extended and comprehensive free trade
area between the EU and Ukraine, establishment of cooperation in the sec-
tor of agriculture, industry, energy supply and consumer rights protection.

The article also describes a specific nature of Ukrainian and American
relations, which is proved by different areas of cooperation from the ongo-
ing support of European policy of Ukraine to financial aid for our coun-
try by the American side. Constant enlargement of the contract and legal
framework testifies to the upward trend. Relations between Ukraine and
the USA have reached the level that assures an effective pursuing of the
interests of both countries and partially meets the criteria of strategic part-
nership, though for objective reasons they have an asymmetrical nature.
One more example of strategic partnership is Ukrainian-Polish relations.
Today Ukrainian-Polish relations cover a wide range of important strate-
gic spheres of cooperation such as economic, political, military, social and
humanitarian. In the framework of the partnership, effective mechanisms
of pursuing strategic interests function also in a sustained way. The arti-
cle studies the UN role in protection of the strategic interests of Ukraine
in the context of a post-bipolar world. Strengthening of the international
position of Ukraine required establishment of an active dialogue not only
with neighbors, but also with a great majority of countries. Ukraine as the
UN founder had a required access to powerful capabilities of multilateral
diplomacy. After gaining independence our country has become a rightful
holder of its foreign policy and had the real opportunity to take advantage
of its membership in the UN.

status in the world and the UN. Now it was not one of the USSR

republics, which almost by chance obtained its seat at the UN, but
an independent state striving to integrate into the global process. Decision
of the Eastern European countries to promote H. Udovenko to the position
of the President of the UN General Assembly was a real recognition of
the Ukrainian independence. This decision was based not only on flawless
political and diplomatic reputation of Udovenko gained by his long service
at the UN, but also on his exceptional diplomatic professionalism.

On 16 September 1997 Hennadii Udovenko occupied his seat at the
Presidium of the 52 UN General Assembly as its President. Kofi Annan,
the UN Secretary General, was the first to greet Udovenko with this ap-
pointment. In the remote 70’s their diplomatic paths crossed in Geneva
where they worked at the UN Office. Although they did not work long to-
gether at high UN positions, they maintained good relations with each oth-
er for long years. As journalists cleverly put it, «<Udovenko’s year begans.

Election to the position of the President of the 52" UN General
Assembly attracted attention of the world community not only to
Udovenko as a public figure, but also to Ukraine. As Viacheslavy
Chornovil said, «<When we gained independence the world learnt about
the Ukrainian state and when Udovenko was elected at the President
of the 52" UN General Assembly the world realized that independent
Ukraine was forevers.

In order to understand the significance of this position better, it is
necessary to take into account that according to the UN Charter every
UN member state has the right to preside at the UN General Assembly.
Several decades will pass until a Ukrainian representative occupies this
position again.

Position of the President of the UN General Assembly is less ceremo-
nial in the modern dynamic world. It requires active work and fast re-
sponse to the challenges growing in number.

A person elected to this position finds itself in the middle of acute in-
ternational problems, in the first place reconciliation of relations between
the countries on the verge of civil wars and civil conflicts.

Election of Hennadii Udovenko to this position coincided with active
reformation of the UN structures and he was immediately involved in this
very complicated process. New approaches in implementation of the UN
tasks were defined and the President of the Assembly called for refusing
from outdated approaches related with confrontation past of the «cold wars.

The 52" UN General Assembly was called a reformation one. The
essence of the UN reform was in making the organization more respon-
sive to the realities initiated by the dissolution of the two-polar world
with its almost five decades of opposition between the NATO and the
Warsaw Treaty nations.

After completion of the Cold War, the UN had to attain a different
level of its activities in the historical perspective. Thus, there was a need
to make adjustments not only in the political orientation of the UN, but
also to make a number of organizational changes in its structure requir-
ing more dynamics and coordination. Ted Turner, the CNN TV owner,
donated a billion dollars to the special fund in support of the changes
proposed by the UN Secretary General Kofi Annan and the President of
the General Assembly Hennadii Udovenko. The money was supposed to
be spent for health care of children, problems of family planning and en-
vironmental protection.

Task of the UN General Assembly President was to raise consideration
of the most crucial problems and challenges at the highest world political
forum and to adopt appropriate decisions that were important for world
cooperation. Udovenko did it fairly well. Most of his decisions were sup-
ported by the delegations. He accepted his position without agitation or
excitement. His activities at this position were highly appreciated in the
world, which was proved by including an article about Udovenko into the
famous Encyclopaedia Britannica, while his portrait would forever remain
in one of the UN galleries in New York.

He held meetings of the General Assembly and various committees
with the participation of prominent politicians and public figures, took
part in numerous political conferences, visited hot spots on the planet,
sought to influence the leaders of states to respect the fundamental pro-
visions of the Declaration of Human Rights. In particular, postponing
many important issues he went to Fidel Castro in an attempt to persuade
the Cuban leader to release political prisoners.

On 24 October 1997 the President of the 52" session of the UN
General Assembly Udovenko addressed at the UN Day ceremonial meet-
ing to its participants with a speech emphasizing that the mission of inter-
national diplomacy was to solve the most urgent contemporary issues, es-
pecially to avoid the new world war, to combat the proliferation of weap-
ons of mass destruction and as stated in the preamble of the UN Charter
«to save succeeding generations from the scourge of war». All countries
of the world broadcasted this speech of Udovenko.

Udovenko could feel the pulse of time, the rhythm of the world poli-
tics and its problems in order to respond to them appropriately at his high
UN position. In the first place, it concerned the fate of the world saturat-
ed with nuclear weapons, the regions with interethnic and interstate con-
flicts, famine and shortage of water, education and incidence of pandemic
diseases. He knew and understood how vulnerable the world was in the
late 20t century and how important it was to gradually overcome problems
that might transform the life in the world into apocalypse.
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Preservation of peace and security in the world, struggle for human
life became for him a priority issue. The Ukrainian diplomat actively pro-
moted inclusion into the UN agenda many global problems. He can be
proud that under his presidency the Ottawa Landmines Ban Convention
was adopted. It was extremely important especially for the Middle East
region and African countries. This Convention is rightfully considered to
be one of the most long-awaited and effective agreements on limitation
of conventional arms. Thousands of people on the planet are killed — in
Europe, Africa, the Middle East, Southeast Asia — by these so-called
«conventional» arms...

The Convention was signed by 128 countries during his terms at the
UN! This only achievement was already enough to be preserved in the
historical annals of the United Nations.

On 6 September 1998 Udovenko concluded his diplomatic mission at
the United Nations, to which he devoted more than forty years of his life.
He walked the way from an employee of one of the UN departments up
to the position of the President of the 52" UN General Assembly — one
of the most influential and prestigious posts in this glorious international
world organization.

Besides, he was the first President of the UN General Assembly from
the CIS, which excited envy of his former colleagues from the diplomatic
service. Ukraine in the person of its representative deserved such respect!

Farewell to New York was sad. He had keen sense of this city, as so
many events of his life happened here. It was the place where his diplo-
matic career developed and where he was lucky to meet real patriots of
Ukraine who for a long time were called «bourgeois nationalists», «trai-
tors and sworn enemies of socialism». He always treated the diaspora rep-
resentatives differently and did not expose this attitude. He took every
opportunity to meet people who for various reasons left their homeland.
It was in 70’s and 80’s, when he represented the independent Ukraine in
the UN and presided at the UN General Assembly. The Ukrainian diaspo-
ra was also proud of its compatriot who achieved such diplomatic heights.

His departure to Kyiv was accepted in the circles of Ukrainian diaspora
with sadness. The farewell party for Hennadii Udovenko and his wife Dina
was held on 30 September at the Ukrainian Institute of America. It gathered
numerous representatives of various Ukrainian organizations in New York.
Volodymyr Baranetsky, who was at that time the UIA President, said in his
farewell speech, «New York will be deserted without yous.

It was not a polite phrase, but emotional definition of the role of the
Ukrainian diplomat during his stay in the UN. The Ukrainian diaspora
highly appreciated Udovenko for his contribution and presented him a
crystal statuette of the two swans symbolizing the unity of the Ukrainian
diaspora with Ukraine.
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Meanwhile, the left wing in the Parliament and some officials of the
Presidential Administration blamed Udovenko for his purposeful policy
towards Europe, his intention to speed up the European Union and Euro-
Atlantic Alliance accession and his involvement in the People’s Movement
of Ukraine. It should be noted that Udovenko in his position of the
Foreign Minister informed the President Leonid Kuchma that he was an
ideological supporter of V. Chornovil and accepted his proposal to run for
the Parliament on the list of the People’s Movement of Ukraine during
the elections in March 1998 and in case of his election he would resign.
Soon Udovenko requested the President of Ukraine to release him from
the position of the Foreign Minister as he was elected to the Parliament.
Foundation of the Council of Presidents of the UN General Assembly to-
gether with one of his predecessors at the position of the President Samir
Shihab from Saudi Arabia was his swan song in the UN. The Council of
Presidents played an important role in the UN and the President of the 52
UN General Assembly participated every year in its meetings.

Over time, Udovenko also headed the Ukrainian Association of the
UN Facilitation.

On 17 April 1998, before the end of Udovenko’s tenure of the
President of the UN General Assembly, Kuchma decided to release him
from his position as the Minister of Foreign Affairs of Ukraine. Formally
it was very polite, even nice. The President arrived to the Ministry
of Foreign Affairs, made a speech at the Ministerial College providing
objective assessment of the Minister’s achievements and awarded him the
Yaroslav the Wise Order of 5" Class. Udovenko left this post with dig-
nity. He did not blame anyone for preventing him from implementing his
plans. The President knew that shortly before the resignation Udovenko
had completed preparations for bilateral consultations of L. Kuchma with
the Chancellor of Germany H. Koll, developed strategy and tactics of
these consultations and worked out the materials for the meeting of the
Ukrainian-American Kuchma-Gore Interstate Commission as well as pre-
pared the agenda for negotiations with the President of France J. Chirac...
These were not his direct responsibilities, but realization that these events
were necessary for Ukraine that made a significant diplomatic break-
through to the world. Udovenko left an important and tangible heritage
to facilitate the European choice of Ukraine.

THE VICTIM OF INCOMPETENCE,
PRIVATE INTERESTS AND «THE LITTLE RUSSIAN IDENTITY>
(non-holiday thoughts on the occasion of the 25t anniversary
of independent Ukraine’s diplomacy)

1978. Actually, it was really difficult to call it the real diplomacy,

moreover — the Ukrainian, and even more — the independent one,
for one simple reason: there was no independent Ukraine and, conse-
quently, there was no independent Ukrainian diplomacy.

At that time we were allowed to «participate in the implementation of
the foreign political course of the USSR», which did not provide for con-
sideration of Ukrainian interests. Ukraine didn’t have any diplomatic re-
lations with any country in the world, and its <activity» in international
organizations could not go beyond the framework outlined in the Kremlin.
The Ukrainian SSR wasn’t perceived as a subject of international law any-
where by anyone. We were a province, where the delegations were sent af-
ter meetings in the «original capital» to make «a trip across the countrys.

As for me, the only positive thing was that the Ukrainian diplomats
and some experts of that time gained some experience of international
communication, took part in many political and specialized organiza-
tions of the UN system. At least this enabled a certain very limited part
of our society to see the reality with their own eyes and not believe tales
of communist propaganda.

Thereafter a group of dedicated statesmen started to be formed from a
very small number of the Ukrainian diplomats who saw the need of chang-
ing the situation and gaining the independence of Ukraine. We understood
how huge the potential of Ukraine was, saw that dozens of smaller nations
had their statehood and some things also depended on their point of view.
A psychological factor also played its role. Like many other Ukrainian dip-
lomats, I was very depressed and hurt by indulgent and humiliating atti-
tude to Ukraine from the part of those who had power in Moscow. It looked
particularly shameful when done by specialized institutions, the represen-
tatives of which, of course, were far from diplomatic «etiquette». Though
the <allies» (we called so employees of the Ministry of Foreign Affairs
of the USSR) were also more than arrogant and snobbish.
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I can confidently affirm that in August 1991, at the time of declara-
tion of independence of Ukraine, our Ministry of Foreign Affairs was the
only structure in Ukraine with the national position, quite a lot of high-
ranking employees with solid pro-Ukrainian views were working there.
Unfortunately, the same can’t be said about the other ministries and in-
stitutions which remained to be pale shadows of Moscow structures for a
long time even after the actual renewal of the independence of Ukraine.

On December 1, 1991 a new counting of the modern Ukrainian histo-
ry began. We naively believed that everything will be changed automati-
cally after the collapse of the USSR. But it did not happen. I think there
were two reasons for that: «the Little Russian identity» and incompetence
or incompetence and «the Little Russian identity», and more precisely —
their symbiosis. A little later, but very quickly a trivial and private inter-
est was added to that, which our leaders began to put above the state in-
terest more and more often.

Even over the first weeks and months after that historical event the
government made some mistakes concerning foreign policy, which had
far-reaching negative consequences for Ukraine. The ink under Minutes
of referendum on independence wasn’t even dry when it was decided to
create CIS in Bilovezka Pushcha. The document was written in such a
way that it did not essentially differ from Gorbachev’s «new treaty of
union». Unlike the Baltic countries, which clearly said «no» to any agree-
ments with Moscow, Kyiv sent the world the entirely different message:
«We stay in the orbit of Moscow», «Russia will supervise the whole post-
Soviet space, which will remain to be under its influences.

The farther in, the deeper. Russia was allowed to continue being a
permanent member of the UN Security Council without any compensa-
tion from its part. The Ukrainian government did not even realize at what
price such a decision will come. Moscow immediately took the advantage
of this «gift> to justify the thesis that it was the sole assignee of the
USSR and its successor. Although the international law clearly stipulates
that after collapse of a state all new states that emerge on its territory
are its equal successors. Nearly rock-solid clichit was formed in the leading
capitals of the world: «We should speak with Moscow about the situation
in the post-Soviet space. Relations with new independent states must be
perceived through the prism of relations with Russia».

Despite the agreement on the division of property of the former
USSR and the actual transfer of all navies that were in Russia under the
jurisdiction of Moscow, the Ukrainian government agreed on allotment
of the Black Sea Navy Fleet and the worst of all — on its temporary
presence on our territory.

I cannot help mentioning so-called «zero option» which expelled
Ukraine from the negotiations with western creditors of the former USSR.

Unfortunately, there were plenty of such examples.
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Officially Ukraine made decisions on the European vector of devel-
opment very quickly, we signed proper declarations, became party to the
proper pro-European programs and so on. At some point, our leadership
itself seemed to believe in the accuracy of Ukraine’s choice in favor of
Europe. A slight problem with that. Our ruling political class that had
felt the taste of easy money already during the first years of our renewed
independence, understood the European choice in its own way: «live and
spend like in Europe, steal and lie like in the USSR».

Regrettably, Ukrainian leaders didn’t want any real European integra-
tion, because it would mean transparency, accountability, real, not fake re-
forms in the economy, effective, and not imaginary fight against corruption
and all the other things that did not fit into the oligarchic-family system of
social order that started to increasingly strangle the Ukrainian statehood.

Despite that Ukraine established diplomatic relations with all the
countries important for it, created a dense network of bilateral legal co-
operation — signed thousands of agreements essential for Ukraine. We
became members of leading political and specialized organizations of the
UN system, as well as the other influential international organizations.
The Ukrainian diplomacy achieved global diplomatic peak: the Minister
of Foreign Affairs of Ukraine H. Udovenko was elected the Chairman
of the session of the UN General Assembly. We learned to use opportu-
nities of these organizations to promote the interests of Ukraine, attract-
ing world’s attention to issues with a global dimension. In particular,
I cannot help mentioning the work conducted with the aim of recognition
Holodomor as genocide of the Ukrainian nation.

The Association Agreement with the EU was concluded, we almost
have visa-free regime and we have significantly progressed on the issue
of the practical cooperation with NATO.

I am sure that very soon Ukraine will be a strong European country
with powerful economic and military potential. That’s when the Ukrainian
diplomacy will speak in a loud voice, because only a strong country has a
strong diplomacy. That’s enough asking for help of the countries which are
several times smaller than us. That’s enough saying that we should learn
from the experience of someone else. After 25 years it appears to be simply
humiliating. It is time to become an example for others.

Ukraine and its diplomacy have a positive future. I sincerely believe
in it and want to share my optimism with all the Ukrainian diplomats.

So we will win!

AT THE FORWARD LINE
OF <THE FIRST UKRAINIAN DIPLOMATIC FRONT>

Ukrainian diplomacy are related to the recognition of Ukraine as a

sovereign state, its swift establishment of diplomatic relations with
many countries, formation of bilateral and multilateral cooperation. At an
international world stage independent Ukraine unexpectedly appeared as a
third nuclear state due to the dissolution of the USSR that left historical
scene not only because all empires ultimately collapse, but also and pri-
marily because totalitarian empire of the USSR became unprecedented in
human history empire of evil and prison of nations. During its existence,
this «superpower» annihilated many millions of its citizens. No to mention
several Famine-Genocides in Ukraine perpetrated by Stalin’s totalitarian
regime, when for the first time ever government used food as a weapon of
mass destruction in addition to armed forces and repressions.

An author of these short notes is aware of the fact that the history of
Ukrainian-American diplomatic relations over 1991-2016 years is still to
be written. It will undoubtedly become an integral part of both history
and theory of global diplomatics as a science discipline. Being a patriot
of my country and a scientist who has been and is still involved in the
process of establishing international relations of Ukraine either in the ca-
pacity of the Ambassador of Ukraine and former Head of the Committee
on Foreign Affairs of the Verkhovna Rada of Ukraine, or as an acade-
mician and researcher of the issue of globalization and world system
of globalism, I believe it is my professional and civic duty and impera-
tive to make a personal contribution to the development of «Ukrainian-
American relations (1991-2016)» and the preparation of the monograph
«Global diplomatics» that is a theoretical basis for a new world diplomacy
of XXI century. T have been working on these issues for many years.
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In this study I am focusing on a short chronicle of establishing dip-
lomatic relations between Ukraine and the USA at the first stage of its
formation and development, starting from the initial stage to the level
of strategic partnership (1991-1995). With professional satisfaction and
pride for Ukraine I would like to mention that the established at that time
relations of strategic partnership with the USA have already become an im-
portant historic and political factor of Ukraine’s transition from non-state
historical existence of large European nation as a part of the superpower
of Russia to a mighty, sovereign European state. Despite all challenges of
reverse transformation from the system of state social feudalism and totali-
tarian regime, serious hurdles and downsides of transition period, Ukraine
managed to get on the path of sovereign and democratic development.

The 25" anniversary of establishment and development of a new sov-
ereign European state — Ukraine — coincides historically with the 25t
anniversary of the establishment of solid diplomatic relations between
Ukraine and the USA. In the course of this rather short timespan there
were laid foundations of sovereignty of Ukraine as a new great European
country and nation that stands out among others. The first decades of de-
velopment of the new independent state appeared to be the most difficult
and dramatic. After recognition de jure of Ukraine, many countries post-
poned establishing a full-scale equal cooperation with it.

The most complex were the processes and problems of internal
Ukraine’s transformation. To turn a non-state into a great European state,
change its social and political order, transform the economic system from
the system of command centralized economy at the USSR level intro mar-
ket economic system, based on the principles of economic democracy, ini-
tiative and active position of the citizens — is a historically unique task
that Ukraine has to perform on its own.

Ukraine had no experience in reverse transformation of a non-state into
state, socialistic (social and feudal) political system into democratic, over-
ly centralized command economy into democratic market economy. Over-
militarized, structurally unbalanced and totally subdued to the interests of
the USSR economy seemed to many foreign officials to be incapable of con-
ducting a reverse transformation. A considerable number of western coun-
tries, even after recognizing Ukraine’s sovereignty, took a stand of indif-
ferent beholders, not allowing it to join the EU, NATO, WTO and other
integrated organizations, which prevented it from internal transformation,
reintegration and convergence into European and global community. Could
it be one of the agents that caused protracted degradation process of for-
mer well-developed industrial and agrarian Ukraine?

Today after 25 years of sovereign formation, in spite of all internal
and external challenges, Ukraine has indeed become a powerful European
state. Obviously it is time to make at least preliminary analysis of the his-
torical path that Ukraine has walked, develop and substantiate proposals
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which could have become an input in devis-
ing a non-existing by now National strat-

in the USA (1992) As T did not want to turn into a retired
diplomat, veteran or even a «patriarch of diplomatic service» of Ukraine,
I felt the need to make my personal contribution to the development of an
international strategy of Ukraine by analyzing and assessing both positive
and negative experience. Ukrainian state should apply diplomats’ experience
of the first Ukrainian diplomatic front. No wonder that one of the ambas-
sadors of the USA to Ukraine, when congratulating the First Ambassador
of Ukraine to the USA on his 70 anniversary, wrote in the weekly paper
«2000» in 2009, «American people remember and will never forget those
who used to be the first ambassadors of Ukraine to the USA, giving thus
impetus to Ukrainian-American partnership».

The development of Ukraine along with other Soviet republics of the
former USSR was taking place against the backdrop of incessant inter-
nal and external wars, repressions and annihilation of entire population
strata. The development process was aggravated by dekulakization and
suppression of Cossacks in Kuban and Ukraine, Famine-Genocides in
1920-1930, repressions in 1930 years, Gulag camps, civil war, the Soviet-
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Japanese War, the Winter War between the Soviet Union and Finland,
the Polish-Soviet War, the war between the Soviet Union and Germany
and the Second World War, deportation of Tatars who resided in Crimea,
Ukraine’s loss of part of its territory for creating «a black-soil wedge of
Russia», forceful deportation of millions of Ukrainian citizens to the re-
motest eastern regions of Russia, discrimination of Ukrainians on nation-
al and political grounds. Quasi-state with a population of 50 million peo-
ple being a part of the imperial superpower of the USSR was Ukrainian
miracle primarily because Ukraine endured, made great progress in social
and economic development and survived as a nation.

It was the achievement, the capacity of Ukraine to develop under the most
challenging historical conditions and its unique potential that were a guaran-
tee of the inevitable recovery of Ukraine as a great European state, nation,
and a country that was one of the engines of European and global progress.

Despite large European and internal crises, despite the problems and
challenges of historically unique reverse transformation of Ukraine from
totalitarian to market system, as a heart of the USSR totalitarian sys-
tem with its command economic system, absence of economic and social
democracy, suppressed by economic initiative and proactive approach of
the population, Ukraine has managed to keep all necessary preconditions
and potential, and has also big chances for successful development under
severe conditions of a new globalized world.

An urgent task of the National strategy of Ukraine is not only sur-
vival and self-preservation, but also mostly a full self-mobilization and
creation of synergetic system of the united nation of all people in order to
implement historical chances of accelerated self-development and progress.

A historical experience of many leading countries proves that is possible
to put every county of the world, regardless of its scale, prosperity and state
on <«the track of progressive development, despite the negative effect of exter-
nal environment, under condition of its self-mobilization and identifications.

After the dissolution of the USSR, which for reasonable reasons
lost a competitive war to the West in a post-war world of an integrated
and globalized «new» capitalism that as a system possessed the capac-
ity to transformation, modernization, integration and socialization, be-
gan a modern and difficult history of Ukraine as an independent state.
Sovereignization and establishment of a young state — a new democratic
Ukraine during first years of its existence underwent in extremely com-
plicated external and internal setting. Particularly the most notable was
the fact that Ukraine’s population lost it historical features of sovereign
national identity. The economy of Ukraine remained strictly dependent
on Russia’s economy. From the first days of sovereign Ukraine existence
Russia stepped on the track of revenge, renewal of the USSR in terms of
«soft» Russian Empire, undermining the independence of a new state and
turning it into its protectorate.
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This pressure and expansion of Russia have strengthened for many years,
receiving various forms and methods. Russia robbed Ukraine financially
though rapid taking out from Ukraine all Soviet money reserves, seized all
foreign property of the former USSR including international reserves, made
oil and gas price wars against Ukraine, formed in Ukraine a post-communist
fifth column and bodies of internal collaboration, invaded key Ukrainian
industrial sectors by means of predatory privatization, brought to Ukraine
Russia-oriented oligarchic clans and seized power structures in the regions,
and finally seized Ukrainian state authorities by assigning pro-Russian and
anti-Ukrainian presidents, prime-ministers, ministers, deputies, heads of the
Parliament and governors. In a persistent and consistent way, Russia invest-
ed considerable financial resources to create in Ukraine its own pro-Russian
oligarchic clan system and a powerful «fifth columns.

Under these dramatic circumstances there has been developed an inter-
nal and external policy and diplomatic service of Ukraine along with its net-
work of foreign missions. Russia made all possible to slow down the process
of acknowledging Ukraine as a sovereign state, and when it did not succeed
in that, it used its ambassadors to request governments of many countries to
refuse to open their embassies in Ukraine and agree to host Ukrainian em-
bassies, since Ukraine as officially independent state supposedly would not
exist «longer than a year or a year and a halfs. As early as from the first
days after collapse of the USSR, Ukraine’s «big friend» the President of
Russia Borys Yeltsyn spoke out that Russia would never accept that Crimea
belonged not to Russia, but Ukraine. A tension of interstate relations be-
tween Russia and Ukraine were increasing day by day. Russia could not put
up with the «loss» of Ukraine as its property and began an implementation
of a long-term strategy called «The last battle for Ukraine».

Under the influence of the pressure on the part of Russia and the
fifth column Ukraine was imposed a policy of self-disarmament: <«not
tease a big brother», «not to tease Russia», «not to react to disturbing,
disruptive and expansionary actions of Russia against Ukraine». Among
Ukrainian political elite and its governmental authorities prevailed be-
liefs that Russia was «badly wounded» by the dissolution of the USSR
and each day it would lose strength and therefore become less aggressive,
while Ukraine with its huge potential would consolidate its position at an
internal and external levels as well as overcome the most difficult stage
of development alongside with an aggressive neighbor until its virtual in-
tegration into NATO and the EU.

That was why it was considered that any military conflicts with
Russia were impossible to take place, as Russia was a nuclear state and
a permanent member of the UN Security Council and Ukraine would
lay down nuclear weapons in exchange for NATO and the EU member-
ship. Hence, from the first days of its sovereign existence Ukraine has
taken the path of self-disarmament regarding both nuclear and conven-
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tional weapons. It should be kept in mind that since Ukraine has become
a sovereign state, it has had an army that amounted to 1 million people,
10 000 tanks, strategic and missile units, operational air and naval forces.
Naturally, nothing could pose a threat to a country with such military
capacity. Likewise, an existence of sovereign Ukraine regarded to be a
threat for Russia’s great plans as for renewal of Russian Empire and es-
tablishment of «a new order in Eurasia». So judging from the historical
logic of mutual development and Russia’s strategic expansionary interests,
a conflict between Ukraine and Russia was nothing but imminent.
When the Verkhovna Rada of Ukraine adopted the Declaration of
State Sovereignty of Ukraine on 16 July 1990 and the Act of Declaration
of Independence of Ukraine and election of the first President on 24 August
1991, there appeared a unique and extraordinary situation. Russia began
blaming Ukraine for it being the culprit of the USSR dissolution, whereas
it was Russia that as far back as on 12 June 1992 withdrew from the USSR
first. The secret and strategic intrigue of Russia lied in the idea to substi-
tute wrecked USSR for a «soft» Russian Empire in the form of so-called
Commonwealth of Independent States. Russia’s intention was to make
these state independent as to each other, but fully dependent on Russia.
Ukraine could not let its historical fate turn that way. Russia though con-
sidered that without Ukraine it was impossible to revive an empire. After
Ukraine gained state sovereignty, it could no longer remain being a semi-
colony, dominion or protectorate of Russia, as M. Horbachov, B. Yeltsyn
and all Kremlin authorities claimed. The latter fulfilled V. Lenin’s last will
that said, «...If we lose Ukraine, we will lose alll> Ukraine did not become
a member state of the CIS, Common Market and many other institutions,
membership in which was suggested by Russia and designed for it at the
same time. It was the beginning of Russia’s hybrid war against Ukraine.
At the All-Ukrainian referendum, held on 1 December 1991 for re-
inforcing Ukraine’s independence, over 90% of votes proved sovereign-
ty of Ukraine. There was enough time for its preparation and organiza-
tion. Various political forces situated in and out of Ukraine took advan-
tage of that transition period in different ways. The referendum resolved
the only important question: «Do you approve the Act of Declaration
of Independence of Ukraine?» The outcome of the referendum was his-
torically unique. All regions of Ukraine approved the Act of Declaration
of Independence of Ukraine. Donbass and Crimea joined in as well. The
government of the USSR held the All-Union counter-referendum aimed at
renewing the USSR, but its results no longer mattered for the nationals of
union republics. At the time of Yeltsyn’s governance in Russia there was
held the «Independence referendums» on 12 June 1991, according to which
Russia withdrew membership of the USSR and proclaimed itself a single
successor of the USSR, violating thus rights of other union republics —
founders of the Soviet Union — and Ukraine in particular. The fate of the
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USSR was determined by Russia that pursued its own objectives of re-
establishing a new imperial Russian state. Ukraine had no other choice.

This period gave birth to historical recognition of Ukraine’s indepen-
dence by foreign countries and establishment of diplomatic relations with
them. For a young independent state it was important both the number
and time of recognitions. However, it was clear that Ukraine required
recognition of the leading countries of the world and specifically nucle-
ar states, such as the USA, Great Britain, France, China, Russia, mem-
ber countries of the Group of 7, developed countries — members of the
OECD, the European Union and NATO.

Indeed, for Ukraine entering the international scene and establish-
ing diplomatic relations with other countries underwent in increasingly
tough and dramatic historical conditions, under very intricate interweaving
of interests of strategic states outside perimeter and domestic policy inter-
ests of Ukraine. It should be kept in mind that the Communist majority
prevailed in the Verkhovna Rada at that time. A young independent state
became figuratively a third world nuclear power and a real global tar-
get. The role of new Ukraine was widely understandable. In every nuclear
state, notably in the USA, there were conducted procedures on recognition
of a «new nuclear state» and appointing its higher diplomatic representa-
tives for close cooperation and especially negotiations on the future of pow-
erful nuclear armoury, located in the territory of new Ukraine. As a mat-
ter of fact, every citizen of Ukraine realized the level of competence that
should possess first ambassadors of our country to the USA, Great Britain,
France, China and newly established Russia. Therefore, it was natural that
the selection process of candidates for the position of the first Ambassador
Extraordinary and Plenipotentiary of Ukraine to the USA was held in an
atmosphere of severe political struggle, clash of political interests and in-
fluence interests, including the influence of Russia-oriented forces. In fact,
for the position of the first Ambassador Extraordinary and Plenipotentiary
of Ukraine to the USA there were consistently put forward as many as
14 candidatures — representatives of the National movement, diplomats
from the Ministry of Foreign Affairs and even former Soviet officials.

The Verkhovna Rada of Ukraine one by one studied recommendations
of the President of Ukraine and rejected 13 candidatures, which all in all
took a lot of time and caused disturbance both in Ukraine and the USA.
Then the President of Ukraine made a decision to turn to his staff re-
serves and called me to the Presidential Palace for a conversation. At that
time I held the position of a director of the Institute of World Economy
and International Relations of the Academy of Sciences of Ukraine
founded by me, Director General of the International Management
Institute and a non-staff advisor of the Chairman of the Verkhovna
Rada of Ukraine. In the course of presidential elections I was a head of
the Election Committee of the presidential candidate L.M. Kravchuk.
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So I was personally acquainted with the President of Ukraine. That was
why the President made it clear that in the interests of the state it was
necessary for me to opt for diplomatic service immediately, particularly
take up the position of an Ambassador of Ukraine. I thanked for an offer
and answered that after nearly 7 years of hard work in diplomatic service
in the position of Director of the Department of Industry, Science and
Technology of the UNECE Secretariat in Geneva (Switzerland), I focused
on research activity, headed two institutes and as the Associate Member
of the NAS of Ukraine I would be elected for the post of academician and
could not withdraw from the shortlisting process. The President respond-
ed that Ukraine had hard times with appointing the first Ambassador
to one of the leading western countries and that the government need-
ed help. He told me that it was essential to put aside all duties, as in
Ukraine there was no other candidate who would have worked as a diplo-
mat abroad for many years, known foreign languages and undergone sci-
entific internship at the Harvard University in the USA.

He referred to the position of an ambassador of Ukraine to the USA.
The bottom-line was drawn. As soon as on the following day there began
a procedure of considering a candidature at the Committee on Foreign
Affairs of the Verkhovna Rada. There, at a special session that lasted more
than 3 hours I was asked any and all questions, conclusions and recommen-
dations were made. There were expressed assumption that it was inappro-
priate to assign to the USA an ambassador who had a surname «Bilorus»,
that it would be better to appoint him for the post of Deputy Prime
Minister of International Cooperation and so forth. One could notice that
some heads and members of the committee implicitly suggested for the
post themselves or «their» pro-Russian candidatures. Surprisingly enough,
100% of committee members’ votes was given in favour of the candidature,
proposed by the President. The Verkhovna Rada of Ukraine approved the
candidature for the post of the Ambassador of Ukraine to the USA.

When I met the President for the second time, I asked him to give
me his traditional strategic instructions for an Ambassador. I also made a
point of asking about the budget. The President replied that Ukraine has
been and will long be in extremely difficult position as it is underway of
shaping its historical future under conditions of negative external envi-
ronment. Hence, a major task of the Ambassador of Ukraine was to reach
understanding of the USA authorities as for Ukraine’s place and role at
the global stage after the Cold War, consequences of which would be last-
ing and notable. The only person to rely on was myself. It was critical
to assure American government of Ukraine being a stable state. Given
a special importance of establishing bilateral relations between Ukraine
and the USA, the President allotted the Ambassador a task to report him
personally and immediately on all important aspects of the development
of diplomatic relations with the USA. Despite an extensive volume of in-
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formation sent by the embassy to the MFA, these reports provoked envy
on the part of the MFA officials, because their reports to the President
were either untimely or replicated the facts he already had known from
the «presidential> Ambassador in Washington. Direct interaction of the
Ambassador with the President was at that time of great significance.

In spite of the fact that the Verkhovna Rada of Ukraine approved the
candidature of the Ambassador of Ukraine to the USA in a hurry and
the Presidential Decree on appointing the Ambassador was signed in late
December 1991, a departure of the Ambassador was delayed because of
red tape and a procedure of resolving necessary problems related to open-
ing the first Embassy of Ukraine in Washington. The process was slowed
down by officials who were not selected for the post of an ambassador to
the USA, though they badly strived for it.

It seemed that all known political forces of the government obstructed
the departure of the Ambassador by retarding resolution of burning issues
of the embassy. As it shortly turned out, from the first days of sovereign
existence the power in Ukrainian government was held by numerous in-
fluential Russia-oriented forces, which impeded the development of diplo-
matic missions’ network and primarily in the leading western countries,
such as the USA, Great Britain, Germany, Italy, France, and Canada.

On the other hand, when fulfilling instructions given from Moscow,
these individuals sought for assigning people for the positions in the em-
bassy within their circle. Due to their position against Ukraine, they
held key positions in Presidential Administration and the government or
stayed in the country, where the embassies located. Many of such «dip-
lomats» then became people’s deputies and demonstrated enmity towards
Ukraine or explicit separatist actions. These traitors caused great harm
to the interests of Ukraine. Many «centered» in the Verkhovna Rada of
Ukraine, representing interests of the clan. Unfortunately, at that time a
young state appeared to be incapable of struggling with these internal en-
emies. That was why after assuming the post of the Ambassador, I raised
a question of managing the selection of candidatures for the first Embassy
of Ukraine on my own, which the MFA welcomed with discontent.

Unlike Russia, Poland and some other countries, which already have
had permanent representative offices or Consulates General equipped with
staff and material and technical facilities, in Washington there was not a
single mission of Ukraine. Russia even refused to hold talks on allotting
any available building in a huge complex of the Embassy of former USSR.

Ukrainian government was not able to allocate currency resources for
purchasing or leasing at least the smallest building for the Embassy. We
faced uncommon situation: there was an Ambassador, but he stayed in Kyiv.
As soon as we received an agreement from the USA government, the de-
parture of the first Ambassador of Ukraine to the USA could not be lon-
ger postponed. The first President of Ukraine L.M. Kravchuk has already
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been invited to pay an official visit. For that reason there was made the
only possible and unprecedented decision — the Ambassador had to go to
Washington right away, being short of public money, without an opportuni-
ty to rent an apartment and office for the Embassy, having no advisors and
assistants. The only thing the Minister of Foreign Affairs of Ukraine could
do was to send to Washington two young diplomats from the Permanent
Mission of Ukraine to the United Nations in New York as a «pioneer group»
that had no rights to perform functions of the Embassy of Ukraine.

It is known that the beginning of every great work is an uneasy task.
Regular embassies and embassies established from the ground up require
formidable primary efforts, financial resources and constant support of
respective governments and welcoming attitude of the government of a re-
ceiving state. The acknowledged by the government of Ukraine Embassy
of Ukraine in Washington found itself in utmost difficult spot — there
was no budget, no money on bank accounts, no material and technical
facilities, no residential space for prospective employees of the Embassy.
Newly appointed Ambassador of Ukraine arrived in Washington just on
27 April 1992. The situation was also aggravated by the fact that the first
visit of the President of Ukraine L.M. Kravchuk to Washington for the
purpose of holding negotiations with the President of the USA George
Bush and senators of the Congress was scheduled on 5 May 1992. On
these negotiations depended the establishment of international relations,
cooperation and gaining aid and grants from the USA, the IMF, the UN
Security Council, NATO and the EU.

Even then, everyone was aware of Russian authorities’ intention to
disrupt first state negotiations of Ukraine with the USA. Russian dip-
lomats and other activists in Washington persuaded ambassadors in ma-
ny countries that Ukraine was not a state, but a transitional formation.
Government of the USA was well informed about these disruptive actions
of our «big brothers» and taking into account strategic interests of the
USA and interests of international security, it took all possible measures
for conducting first high-level negotiations successfully and laying firm
foundation of future cooperation.

When developing and approving the program of staying of the
President of Ukraine L.M. Kravchuk and in the course of consultations of
the Ambassador of Ukraine with the management of the State Department
and the US National Security Council there were designed and imple-
mented uncommon and even unprecedented protocol and safety measures.
In extremely short terms, unseen before in the USA, the Ambassador of
Ukraine presented copies of credentials to one of the State Department
head deputies, which validated the Ambassador and the Embassy activ-
ity. At the invitation of the USA government, the Ambassador temporar-
ily stayed at Ritz-Carlton hotel as a guest of the USA government being
assured of complete safety and, as it turned out later, — gratis, i.e. for
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free. That amicable move and incredibly active efforts of the USA govern-
ment undoubtedly made it possible to hold successfully the first visit of
the President of Ukraine L.M. Kravchuk to the USA, which enabled also
to generate enthusiasm and support for Ukraine on behalf of Ukrainian
diaspora in the USA. This support had a historic value.

Enthusiasm and support of the Embassy by Ukrainians — citizens
of the USA and Ukraine — offered an opportunity to perform effectively
a task of strategic importance — to create a juridical base of a system
of strategic partnership relations with the USA, establish close partner-
ship and make everything possible for its successful development in all di-
rections that reflected foreign policy interests of Ukraine’s national secu-
rity at the first remarkably important stage of its sovereign development.

Like many other former Soviet republics and most countries of so-called
Socialist Commonwealth, Ukraine as a state had not and could not have
self-sufficient experience of reverse transition from socialism to capitalism, as
it was turned into socialistic country as part of the USSR in a violent way,
having gone through dreadful tragedies, Famine-Genocides, repressions and
wars. Under these conditions, citizens of Ukraine as a quasi-state-semicolo-
ny lost market civilization and culture, economic initiative, entrepreneurship,
learned a principle of equality in poverty, faced deprivation of legal rights,
calls for command economy and survival in totalitarian regime. At the
same time, such socialistic countries as Poland, Czech Republic, Slovakia,
Hungary, Lithuania, Latvia, Estonia, Serbia, Bulgaria, Croatia, Slovenia
and others have preserved national market economic culture. That was why
the reverse transformation from totalitarian system of Soviet social feudal-
ism to economic democracy and market economy in these countries was in-
troduced far easier. Transformational drama of Ukraine emerged also due to
its economy being tied to Russia’s military economy and it had no experience
of how to rule a new state. For that reason, developing relations in the field
of economy between Ukraine and the USA was a crucial task.

The first President of Ukraine L.M. Kravchuk and his representa-
tives in foreign states realized the importance of comprehensive aid, pro-
vided by the leading countries of the world, especially the USA. Without
its assistance, support and guarantees Ukraine as a state could have
faced a great risk and threat of its existence and development. That was
why flagship embassies of Ukraine and especially the Embassy of the
USA set big and demanding objectives. In the perspective of the first
President of Ukraine L.M. Kravchuk, the first Ambassador of Ukraine
in the USA and the Embassy managed to accomplish that objective suc-
cessfully, while the first Embassy of Ukraine became a school of new
Ukrainian diplomacy. The majority of employees of the first Embassy
of Ukraine in the USA later became ambassadors, envoys and consuls
general of Ukraine, as well as responsible employees of the country and
the Presidential Administration, the Cabinet of Ministers of Ukraine,
the National Security and Defense Council of Ukraine, the Ministry of
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Foreign Affairs of Ukraine and other state institutions. As estimated by
the first President of Ukraine L.M. Kravchuk and ambassadors-followers,
the first Embassy of Ukraine in the USA became a kind of «small dip-
lomatic academy of Ukraine». Except for the Ambassador-academician,
in the Embassy worked 12 Doctors and Candidates of Sciences, some
of whom afterwards became ambassadors of Ukraine. So were the im-
pressions of Y.M. Shcherbak, the second Ambassador of Ukraine in the
USA, a prominent writer and ecology minister, when beginning his work
activity, «Holding diplomatic post of Ukraine Ne1, the first Ambassador
of Ukraine in the USA — renowned scholar and a patriot of his country
O.G. Bilorus was a person, who prior to the diplomatic appointment in
the USA (1991) had gained formidable international experience and was
well-versed in geopolitical issues. When 1 arrived to Washington, I had
chance to make sure how profound, reasonable and accurate were thoughts
of O.G. Bilorus as for conditions and prospects of Ukrainian-American re-
lations as well as his remarks and recommendations on personnel matters.
Ambassador O.G. Bilorus made Herculean efforts to establish exemplary
for that time Ukrainian Embassy in Washington. As soon as in 1192, the
Ambassador O.G. Bilorus succeeded to make a favourable purchase of a
complex of buildings in Washington downtown, in the ancient part of the
city. He managed to select a team of like-minded people — not career-
minded diplomats, but employees invited from the Academy of Sciences of
Ukraine and other institutions, which ensured high creative potential and
immense efficiency of the staff. During tenure of O.G. Bilorus there was
created a regulatory and legal framework of strategic partnership relations
between Ukraine and the USA, established close contact with represen-
tatives of Ukrainian diaspora, who held the Ambassador in deep respect.
Despite challenging political and financial conditions, the Embassy head-
ed by O.G. Bilorus managed to establish fruitful cooperation with the
White House, the State Department, the US National Security Council,
ministries, the Congress of the USA and Pentagon.

When you approach Washington from the side of Virginia, cross-
ing the Potomac River by the Key Bridge, you would see right in front
a large building with a conspicuous afar yellow-blue flag at the fasade.
This is the Embassy of Ukraine. This is a monument, honoured to the
first Ambassador of Ukraine in the USA O.G. Bilorus — a scientist, civil
servant and diplomat, who opened front page in the history of Ukraine-
American relations and continued to develop them extensively as People’s
Deputy and Head of the Committee on Foreign Affairs of the Verkhovna
Rada of Ukraine». On behalf of the first Embassy, we would like to
thank Y.M. Shcherbak for his high appreciation.

A distinguished Ukrainian poet, public and political leader B.M. Oliinyk
described diplomatic and political work of the first Ambassador of Ukraine
in the USA as follows: «Ambassador O.G. Bilorus became not only a wit-
ness, but a direct participant of the revival and assertion of Ukraine’s sov-
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ereignty. It was logical that O.G. Bilorus was entrusted to become the first
Ambassador Extraordinary and Plenipotentiary of independent Ukraine to
the most powerful country of the world — the USA. He has never skulked
behind others and been always at the frontline of our state development.
Devotion and earnestness of O.G. Bilorus is not that blatant, but at the same
time, his actions may serve as a role model for new generations.»

One of the patriarchs of diplomatic service of Ukraine, former head of
the UN General Assembly H.I. Udovenko stressed, «...I have known O.G.
Bilorus since 1968 and always wondered at his unique ability to create new
initiatives and projects. It seems that he was capable of succeeding in all
spheres, to which he applied his intellect and soul. The was the person of
strong moral principles, warm-hearted, cheerful, clear and open to people,
he worked tirelessly and selflessly, setting thus an example to scientists,
diplomats, state officials... He is heard, seen, and appreciated. We believe
that coming generations will adequately appreciate efforts and endeavor of
one of the present-day guides and teachers of Ukrainian nation.»

The legend, hero and conscience of Ukraine, People’s Deputy Levko
Lukianenko underlined, «For many years I followed diplomatic and po-
litical activity of O.G. Bilorus and found that our nation had legendary
people, whose exceptional temper could not be deterred by neither diffi-
cult circumstances, nor will of others. They are fighters, people of idea
and active sequential activity. They struggle for asserting state indepen-
dence of Ukraine.»

The first Minister of Education and Science of Ukraine, academician
P.M. Talanchuk in his review about the first Ambassador of Ukraine in
the USA stated that his life was a high-rise and triumph-apogee of bois-
terous and legendary life of a person, who made long the path of glo-
ry from white cottage to the White House, from rural school to the
Harvard University, from patched shirt of a post-war half-orphan to dip-
lomatic suit of the first Ambassador Extraordinary and Plenipotentiary
of Ukraine to the USA, from a shepherd and collective farm worker to
political, state and diplomatic leader of an international level. The name
Oleg Bilorus has already gone down in history.»

A famous Ukrainian writer and veteran of the Verkhovna Rada of
Ukraine V. Yavorivskyi recalls, «Turbulent and hot December of 1991.
In the Verkhovna Rada of Ukraine were many discussions on whom the
first President of Ukraine L.M. Kravchuk would assign an exceptional
mission to act in a capacity of the first Ambassador of Ukraine to the
USA. There was plenty of those interested, even too much. Settling the
issue was lingering... Though the time went by. Eventually, on New Year’s
Eve (1992) with full support of the Committee on Foreign Affairs of the
Verkhovna Rada of Ukraine the President of Ukraine appointed professor
O.G. Bilorus for the post of the first Ambassador. Many asked why they
chose him, not any other.
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The answer became clear in a year. O.G. Bilorus was a person, with
whom Ukraine in the USA could not dispense... It was the person, who
was exactly in the right place and time. From the very first days of the
Ambassador’s work in Washington, he has made all possible and im-
possible. Despite having no money and staff of diplomats, he managed
to hoist state flag of new independent Ukraine at diplomatic meetings
with the President, Vice President, Secretary of State, senators, mem-
bers of Congress, state governors, diaspora members and state officials.
Ambassador O.G. Bilorus made impossible: within half a year of work
in association with the diasporic Fund of Ukrainian Diplomatic Missions
Support, due to daily presentations it was managed to collect almost 5 mil-
lion dollars and purchase a complex of buildings for the Embassy, without
making a request to Ukrainian government for currency resources, as it
simply was lack of them. In extremely short term, the Ambassador formed
a unique diplomatic staff of the Embassy, which included 12 Doctors and
Candidates of Sciences. Such «Small Academy of Diplomatic Sciences» at
first evoked certain astonishment and opposition by officials of the MFA
of Ukraine, since it contradicted their career guidelines. However, then
they got used. That was because they saw the level and high devotion to
analytical work. The Ambassador earnestly fought against intrusion to the
Embassy staff of anti-Ukrainian agents of influence of «fellow Russias.

Both in Washington and in Kyiv circulated legends about the
Ambassador O.G. Bilorus. He protected interests of Ukraine with immense
eagerness and resolution, in spite of threats and provocations of Russia’s
«diplomatic representatives»> in Washington. In the eyes of the President
of the USA George Bush (the elder), the Ambassador of Ukraine seemed
to be the Ambassador of the USSR, because he acted as a representative
of nuclear state, constantly worked in the White House, the Congress, the
State Department, Pentagon and other governmental bodies. As early as in
1993 the Ambassador O.G. Bilorus was acknowledged as «Diplomat of the
year», who improved the image of Ukraine in the USA. He closely coop-
erated with two presidents of the USA — George Bush and Bill Clinton.
Because of his determined protection of Ukraine’s national interests, he
became an embodiment of new global diplomacy of Ukraine.

A renowned Ukrainian poet, People’s Deputy of Ukraine and Head
of the Committee on Foreign Affairs of the Verkhovna Rada of Ukraine
D. Pavlychko after visiting the USA and getting more acquainted with
unique history of the first Embassy of Ukraine in the USA stated that
no one, even he or Prime Minister, could not have done what the first
Ambassador O.G. Bilorus did, and wrote in the Embassy a poem-dedication.

0.0. Moroz who worked as the Head of the Verkhovna Rada of Ukraine
for many years recollects, «...people had different attitudes towards the first
Ambassador of Ukraine in the USA: some liked him, some were envious or
expressed enmity. The reason for that was not only their political beliefs, but
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also the fact that O.G. Bilorus did not correspond to traditional refined dip-
lomatic standard exemplified by the expression «in the country of stay you
should stay and be quiet in order to stay longer>. However, he was not just
a regular representative of our state, but the Ambassador-founder who pre-
sented his country, head of state, the Parliament, government, which made
him think and act bravely and fundamentally, display initiative and take the
lead. That was why among governmental authorities there were a lot those
who were incapable of realizing what kind of person the first Ambassador
of Ukraine O.G. Bilorus was and would bes.

The former Prime Minister of Ukraine, Head of the political party
«Batkivshchyna» Y.V. Tymoshenko emphasizes, «O.G. Bilorus is a think-
er, teacher and fighter. He easily combines intellect and practical actions.
He always has had compelling stand, which he eagerly protects, in spite of
his natural skills of a diplomat. He understands people and their interests
so well, that accurately predicts their behavior for years to come. He is a
unique representative of future Ukraine. He is well-known and respected
person in Europe, America, Africa, China, Saudi Arabia, and Japan. It is
the most important measure of international recognition of a diplomat».

Russia and pro-Russian state officials in Ukraine held men of such
league in contempt, as they did not fit their «concepts: those who had
money, had authority; those who had authority, had big money. However,
as Y.V. Tymoshenko noticed, there would be always those, who were not
affected by circumstances and the course of life. Such people fulfill a spe-
cial mission of their life and their efforts are evident in a long run. They
outpace their time and generation far ahead. Such people are harbingers
and strategists. They believe that Ukraine is not destined to be «sick» or
a poor relation of Europe and soon it will fulfill its historic chance to be-
come a state and nation that proudly keeps up with the leading democrat-
ic European countries. A remarkable example of people described is one of
the founders and patriarch of the political party «Batkivshchynas, acade-
mician, People’s Deputy of Ukraine, the first Ambassador Extraordinary
and Plenipotentiary of Ukraine to the USA. His scientific recommenda-
tions as for the National strategy of Ukraine’s development in globalized
world in XXI century are topical now more than ever.

An advisor of the first Embassy of Ukraine in the USA, Professor
V.I. Vlasov, when expressing his view on the activity of the first
Ambassador O.G. Bilorus and the Embassy, recalls what the second
Ambassador Y.M. Shcherbak said, «The team of the first Embassy formed
by O.G. Bilorus was the strongest, most unique and productive. It was
impossible to reproduce it. Among that team later emerged two minis-
ters of the MFA of Ukraine, one head of the State Committee, 15 am-
bassadors. The scale of organized by the first Ambassador economic and
technical support is impressive. With all persistence and diplomatic art
of convincing, the Ambassador O.G. Bilorus strived that the President
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of the USA George Bush and the Congress allocated for Ukraine 250
million dollars from the state budget of the USA for creation the Fund
for Small and Medium Enterprises Support, and presented 500 thousand
tons of corn at the time, when our country experienced severe crisis, be-
cause of the failure of crops related to the collective farms dissolution.
It was an absolute record for a diplomat. Academician, economist, public
official and ambassador O.G. Bilorus followed the line of economization
of Ukraine’s foreign policy and, particularly, cooperation between
Ukraine and the USA in such strategically important fields as energetics,
technology transfer, providing investments and credits. Unfortunately,
under conditions of governmental corruption and oligarchy in Ukraine
there were many fundamental proposals of the Embassy that received no
response and remained on file at the Diplomatic Archive of Ukraine.

The Fund of Ukrainian Missions Support in the USA recognized fruit-
ful cooperation of Ukrainian diaspora with the first Ambassador and the
Embassy in the USA by granting the Embassy a large bronze plaque with
acknowledgements to the first Ambassador and the Embassy of Ukraine.

When giving estimation to the achievements of the first development
stage of Ukrainian-American relations and the activity of the Embassy
of Ukraine in the USA, the first President of Ukraine L.M. Kravchuk
underlined, «...it was a difficult decision to choose a candidature for
the post of the first Ambassador Extraordinary and Plenipotentiary
of Ukraine in the USA (1991) and the Ukrainian government approved
a professor, economist and respected diplomat O.G. Bilorus. As it turned
out, he brilliantly succeeded in fulfilling the historic mission of holding
that important position and was herewith a true patriot of his country.
Against the backdrop of financial difficulties in Ukraine in 1990 years,
within the shortest time possible he established and developed our coun-
try’s key embassy in Washington, general consulates in Chicago, New
York, San Francisco and Los Angeles. And most importantly, made a
great contribution to the development of strategic partnership between
Ukraine and the USA. He also managed to enter into a large-scale, effi-
cient and fruitful cooperation with Ukrainian diaspora in the USA. The
activity of Ambassador O.G. Bilorus is a prime example of working for
the benefit of Ukraine and protecting its national interests».

On 5 May 1992, at the invitation of the President of the USA George
Bush the President of Ukraine L.M. Kravchuk paid the first official visit
to the USA. On the initiative of George Bush in the morning of that day in
the White House was held a ceremony of presenting credentials by the first
Ambassador Extraordinary and Plenipotentiary of Ukraine to the USA.
A cavalcade of three cars of the White House arrived at the hotel and the
Chief of Protocol of the USA walked into an apartment of the Ambassador

of Ukraine and on behalf of the President of the USA invited him to the
White House for presenting credentials. The cavalcade slowly moved to
the White House. On Pennsylvania Avenue hung American and Ukrainian
state flags. The gates of the White House opened and there stood a long
line of the guard of honour — from the entrance gate to the colonnade
of the White House and the exit gates. The excitement and pride for
Ukraine filled the hearts of people. The wife of the Ambassador of Ukraine
noticed that there were many women among the members of the guard of
honour. On the stairs of the colonnade, a commandant of the White House
took the salute and invited all inside. This first visit of the Ambassador of
Ukraine to the White House was the most memorable.

The goal and task of ultimate priority for the first Ambassador
and the Embassy of Ukraine in the USA was to hoist high a state flag
of Ukraine and assert its presence as a new sovereign European country
with a population of 50 million people, as world’s third nuclear power, as
new democracy, as a keeper of universal human values. To do all possible
for establishing partnership relations with the USA as the western lead-
ing country for supporting a new state, the historical destiny of which
has not been yet determined.

country had a small Ministry of Foreign Affairs (there worked ap-

proximately 50 diplomats), the activity of which focused mainly on
assuring participation of Ukraine in the UN and several other interna-
tional organizations, and performing protocol, informational, propaganda
and some consular functions. There were also not large foreign missions of
Ukraine at the UN, UNESCO and representatives at international orga-
nizations in Geneva and Vienna. By comparison, the central office (with-
out taking into account numerous embassies and consulates abroad) of the
Ministry of Foreign Affairs of Italy, for example, numbered 3000 employ-
ees, of Canada — 2600, of Finland — 800, of Hungary — 700.

Moreover, diplomatic service in Ukraine was under full control
of Moscow, while the Ukrainian Soviet Socialist Republic was in fact a
mouthpiece and an extra voice of the USSR at the UN. The guidelines for
delegations of the USSR, Ukrainian SSR and Belarusian SSR were single
and approved by the Central Committee of the Communist Party of the
Soviet Union. Texts of key speeches of the Ukrainian SSR representatives
were reviewed by the «big brothers. Even the budget for business trips
abroad was set up and funded by Russian government.

Ukraine had no state embassies and consulates abroad and therefore
experience of bilateral international relations. For that reason, it was nec-
essary to create immediately a new high-quality infrastructure of the en-
tire diplomatic service and alongside to master on the fly bilateral and
regional diplomacy. All that was running under conditions of dreadful
shortage of financial, material and human resources.

At the same time, diplomats of our Ministry of Foreign Affairs were
high-level professionals, had considerable practical experience in multilat-
eral diplomacy at the UN, perfectly spoke foreign languages, were well
educated and experienced in participating in various committees and com-
missions of the UN, international conferences.

However, the most important was the fact that the majority of dip-
lomats of the MFA sincerely welcomed Ukraine’s independence and were
true patriots. It was not accidentally, as the MFA was almost the only
governmental body in the Ukrainian SSR, where it was obligatory to

know Ukrainian language in order to be employed. In addition, diplomats
felt very strongly a derogatory and offensive status of «folk nationhood»
of Ukraine at the UN. I cannot but mention ministers H. Shevel and
V. Martynenko, who even then encouraged at the MFA cultivation of love
for the motherland, its history and culture, taught the art of reasoning
and put all efforts for opening Ukraine to the whole world.

The top-priority task of the MFA after declaration of Ukraine’s inde-
pendence was to assure as soon as possible the recognition of Ukraine’s new
status and its borders, develop the network of embassies, establish bilateral
relations with other states and create a relevant contractual legal framework.

Fortunately, from the very beginning, I was a direct participant of
these processes and headed the MFA department of bilateral relations
and regional cooperation, which subsequently transformed into a division.
It was some time later, when the MFA comprised six territorial divisions,
whereas earlier that department numbered as few as six diplomats and
dealt with the issues of bilateral relations with all countries of the world.
People worked then without regard to time and working conditions, of-
ten till late night, but did not lose the enthusiasm and passion for their
work. There prevailed patriotic and romantic attitudes towards the cre-
ation of a new future of the country, a destiny of our independent state.
In late 1992 Ukraine established diplomatic relations with 110 countries.
During that year there were concluded 270 bilateral agreements with
63 countries. Thus it is possible only imagine what were the pace and
strain of the MFA activity. First high-level contacts with a number of
states in the framework of future cooperation had been made long before
the All-Ukrainian referendum that took place on 1 December 1991.

In the beginning of 1993 I was appointed to the post of the Ambassador
Extraordinary and Plenipotentiary in the Hellenic Republic that recognized
Ukraine as a state on 31 December 1991 and in January 1992 there were es-
tablished diplomatic relations between both countries. I was fully aware of
the importance of developing fruitful cooperation with Greece that was at
that time the only neighbouring member state of both NATO and the EU —
good diplomatic relations with it supposed to facilitate European integration
of Ukraine, which was one of the priority issues of the MFA.

Both countries have beneficial geopolitical location and transit com-
munication lines, all sea routes of Ukraine’s trade and fishing fleets go
through the Aegean Sea. The historical fate of these countries, their
struggle against the empire yoke is very much alike. Both nations primar-
ily confess Orthodoxy, while in Ukraine resides the largest Greek commu-
nity among the countries of the former USSR. It was in 1814 in Odesa,
where Greek emigrant secret organization «Filiki Eteriia» was founded.
This organization helped raising revolts of Greeks for independence from
the Ottoman Empire and was a holy place for Greeks, while Odesa was
known to them since childhood. Moreover, the economy of these countries
do not compete, but complement each other.

All that laid firm foundation for mutually beneficial cooperation.

I would like to mention some events, meetings and circumstances
that were distinctive or important in terms of the activity of the Embassy
of Ukraine in Greece at the time of its establishment.

I came to Athens on 1 May 1993. On that very day in the airport
landed many aircrafts with heads of the Balkan Peninsula states-partici-
pants of a regional conference onboard, so the Protocol Department was
overloaded. Nevertheless, G. Georgiou, chief of the Protocol Department
of the Hellenic MFA, gave me a warm welcome and later helped greatly
in the opening of our embassy.

At that time in Greece worked just one employee of the MFA
of Ukraine — S. Nikshych who was in charge of consular issues in the
Honorary Consulate of Ukraine and in early 1993 performed duties of a
Charge d’Affaires. As I arrived, he prepared an ample information on the
situation in Greece, which we increasingly lacked at the MFA.

We had to start our work at the embassy from scratch — without
working place, office equipment, transport, communication lines, office
supplies, furniture, accommodation etc. Because of the difficult financial
conditions in Ukraine, we received very little budgeting, therefore in the
first week my single room in hotel served as an office.
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All these and other issues required resolution before presenting cre-
dentials to the President of Greece at the beginning of June 1993 (here-
upon I was granted an official status of an ambassador).

Right from the first days of work, I faced quite an unpleasant prob-
lem. As it turned out, the Honorary Consul of Ukraine was a local dubious
businessman Mr. P. who was hastily designated in 1992 upon the recom-
mendation of the former Prime Minister of Ukraine and his secretariat. He
was anything but concerned about the interest of Ukraine and used his sta-
tus just for his own commercial benefit. He also demanded that the MFA
of Ukraine covered all his numerous expenses and debts. A landlady of the
premises, where the consulate was located, brought to the court of Greece
a claim against Mr. P. for his failure to pay rent for several months, de-
spite having signed a contract. I felt awful to begin my work at the embas-
sy from a scandalous lawsuit that had references to Ukraine and involved
respective «advertising» in media, although an action in fact was brought
against Mr. P., not the country.

Fortunately, due to formidable efforts and support of Greek lawyers,
it was managed to eliminate the scandal by terminating a contract with
Mr. P. and entering into new one with the embassy. After that, the MFA of
Greece assisted in depriving Mr. P. of a status of Honorary Consul. Later,
on the arrival of new employees from Ukraine, we rented a small building
and in 1996 purchased a functional building (with a separate premises for
a consulate), which was specially erected and equipped for the purposes of
the embassy of the former German Democratic Republic in 1986. Ukraine
was forced to purchase a building for its embassies and consulates, since
Russia refused flatly and in a «fraternal> way to consign a part of for-
eign property (16,37%) of the former USSR, though it was acquired and
constructed at the expense of all Soviet republics. Moscow also refused to
provide copies of the agreements signed by the USSR and other states, so
we had to address directly their ministries of foreign affairs.

Compare this «fraternal» (as Moscow tends to call it) stand to a civi-
lized «split-up» of the Czech Republic and Slovakia, which shared foreign
property of former federation.

However, in spite of difficult financial position (we had to count every
drachm), we gradually tackled the issues of getting the embassy equipped.
A great deal of assistance was provided by Ukrainian shipping and air-
line companies located in Greece. One of them assigned for temporary
use and then granted the embassy Nissan car that for a few months was
our only mean of transport.

In first months, when in the embassy worked just S. Nikshych and me,
we received help from Ukrainian students who studied in Athens (press
review, translation, printing work). They offered their help voluntarily as
soon as found out in papers about the opening of the embassy.
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It is worth mentioning that the MFA of Greece, Mayor’s Office in
Athens, local community, media and diplomatic corps welcomed the open-
ing of the Embassy of Ukraine. Even before presenting credentials and ob-
taining an official status, I had several meetings at the MFA of Greece
and unofficial talks with ambassadors of Poland, Hungary and some oth-
er countries. They were eager to share their experience and subtleties of
working in Greece, gave valuable advice on various practical matters (lease
of apartments and rooms, office equipment, transport etc.). Besides that,
I met businesspeople, media representatives, civic organizations, all of which
expressed interest and attention to Ukraine as a new European country.

The Ambassador of Russia to Greece V. Nikolaienko appeared to be
a high-qualified diplomat and unlike all his subordinates, who often dis-
played traits of imperial set of mind, he was conscious of a new course of
relations between Russia and Ukraine. Yet at our meeting I noticed a dis-
tinctive moment that I had already seen in Kyiv, — the ambassador stressed
that Russia and Ukraine had common interests in Greece, region and the
world, so they should have acted together no matter where or when. By the
way, a word «commons» was the key one that Russia representatives used,
when putting forward their proposals at bilateral negotiations: «common
actions», «common military doctrine», «common stand» etc.

I highlighted that, certainly, Russia and Ukraine might have had com-
mon interests, but each country had also its own national interests, which
not necessarily and not always fit common interests of others. However,
in case they did fit, there could have been some common actions.

It should be admitted that the Ambassador of Russia no longer raised
that question.

I had to present credentials not just to the President of the country,
but to K. Karamanlis — a prominent and widely respected political lead-
er. He made a great impression on me. Our conversation went in warm,
even warm-hearted atmosphere and lasted 45 minutes (without services of
translators), instead of the allotted 20. The President proved to be well
aware of the conditions Ukraine was in and its first steps on the inter-
national scene. He put many questions and made a lot of comments. In
particular, he noted that there were too many political parties in Ukraine
and said, «...believe me, when you have overall 4 or 6 true parties, only
then Ukraine will have real and mature democracy, structured and effec-
tive Parliament».

After presenting credentials I have already received an official status
of an ambassador and to some extend could undertake my duties.

Upon the first weeks of work, we understood that Ukraine was a re-
al terra incognita for Greek people. It was taken as a part of Russia that
had split off for no obvious reason. Ukrainians and Russians were treated
as one nation. We have already faced similar phenomenon in other coun-
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tries, where Ukrainian diaspora was not widespread and all, except for
the UN diplomats, a limited number of politicians, and some historians
had a distorted conception of Ukraine, its history and people.

It soon became obvious why it was necessary to work equally effec-
tive in every direction: either political, economic, contractual and legal,
consular, or humanitarian, civil, informational, awareness-raising etc. This
meant to act extensively, focusing on filling an information vacuum about
Ukraine, its history, policy and creating a positive image of it. For doing
that, it was requisite to interact constantly with all strata of Greek society,
which presupposed the establishment of numerous contacts that we initially
lacked. These contacts had to comprise not only employees of the MFA,
but also those who worked at other governmental institutions, members of
the Parliament, business sector, politicians, political leaders, church rep-
resentatives, publicity, workers of culture and science, educational institu-
tions and, certainly, mass media. All that required an active position both
in Athens and in regions of the country, maintaining contacts with mayors
of big cities, regional chambers of commerce and industry. Essential also
were contacts among representatives of diplomatic corps.

Keeping in mind sensible recommendations of H. Shevel, I diligently
worked upon implementation of that task and expected the diplomats of
the embassy to do the same.

This activity ran gradually, as long as new employees came to the embas-
sy, particularly those, who fluently spoke Greek language (S. Konopatskyi,
V. Shkurov). V. Varetskyi and O. Sedelnykov also joined them.

During the first days after presenting credentials, I asked to arrange
for me a meeting with directors of a range of the MFA departments,
heads of the ministries, the Chamber of Commerce and Industry, leading
business people, mayors of Athens and Piraeus, influential public figures,
leaders of parliamentary groups, media representatives, ambassadors to
foreign countries etc. Naturally, this process was time-consuming, took
years and was permanent. However, it yielded results eventually.

As a result, we managed to resolve various problems — from impor-
tant political issues to providing preschool education for children of the
embassy employees.

From the very beginning, we felt that Greeks were kind to us, but
they were completely unaware of Ukraine as a state and Ukrainians as a
nation. That was why they were curious about us, learned our state and
doubted whether its independence would be firm and policy consistent,
particularly they followed the development of Ukraine’s relations with
Russia and Turkey.

Later the MFA of Greece informed me that in late 1993 after a thor-
ough analysis and examination of our embassy activity, there was made a
final decision on the development of cooperation with Ukraine.
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As we were told, this process was impeded, because after the All-
Ukrainian referendum that took place on 1 December 1991 Russia in-
duced the government of Greece as well as governments of other coun-
tries to hold off on developing relations with Ukraine, as supposedly its
independence was unstable and would not last long.

I heard about such <«hints» and pressure on the part of Moscow even
before the arrival in Greece from first ambassadors of some countries in
Kyiv and our partners at negotiations in 1992 and 1993. Needless to say
that we knew and took into account that since the liberation struggle of
Greeks, Russia traditionally had great influence in the country, especially
among the left-wing forces and part of the media.

After the mentioned-above decision of Greek authorities, our bilateral re-
lations started to develop. In 1994 there was reached an agreement on active
development of contractual legal framework, framing of master contract and
a number of industrial agreements. There were defined common denomina-
tors of cooperation development, notably the elimination of fundamentally
disputable issues, carrying out a peace policy by both countries, their mutu-
al interest in consolidation of peace and security in the region and Europe,
mutual religious and to certain extent cultural traditions, old historical rela-
tions and favourable conditions for mutually beneficial economic cooperation.

As soon as in 1994 there were concluded a number of economic trea-
ties. Further treaties were signed in the course of the visit to Greece of the
President of Ukraine L. Kuchma in November 1996, particularly the main
political Treaty on Friendship and Cooperation, the Treaty on Cultural,
Educational and Scientific Cooperation, the Treaty on Cooperation in the
Field of Tourism, the Treaty on International Road Transport and others,
later — the Treaty on Sea Shipping, Taxation etc.

A qualitative breakthrough was reached due to regular meetings be-
tween the MFA experts of both countries.

Political relations of that time became stable, friendly and in certain
issues even trustworthy. Unfortunately, these relations for some reasons,
mostly subjective, did not remain so dynamic. To this contributed the fact
that after prominent Greek leaders K. Karamanlis and A. Papandreou
passed away, Greece went on the downward path towards economic, finan-
cial, debt and social crisis, resulted from populist and short-sighted policy.

Especially T would like to mention that, as we have expected, Greece
played a positive role in facilitation European integration of Ukraine in
the ninetieth years of the last century.

In particular, I recall when in early June of 1994 on Sunday, approxi-
mately at 10 p.m. I took a call from T. Pangalos, First Deputy Minister of
Foreign Affairs of Greece, who expressed his desire to meet me urgently
and said that the MFA had already sent a car to my apartment. Greece
then held presidency of the EU and T. Pangalos, with whom I had a se-
ries of insightful meetings, was in charge of all issues related to the mem-

bership of Greece in the European Union. He met me in his office and
straight off the reel said, «Mr. Ambassador, as far as I understood from
our conversations, Ukraine did not oppose, but even was in favour of sign-
ing the European Union Association Agreement before Russia would do
that, right?» I replied that he got me right. Then T. Pangalos smiled and
went on, «Well, Greece as a country that now presides the EU might ar-
range that. I need Kyiv to respond to my proposal tomorrow morning, as
in the afternoon I go to Brussels». Then he explained that despite signing
of these agreements by L. Kravchuk and B. Yeltsyn being scheduled for
the end of June at the EU summit on the Corfu Island, Greece might ar-
range for Ukraine signing 10 days earlier at a session of the EU Council
in Luxembourg (with the participation of premier ministers of the EU).
L. Kravchuk had to answer tomorrow morning in order to include this
point of order to the agenda of session in Luxembourg.

As I came back home, I called to A. Zlenko. At first, he was startled
by the phone call late at night, but then said to wait for an answer. Before
9 a.m. he informed that L. Kravchuk consented to a proposal of Greeks.
I instantly reported that to T. Pangalos, who in a habitual to him man-
ner said that he had foreseen such decision and had already given relevant
instructions to the EU headquarters. L. Kravchuk signed the EU-Ukraine
Association Agreement on 14 June 1994.

I remember a campaign on electing Ukraine to the membership in
the Council of Europe in 1995. Leaders of flagship political parties
of the Greek Parliament assured us that their members of the European
Parliament would unanimously support Ukraine. However, the difficulties
were caused by the members of the Communist Party of Greece. When
I first met General Secretary of the CPG A. Papariga, she said that the
CPG took a stand against the dissolution of the USSR and would welcome
its reunion. I replied that had to respect her right to have her own point
of view as for the independence of Ukraine, but asked what would be the
reaction of Greeks and her in particular, if I expressed my regret about the
collapse of the Ottoman Empire and spoke on its revival. After a pause
she began inquiring me about Ukraine. At our second meeting A. Papariga
stated that the position of the CPG remained unchanged, but Greek mem-
bers of the European Parliament would not prevent Ukraine from joining
the Council of Europe, as they considered it to be a friendly state.

The cooperation between Ukrainian and Greek delegations has been
established at the UN as well. Particularly revealing was the fact that
in favor of Ukraine Greece voluntary moved from Group C to Group
B of contribution schemes for the UN peacekeeping operations, while
Ukraine in its turn moved from Group B to the former Greek Group C,
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which implied multimillion savings for Ukraine. In 1999 Greece sup-
ported Ukraine’s admission to membership in the Council of Europe for
2000—2001 years. We also fruitfully cooperated with Greece in the frame-
work of the Black Sea Economic Cooperation (since 1998 — OBSEC),
and two countries often agreed in their stand and struggles, in particular,
against the OBSEC being governed by one and only country (i.e. Russia).

A substantial aid for the embassy was provided by the Greek Church,
particularly by Metropolitan Kallinikos, with whom I built friendly and
sincere relationship, and Archimandrite Ignatius. The Greek Church that
played a historically important role in the country favoured Ukraine’s in-
dependence and opening of our embassy there. It granted me an hour of
the airtime at the church radio, which I used to have a series of programs
on Ukraine and held every Saturday a dialog with listeners. The Church
for several years has engaged business people and community in arrang-
ing summer holidays for children, who were the victims of Chornobyl di-
saster, and orphans, it provided for Ukraine humanitarian aid etc. The
Church was committed to uniting all branches of Orthodoxy in Ukraine
into one independent Church, it scheduled for me in Athens a meeting
with an authorized representative of the Ecumenical Patriarch, who ex-
pressed his willingness to promote that process and recognize indepen-
dence of the Ukrainian Church, as it had already been done in Estonia in
spite of Russia’s opposition. I reported on that to Kyiv, but unfortunately,
the issue did not proceed further, as the relevant Ukrainian institutions
informed the embassy that it was our internal process.

Step by step, the economic relations have been developed. In 1997
there have already been 43 enterprises holding Greek capital in Ukraine.
There were received important orders from Greek shipowners for the con-
struction in Mykolaiv a number of tankers, refrigerators etc.

Without going into details, I would like to mention that good contacts
gave the embassy an opportunity to enter Greek television broadcasting
and the media. That boosted an increase of the amount of articles, inter-
views and even special appendixes on Ukraine to popular Greek news-
papers, speeches of the Ambassador and our diplomats on the television.
We cooperated and went on the air with many of them. The Ambassador
and employees of the embassy presented their speeches in universi-
ties, the CCI, at the regional art festivals (very popular in Greece) etc.
We took advantage of various civic and scientific forums, contributed to
the establishment of friendly ties between cities and educational institu-
tions of both countries. Important were also the creation at the Parliament
of a group of Ukraine’s adherents (later — the Greece-Ukraine group)
and organizing by the embassy of roundtable discussions with the involve-
ment of the largest deputy factions. With the participation of business
people and elite there was created in Athens and Piraeus two associations
called «Greece-Ukraine», the Ukrainian organization «Zhuravlynyi krai»
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MMocon i3 rpynoto yKkpaiHCbKuX AiTel, Wwo npubynu Ha 03[0poBReHHs Ao Mpeuii
(y ueHTpi — nocon Ykpaiuu b. KopHeerko, Mutpononut M. Kaniwikoc)
Ambassador with a group of Ukrainian children who came to Greece for recreation
(in the centre — the Ambassador of Ukraine B. Kornieienko, metropolitan P. Kalinikos)

and its Ukrainian-Greek periodical began their operation. Certainly, all
of this has been achieved not at once due to the shortage of our resources
and a number of problems we faced. Particularly, they involved virtually
a complete lack of information material about Ukraine. Hence, it was nec-
essary to prepare most of it by our diplomats or literally to draw it out
from different Ukrainian institutions. Besides, there is still no effective
structure in Ukraine aiming at preparing such material abroad.

There were plenty of consular issues (arrests for the debts of our ships,
citizens etc.). To resolve them we had to make an appeal to Greek law-
yers, sometimes even ambassadors of other countries.

A range of problems related to the development of bilateral relations
and an image of Ukraine, particularly in the economic sphere, was pro-
voked by bureaucrats and corrupt officials at some governmental bodies
of Ukraine, who sought only for their personal benefit, as well as cer-
tain business dealers who mistook market economy for the Bessarabskyi
Market place in Kyiv and got into trouble. However, that is another story.

HOW THE EMBASSY
OF UKRAINE IN CANADA HAD STARTED:
A TRUE STORY...

general, it took very little time in my political and state activities and

was for me just an interesting and bright separate episode — that’s it.

So, when I was offered to share my memories about that period of my
life, I, to tell the truth, had no idea how to do it: either to reprint some
parts from my book «In the land of the maple leaf> or to offer something
that after almost a quarter century could attract attention of the scientific
year-book «Diplomatic Ukraine» reader. I will try to combine both versions.

The Ambassador Extraordinary and Plenipotentiary (this is the full
name of this position) has usually the highest diplomatic rank and is ap-
pointed by the head of the state. Therefore in performing such kind of
duties any person represents first of all his President in the respective for-
eign country, as it is specified in a Letter of credence which is also wit-
nessed by the signature of the Minister of Foreign Affairs.

The appointment of a certain person to a position of an Ambassador
is made either on the basis personal political considerations by the head
of a state or on recommendation of the Minister for Foreign Affairs.
During the first years of Ukraine’s independence such candidate used to
be approved by the Foreign Affairs Committee of the Verkhovna Rada
Parliament. In the following years such useful practice was for some rea-
son discontinued to no purpose.

I was appointed as Ambassador to Canada by Leonid Kravchuk, first
President of independent Ukraine, solely on the basis of political con-
siderations. The key argument of his decision was firstly that I knew
English well and secondly — he took into account my authority among
the Ukrainian community abroad.

During our meeting I assured the President that I was fully aware
of national interests of our state and that I would strain every effort to
protect them. He wished me success and added that it «would be easy»
for me to work in Canada taking into account the presence of a large and
influential Ukrainian community there.

It has been a long time since I moved away from diplomatic service. In



Then 1 had a meeting with Anatoliy Zlenko, Minister of Foreign
Affairs, with whom I became familiar during his appointment to this
post. As we discussed his candidature in the Verkhovna Rada Foreign
Affairs Committee I also asked him several specific questions. He spoke
good Ukrainian, gave well-founded answers to all questions of people’s
deputies and that was why everyone supported his candidature for the ap-
pointment to such high governmental position.

Once it was necessary to phone the Minister’s home. His wife took
the call. As T was waiting for the Minister to pick up the receiver, she
continued her previous conversation in Ukrainian. So, I said to myself,
the Ukrainian was commonly used in this family and that meant that
personally for the Minister it was not only a working, but also a na-
tive language. This fact was very important for me. I knew that in our
Embassy in Canada there would be in use two languages: Ukrainian and
English. as for the Russian, it would be used only during contacts with
the Embassy of the Russian Federation.

At that time in Canada Oleksiy Rodionov was assigned as a
Counsellor by the Ministry of Foreign Affairs of the Ukrainian SSR and
worked first at the Soviet Embassy and then the Russian (after the dec-
laration of independence of Ukraine he worked for some time at the MFA
after being employed at the Communist Party of Ukraine). As soon as
I was appointed to be the Ambassador to Canada, he obtained a posi-
tion of a Minister Counsellor of the Ukrainian Embassy by then. Yevgen
Kucher was appointed to the position of the First Secretary for Consular
Affairs of the Ministry of Foreign Affairs who worked previously at the
Secretariat of the Verkhovna Rada. T will tell a little bit later about the
«surprises» these two employees have presented.

On 20 May 1992 my wife and I departed for Canada accompanied by
Y. Kucher. At first we went to Moscow by train. At the railway station
we were seen off by my sworn brothers from Rukh and also by Yuriy
Bohaievskyi who was then the Head of the USA and Canada Division at the
Ministry of Foreign Affairs. Later on we often exchanged telephone calls,
he showed interest in my work, offered without obtrusion advice and always
supported me morally. It was he who encouraged me to write these memoirs.

At the airport of Montreal (Canadian province of Quebec) we were
met by O. Rodionov, Erast Gutsuliak and Yuliia Voychyshyn who rep-
resented local Ukrainian community. Long before the arrival in Canada
I got acquainted in Kyiv with Mr. Erast who was a Head of Canadian commu-
nity of Ukrainian-Canadian professionals and entrepreneurs, and Mrs. Yuliia
who was the Head of Ottawa community that encouraged Rukh movement
in Ukraine. They were true Ukrainians and my good advisers.

We reached Ottawa where checked into a hotel while Y. Kucher upon
an initiative of Rodionov stayed in another apartment.
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On the second or third day there begun a real pilgrimage of Canadian
Ukrainians to the First Ambassador of independent Ukraine to Canada
whom Ukrainian community was anticipating with great eagerness.

The first goal I set as an Ambassador was to dismiss O. Rodionov
from the Russian Embassy staff, to redirect official diplomatic correspon-
dence from Kyiv to the Ukrainian Ambassador, which previously was sent
for Rodionov to the Embassy of the Russian Federation, and to trans-
form relations with the Russian Embassy into official contacts between
the Ambassadors.

At the first meeting with the Ambassador of the Russian Federation
Oleksandr Belonogov apart from general acquaintance I brought up an
issue of the necessity of transferring to our Embassy a part of the build-
ings once belonged to former Soviet Union in Canada which then became
a property of the Russian Embassy. Russian Ambassador refused on the
pretext that this problem had to be resolved by ministers.

I spent my working days having diplomatic meetings with foreign
ambassadors and participating in negotiations with economic delegations
from different countries. On the weekends I visited Canadian provinces
where met Ukrainian community and local government in order to estab-
lish economic ties with Ukraine.

I will tell about one of the first meetings that became rather demon-
strative.

On 18 June 1992 T had a negotiation with Ukrainian delegation that
included Viktor Bondarenko, Deputy of the Verkhovna Rada and Director
of the Petrovsky Plant in Lugansk region, and Valeriy Pavliukov, Deputy
Minister of mechanic engineering and conversion. This meeting was also
attended by four representatives of Canada’s Development Corporation
and Bill Lifshas, Director for Cooperation with Eastern Europe of the
APOTEX Company.

Bondarenko’s enterprise was a giant powder plat, the construction of
which has been by that time already completed, but it did not produce
powder yet because of any need. That was why there arose an idea to use
its material and technical base for constructing a pharmaceutical plant.

At that time Canada was one of very few countries which manufac-
tured best quality medicine as well as the relevant equipment required for
pharmaceutical plants. In accordance with the reached agreement Canada
had to build such plant in Petrovsky at the cost of 9,7 million dollars
over a year and a half, starting with the date of approving of a contract.
In 18 months this plant should have produced first batch of medicine —
15 items of the most necessary for Ukraine pharmaceutical products.

Back in 1991 Canada allocated Ukraine a 50 million dollar credit.
There were 11 millions that left from this sum. V. Pavliukov stated that
this money was allotted by the Cabinet of Ministers of Ukraine to the
Minister of Health Spizhenko for the purposes of purchasing medicine.
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Bondarenko asked to devote 9,7 millions for the construction of a phar-
maceutical plant. T supported him and prepared a letter addressed to the
Prime Minister Vitold Fokin with quite convincing arguments that it
was reasonable to allocate Spizhenko 2 millions while the rest 9 millions
should be devoted for the construction of the above-mentioned plant. This
letter was sent to V. Fokin with Pavliukov on 20 June.

Soon I found out that V. Fokin allotted the whole sum to Spizhenko
instead of Bondarenko. This money was wasted in no time and one had
to purchase medicine abroad again. When the investigation of Spizhenko’s
financial operations began and Yukhnovskyi, Deputy Prime Minister, and
Erast Gutsuliak, Canadian Advisor for Health, started to seek for the
truth, the President dismissed Yukhnovskyi from the position and made
thus Spizhenko feel calm.

Almost in a year the Cabinet of Ministers authorized me to participate
in negotiations with the government of Canada on allocation Ukraine a 10
million credit for constructing the plant in question, but its accomplish-
ment by that time was impossible. During a phone talk with the Minister
of Health T was told a lame joke as if Spizhenko had spent 9 million dol-
lars on buying a sun lotion. I remember this disappointing story till now.

Meetings with Ukrainian communities in Canada were very dynam-
ic, profound and valuable. Communities from remote and close provinces
were looking forward to go to these meetings. They believed that they
contributed to the establishment of the Ukrainian State which was why
talking to the First Ambassador of independent country was for them a
great occasion. I expressed gratitude to every Ukrainian community for
the support and help they provided for Ukraine.

In about two months after I returned to Canada there happened an
important occasion that we called later as drawing bridges together in
our bilateral relations.

Teleconference Montreal-Kyiv

Short after the arrival in Ottawa I met an enthusiastic cameraman
Taras Gukalo. He accompanied me at my public speeches and filmed
them. Once he expressed an opinion to conduct a teleconference between
Canada and Ukraine. I was all for such idea and asked to check for the
opportunities available to do that. T was vaguely aware of the techni-
cal support required for holding teleconference between Ukraine and
American continent. Mr. Taras introduced me to Lebel, President of the
Teleglobe company, and to a management of the Bell-Canada that was a
third leading telephone company in the world.

No sooner than many years later I got to know from Yuriy Bogaievskyi,
veteran of the diplomatic service holding a rank of the Ambassador
Extraordinary and Plenipotentiary, who between 1985-1991 was appoint-
ed by the Ministry of Foreign Affairs of the Soviet Ukraine to the post
of the First Secretary at the Embassy of the Ukrainian SSR in Canada,
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that it was already a second teleconference between Canada and Ukraine.
The first one took place on 24 April 1988 in Canadian city Winnipeg and
Ukrainian city Lviv. In such a manner these two cities celebrated the 15
anniversary of their contact. Furthermore as it turned out Taras Gukalo
also knew about that event. Why he concealed from me such notable in-
formation? I don’t know, but it is all water under the bridge now.

So we began an active preparation for the teleconference between
Canadian Montreal and the capital of Ukraine.

On 7 July 1992 in Montreal television studio there appeared Lebel,
President of the Teleglobe company, and representatives of Ukrainian
community — Hryhoriy Gladiy, Lada Topchan, Taras Gukalo and the
Ambassador of Ukraine. On the other side in Kyiv were: Yurchenko,
representative of the Derzhteleradio, Dmytro Pavlychko, Head of the
Verkhovna Rada Foreign Affairs Committee, and Viktor Pasak, television
commentator. A screen showed Kyiv television studio and three partici-
pants. An oversea dialog between Ukraine and Canada began.

Everything ran smoothly. I thanked all participants. The President of
the Teleglobe said that his company was interested in cooperation with
Ukraine in the field of telephone systems and space communications and
was eager to take part in modernization of telecommunications in our
country. He promised to consider the possibility of opening 30 new tele-
phone lines from Canada to Kyiv. I thanked him for the prime example
of establishing friendly relations between their company and Ukraine and
expressed hope for our future cooperation. With the help of Zolochivska
space station such cooperation eventually enabled to set up for Ukraine a
direct connection with American continent.

Ukraine did not appear to be yet a member of international system of
satellite communication. A full member at that time was the USSR. Later
on that eligibility for membership was taken over by Russia. However
Ukraine also had every right to use certain frequencies. In this respect
our Connections Ministry made a request. No one in an international or-
ganization objected, but in order to be a rightful member it was neces-
sary to pay a membership fee. As Ukraine did not do that, holding the
Montreal-Kyiv teleconference was paid by Canadian company Teleglobe.
It paid only for one session. If Ukraine were interested in overcoming in-
formational isolation, it should have found a satellite for its broadcasting
to enter American continent on a permanent basis. Through such channel
our Embassy could have regularly transmitted recorded video material to
the all-Ukrainian program UT-1 and offered in its turn information ma-
terial from Ukraine to Canadian and American companies. I understood
then very clearly that in case we did not master new means of commu-
nication, Ukraine would become an object of ideological brainwash and
misinformation on behalf of other countries which meant becoming an
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unequal party. Our government could have regulated an information flow
that came in Ukraine with consideration for its national interests.

Since then the situation changed dramatically, which was the reason
why the events T encountered remained as one more recollection. What is
done cannot be undone...

My active collaboration with Canadian-Ukrainian community from the
very beginning was displeased by my Minister Counsellor. There always
were disagreements about working procedures and activities of an ambas-
sador. O. Rodionov tried to persuade me that I violated a regulation of
movement in the country of stay which supposedly «degraded» status of an
ambassador as such. I realized that having worked, though not too much,
first at the Soviet and then at the Russian Embassy he judging by rather
insolent behaviour had been raised with a communist perspective of how
a diplomatic representation and its head should work. He strived to adjust
that perspective to new political reality. Thus I had to explain him that
Ukraine was not the USSR or the Russian Federation, but a new diplo-
matic state, and that the former Soviet Empire was a fortress state that
as all its political leaders and heads believed was in the grasp of the en-
emy. Such kind of psychology was inherited by the Russian Federation. In
that respect I stressed that the Canadian Division of Foreign Affairs and
International Trade (DFAIT) fully understood Ukrainian diplomacy and
if the government of Canada did not approve my arbitrary trips, I would
be informed about that right away. «So dear Minister Counsellor», I told
him, «do not be afraid of a note of dismissing me from services.

I realized very soon that Rodionov’s «concern» about maintaining
high status of an ambassador would turn into my complete isolation from
Ukrainian nationalist community. But what I needed more: a Buddha im-
age that sits over the embassy building deeply wrapped in thoughts about
space, earth and eternal laws of human civilizations interchange or an im-
age of a proactive representative of newly established state?

Ukrainian Canadians united into civic organization were mostly repre-
sented by the Ukrainian Canadian Congress (UCC), management of which
pleased the decision of the President of Ukraine L. Kravchuk on appoint-
ing Lukianenko to the post of an Ambassador to this country. Moreover
for many years they have struggled for his release from a long-term impris-
onment. And now in the course of our negotiations they expressed willing-
ness to engage our Embassy in maintaining this organization: to purchase
an administration building, provide diplomats with accommodation, cars
and all the necessary in the first years of its functioning.

This led to two circumstances: the first was a relative dependence on
Ukrainian MFA budgeting, the second were attempts of the UCC man-
agement to give orders to the Ambassador. I immediately rejected such
attempts of the UCC on the pretext that money of this organization be-
longed to Canadians Ukrainians and stressed that for them they were a
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kind of way to help Ukraine. As for our Ministry of Foreign Affairs, there
arose some arguments. When I asked to assign Nataliia Changuli for the
position of a Secretary for Culture and Information, the MFA sent me
Borys Biliashivskyi, when I asked to assign my driver, the MFA imposed
on me its own candidate. I did not want to put up with that.

There is a common rule: not a single person should work at an embas-
sy if an ambassador does not trust him or her. In that case the MFA trust-
ed people whom it assigned to Canada regardless of the Ambassador’s
opinion or, to be more accurate, ignoring it.

It is known that activity of an embassy is regulated by relevant ser-
vice instructions. They were entrusted to me also. Firstly, they were in
Russian, secondly, their subject matter testified to the fact that they were
composed as far back as at the peak of ideological struggle between the
Communist Empire and democratic countries. In other words, these in-
structions were a relic of the past and required reconsideration.

I suggested that the Ministry create a small group of experts
of Ukrainian language in association with the Diplomat for Human
Resources and prepare new instructions that would comply with the sta-
tus of independent Ukrainian State. Financing this group was intended
to be undertaken by the Embassy. However the management of the MFA
did not support my suggestion.

According to the received regulations, a residential space of an
Ambassador was restricted to 64 aq. m., of a Minister Counsellor — to
less, of others diplomats — to far less. The management of the MFA re-
stricted staff of the Embassy to such extent that it did not even include
a position of a receptionist.

Under conditions when Ukraine paid employees of the Embassy in
Canada only a salary whereas other expenses were covered by Ukrainian
community itself, putting diplomats of the first ever Ukrainian Embassy
in poor housing conditions would have been an utmost humiliation of our
state, so I was forced to deviate from the obsolete rules in order to save
an authority of the Embassy.

The UCC management postponed purchasing a building for the
Embassy referring each time to various lame arguments. O. Rodionov
supported the management. In a high-rise building on the twentieth
floor he found a three-room apartment and asserted that it was a «com-
mon practice» as if such place could suffice needs of all diplomats and
the Ambassador in particular «for a long time». A state flag in his opin-
ion could be protruded from the window. Rodionov and Kucher ar-
ranged there their offices while a separate room was allocated for the
Ambassador. A rent was paid for money raised by Ukrainian community
for the purposes of the Embassy. I was anything but comfortable with the
situation so I insisted on purchasing a separate, though not very large,
building where all diplomats could work, visitors received and business
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meeting held. It was important to declare to diplomatic corps in Ottawa
the establishment of the new state with its flag placed at a high point
next to the building.

The group of Erast Gutsuliak and Yuliia Voychyshyn supported me and
helped me a lot in finding a decent building. Meanwhile among Ukrainian
community there was escalating a conflict. It was unsatisfied with the
management of the UCC. This conflict was initiated by Erast who bought
a house in the center of Ottawa at his own expense and leased it for one
dollar a year. Under the guidance of Yuliia Voychyshyn there was created
a maintenance crew that repaired the building and adjusted it to the needs
of diplomatic and consular service. Upon the agreement of the MFA of
Ukraine there was set an opening date for our Embassy in Canada. Under
the pressure of the community, the UCC management speeded up the pro-
cess of purchasing a building aimed to be a residence of the Ambassador
of Ukraine. It was situated in the central part of the city next to the res-
idence of the Ambassador of Mexico. The second Ukrainian blue-yellow
state flag was hung at the flagstaff in front of the Ambassador’s residence
where he conducted a major part of his diplomatic mission.

The Embassy staff was enlarged with Oleksandr Shandruk, First
Secretary for Economic Issues, and Borys Biliashivskyi, First Secretary
for Culture and Information, whom I mentioned above. I was already ac-
quainted with O. Shandruk before, while O. Biliashivskyi was for me un-
familiar. T received a call from the Ukrainian Republican Party in Kyiv
and was told that Biliashivskyi was fond of boozing. Back then I did not
give much consideration to that matter.

Ukrainian community was looking forward to opening of the
Embassy. The open day was scheduled for mid-September. The building
was perfectly restored and ready for a full-time job of the whole diplomat-
ic staff. There were invited a priest to bless the building and Ukrainian
community. All diplomats attended an examination ceremony. Mykola
Makarevych, First Deputy Minister, and Borys Korniyenko, Head of the
Bilateral Relations and Regional Cooperation Division, arrived there from
the MFA from Kyiv. Rodionov and Kucher began spreading information
about a telephone call that supposedly warned of arson of the building.
Rodionov shared that controversial information right when the public was
in high spirits. As Rodionov noticed that he did not manage to disturb
anyone, he said that informed relevant services of Canada which would
reinforce security. When an examination ended, Rodionov and Kucher as-
sured me that they checked everything, shut all doors and windows. They
got into a car and hit the road. I had a short conversation with Shandruk
and then asked him and driver Igor Mazur to check all doors and win-
dows. As it turned out, the door to which an escape staircase led, was
open and a window on the upper floor seemed to be shut, but it leaned on
some stake and was easy to open from outside. Having everything locked
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we left the building. But as soon as we driven off around the corner, we
saw two cars which approached the Embassy building and then stopped.
We also stopped and Shandruk walking across a volleyball court came up
to one side of the building. He saw Kucher and Rodionov. They went up
an escape staircase, held a door-handle and approached a window. After
they found the door and the window closed and that it was impossible
to get through, returned to their cars and moved away. It was Saturday.
On Monday T inquired Canadian police representatives whether they had
received any telephone call about possible arson of the Embassy building
and whether security was actually reinforced that day. The answer was
clear: there was no such call and security of the Ukrainian site was run-
ning as usual. This meant that Rodionov lied about some call and some
kind of premeditated arson of the building of the Embassy.

I regularly held meetings with diplomats, but unfortunately could not
entirely control financial activity of Yevgen Kucher. Once I felt his insid-
iousness, my distrust in him grew. T also felt that he and Rodionov kept
in touch with Kyiv behind my back. A little bit later I intercepted their
letter to the MFA of Ukraine that included slanderous information on me
and activity of the Embassy. It was the last straw so I demanded to dis-
miss them immediately from their posts at the Embassy. A verification
team that came from Kyiv found terrible blunders in functioning of the
Consular Division that fell within Kucher’s competence. For a certain mo-
ment it seemed as if Minister Zlenko was about to dismiss me, rather than
Rodionov and Kucher. However T was not afraid of that because T was
certain that fulfilled my duties well — since my arrival in Ottawa I was
working for the good of the Ukrainian State. I made a statement to the
Minister that I discontinued cooperation with Rodionov and Kucher and
stopped call them to participate at the working meetings. The Minister
eventually dismissed them, but instead of going back to Kyiv, they re-
quested Canadian government for an asylum. They were despicable desert-
ers, not diplomats and defenders of the Ukrainian State!

Instead of Kucher the MFA of Ukraine appointed as a Consul
Yaroslav Asman, later instead of Rodionov — Andriy Veselovskyi as a
Minister Counsellor. These two diplomats had hands-on experience of
working at the headquarters of the Ministry of Foreign Affairs, so after
their arrival working at the Embassy was much easier.

I cannot but mention the activity of the First Secretary for Culture
and Information Borys Biliashivskyi.

When we came to an idea to organize an art exhibition of Chernigiv
painter Moguchov, T assigned Biliashivskyi to help Bilous who was tak-
ing charge of the preparations in Ukraine. Canadian tour of the painter
began in Montreal. The first exhibition was to take place in the building
of a local university. At that time a group of local entrepreneurs of that
city was going to come to Ukraine.

To conduct a wide range of actions in Montreal, before opening an
exhibition we also held a series of meetings with representatives of differ-
ent companies who sent their employees on business trips to Ukraine and
arranged a large-scale economic conference.

Before the exhibition opened, there was held a press-conference for
Montreal mass media.

A huge crowd of pictorial art fans gathered at the entrance hall in front
of the exhibition hall. In the side wing over a coffee table the bright elec-
tric light went on. A few video cameras were pointed at us. Biliashivskyi
who was responsible for organizing and holding the exhibition had an op-
portunity to get familiar with Moguchov paintings, so after I would finish
my speech at the press conference I wanted him to give a general descrip-
tion of it as a whole. I did not even mind if the second to take the floor
after a principal of the university would be not me, but the First Secretary
for Culture and Information. That would have highlighted his high diplo-
matic status and strong qualification. However he disappeared somewhere.
I assumed he was tackling some final touches of the preparation. In spite
of his absence, it was time to get a press conference started.

I began an opening speech with a statement that thanks to Ukraine be-
coming independent state and Canada having our Embassy there emerged
an opportunity for our people to learn cultural heritage of both countries.
I emphasized that Ukraine was a great country and its nation created var-
ious kinds of art even being under colonial conditions. In one way or an-
other they possessed soul of our people... The press conference ended and
Biliashivskyi did not appear nonetheless, so I asked Shandruk to find him.

Principal welcomed an artist and thanked organizers of the exhibition
and the Embassy for assistance and stressed that till then Quebec resi-
dents were able to learn Ukrainian art only from Ukrainians who lived
in that province, but from that time on they had a possibility to get ac-
quainted with it from every corner of the country.

Shadruk came up and said:

— Your Excellency, our conference on economy begins in 15 minutes
and Biliashivskyi is absent. We need to go to the conference.

— Is a hall ready for the conference? I asked.

— Yes, it is.

— Did you try to find Biliashivskyi in a hotel? He might be in his
apartment.

— I did. The door was closed.

— Ask a hotel manager to open Biliashivskyi’s apartment. You go
with Mazur.

They went there and were long missing. Probably, they couldn’t find
a hotel manager. I walked out of an art gallery
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There were left 5 minutes to the beginning of the conference. I was
worried sick while my fellows were away. All of a sudden appeared
Shandruk who was out of breath and said:

— We found a hotel manager, he opened the door. Biliashivskyi was
lying drunk on the floor in his underwear. A hotel manager was grum-
bling from disgust. What shall we do?

— I will go at the conference on my own. What a shame! I wonder
who else have seen him except for a hotel manager.

— I do not know. Shandruk answered.

Put Biliashivskyi into my car boot and tell Mazur to drive him to
Ottawa to Anna.

You go to the conference.

I wanted no longer stand talks about drunken Ukrainian diplomat.
I wrote an official letter to the Minister A. Zlenko requesting an urgent
removal of Biliashivskyi from his post at the Embassy. Even being dis-
missed, he was long strolling along the streets of Ottawa trying to find
a way to stay in Canada. However no one wanted to help him as he had
already discredited himself long before in Montreal. Ultimately he and
his wife returned to Kyiv.

So were the «surprises» brought by the three (Rodionov, Kucher,
Biliashivskyi). Although T have overcome it, I still cannot put up with a
«favour» done by the management of the Ministry of Foreign Affairs of
Ukraine to me as the first Ambassador of independent Ukraine to Canada
when it provided specialists of such kind. Despite all these unfortunate
situations, my newly selected team kept on doing its work.

Ukrainian community gave credence to me and set forward sugges-
tions on economic and other matters which should have speeded up eco-
nomic recovery of Ukraine. For example, nearly a half of experts en-
gaged in oil business in Calgary (Alberta province) were Ukrainians.
They knew geology of Carpathian Mountains as well as the specialists
who worked in Ukraine. In Canada there was developed a technology of
horizontal soil drilling. Although being 2-3 times more expensive, it in-
creased oil extraction by over 5 times. There was suggested mutual col-
laboration on rather beneficial for Ukraine terms. The Embassy trans-
ferred to the MFA and one more relevant recipient in Kyiv several pack-
ages of technical documents including my references. Unfortunately, we
received no response.

That is beyond my comprehension how they could miss such a benefi-
cial for Ukraine offer.

I want to set one more example

Once I was invited to a meeting of Canadian experts on land plan-
ning. There were discussed issues of arrangement land for agriculture pur-
poses called «Torrens land registration systems. Its purpose was to pro-
vide clear information about state of all Ukrainian lands and enable every
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resident of our country to inquire via computer network about chemical-
biological characteristics of a plot of land located in any region and learn
whether it is suitable for sowing or planting. Canadian Ukrainians —
members of that group of experts — spent over 1 million dollars for pro-
viding for our specialists training and an internship so that they could
apply Canadian best practices in Ukraine. In order to fulfill this purpose,
in Ivano-Frankivsk Oblast there was allocated Galytskyi region, where
for one year worked a commission which later broke up because such ac-
tivity was unbeneficial for the heads of collective farms.

Canadian Ukrainians, who spent more than million dollars to demon-
strate every Ukrainian resident advantages of full information disclosure of
the state of lands and were about to pay 90 million dollars — which at that
time was a real pot of money — for arranging lands for agriculture purposes
of the whole Ukraine, were expecting their help to be necessary. Land re-
form in that context did not presuppose to transform land into a good. What
it did were fair and open relations between people, which could have revital-
ized social atmosphere, enhanced work productivity and enriched the whole
Ukraine. Apparently, for the heads of collective farms — agricultural «feu-
dal lords» of that time — that was unnecessary. The government supported
them and rejected the land reform suggested for our country by Canadians.

In Canada I also celebrated the first anniversary of Ukraine’s in-
dependence.

It was a holiday for which the whole Ukraine, the whole Ukrainian na-
tion of the world including Canada prepared. Everyone was glad that visa
in their passports was put by Ukrainian Consul in Ukrainian language and
as they paid for it they enriched not Moscow, but Ukrainian state treasury.

We agreed to celebrate first anniversary of the independence of
Ukraine in two cities: on 21 August in Montreal, on 24 August in
Ottawa. In Montreal we had Ukrainian ship moored. It was the only
Ukrainian area in the city so I decided to use it as a space for holding a
celebration. In Montreal resided large Ukrainian community, which was
why we prepared 300 invitation letters. There was delivered not so much
food and beverages, because Rodionov (he still worked at the Embassy
then) considered that not many guests from foreign diplomatic corps
would come to Montreal from Ottawa.

A youth organization from Montreal assisted us in organizing the cel-
ebration. Its members invited a musical ensemble and arranged honorary
guard at the entrance. Taras Gukalo, whom I mentioned previously, asked
craftsmen to make a huge iron trident that could be attached to a thick
tube of a steamship instead of Soviet hammer and sickle. Women made
little yellow-blue flags for handing to every guest.

There were invited bishops of Greek-Catholic and Orthodox Churches.
On behalf of Ukrainian Autocephalous Orthodox Church came Petro Boyko
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who consecrated a ship, yellow-blue flag and trident. At the end he granted
ship’s crew the Icon of St. Nicholas the Wonderworker and the Bible.

Till 21 August and the day of the celebration Rodionov imposed an
opinion that Gukalo and Kulba (a head of Montreal UCC) would let us
down. He made up reasons why the fair in his opinion would not take
place. Tt irritated me as to my mind nothing could disrupt the celebra-
tion because the preparation was made with great energy and enthusiasm.

We agreed that he would check embarking on a ship and not let anyone
pass without an invitation. As I drove over and headed to a ship, on both
sides in straight lines stood an honorary guard in uniform, an orchestra be-
gan its performance. On a deck a captain accompanied by chief officer and
the subordinates met me. He straightened and reported, «Your Excellency
Ambassador of Ukraine to Canada, I congratulate you on the first anniver-
sary of the independence of Ukraine! Ship crew finished preparation for a
celebration and is ready to welcome diplomatic corps and guests!»

«Dear captain, I congratulate you and a steamship crew on the great-
est Ukrainian holiday — the Independence Day!» I replied.

Captain walked us across a steamship. Spiritual parents were already
on a deck. It was high time to consecrate a ship. Captain ordered people
to move to a foredeck — the flattest ground on a ship. Girls and women
dressed in fabulous national clothes stood on one side, while men in sailor
uniform were on the other. Beside a foredeck there was placed an icon. A
bit farther there was secured a yellow-blue flag. It was hanging over the
water. As the number of people standing on a beach was increasing, the
captain asked guests to go over to a deck on the second floor.

Captain, Father Kutash, Father Petro Boyko and I were standing in
the middle. Captain asked me whether consecration may be started. I re-
plied affirmatively and ordered aloud, «Ship crew and everyone who is
on a deck and on a beach, for a consecration of the ship and state sym-
bols — attention!»

An orchestra began playing lively «The glory and the freedom of
Ukraine have not yet died...» After the consecration I made a short wel-
come speech. Fathers Kutash and Boyko made eloquent speeches as well.
Orchestra began playing festal music. Ambassadors of foreign countries
with their wives were arriving. Hall accommodating 200 people started
getting overcrowded while guests kept coming. Captain opened another
hall that held also 200 people. It was almost full, but the flow of guests
did not stop. It looked like Rodionov did not control an entrance and let
everyone pass through. The festival seemed to be at the edge of collapse.
Waiters could hardly set out and decorate the tables. I ordered Rodionov
to stop letting all enter the deck immediately. He was silent. Captain
then opened a third hall. As I found out that instead of 200 people a ship
hosted 600 I breathed a sigh of relief and gratitude. In two hours pleased
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guests were taking their leave. Captain asked me who was my Minister
Counsellor who said that there would be about 200 people.

— Dear captain, did he know that you had not one, but two halls
for 200 people?

— 1 guess no. No one told him about that.

— Now think of what if you had only 200 seats indeed?

— I imagine.

— The whole celebration could have been disrupted. So you saved the
holiday. Thank you!

— I drink to your health, dear captain! Let the Lord be on your side!

This was another story of my diplomatic mission on the post of the
first Ambassador of Ukraine to Canada.

For the evening of the same day there was scheduled a meeting among
small number of people (about 40), involving management of the Montreal
Union of Entrepreneurs and influential businessmen. The meeting was ar-
ranged by Taras Didus, Vice-President of the greatest bank of Quebec.
He described participants as «very powerful leaders, on whom depended
business not only in Quebec, but also in Canada at large». «These people
hold great sums of money and have big influence. They want to know the
terms of investment for their capital in Ukraine. They want to hear that
from you, the Ambassador — the most competent official personality who
represents Ukraine here», he said.

I split my speech into tree parts: natural and industrial potential of
Ukraine, legislation on small and big privatization and the law on foreign
policy activity; challenges which foreign investors might face in Ukraine,
and my recommendations on how it is better to overcome them. After the
speech T answered numerous questions. Didus was glad that these people
did not regret about participating in this meeting.

I and my wife returned to Ottawa late at night. Several times she
tried to start a conversation about the celebration, but I refused to talk.
I still heard Didus words: «Tell me, how I and other Ukrainians from
Canada may help you? How?..»

Later they sent their business delegation to Ukraine and came back
disappointed. I do not know whether any of them later maintained con-
tacts or cooperated with Ukraine.

During 1992—-1993 years there were many important internal changes
and interesting meaningful events that happened at the Embassy. I wrote
about them in my book «In the land of the maple leaf», second expand-
ed edition of which was published by the Gart publishing house in 2002.

Canadian capital Ottawa is a centre of state and political life of
the country, whereas Toronto is a centre of economic and business life.
The Embassy was long making efforts to establish in Toronto Ukrainian
Consulate. The Ministry of Foreign Affairs of Ukraine tackled that issue.
Vasyl Durdynets, Deputy Head of the Verkhovna Rada of Ukraine, came
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to an opening of the Consulate. For the position of a Consul the Ministry
assigned Olekdandr Sobotovych. However his tenure did not last long as
he escaped like Rodionov and Kucher to Canada.

There is no Ukrainian nationalist who would betray Ukraine.
Unfortunately, at that time government of Ukraine gave credit to former
Komsomol members and party leaders. But they appeared to be treacher-
ous to it.

Minister Steve or as we call him — Stepan Poprotskyi

Vira Buford (Pavlyshyn) — rather pretty secretary of a Parliament
member Poprotskyi — arranged me a meeting with one of the most reput-
ed Canadian lawmakers, who held post of a Deputy for about 30 years.
He met me as an old friend, although we had seen each other only twice.
When he asked me to tell about Ukraine, I was eager to do that having
stressed certain aspects. I told that in order to establish market production,
it was necessary to conceive the trigger, mechanics and laws according
to which market-driven economy functioned. But for that purpose it was
needed time. I said that his contribution would be increasingly valuable.

— Mr. Levko, the thing is that Canada is not a self-sustained state.
We are very dependant on the USA. As long as the Group of Seven de-
mands nuclear disarmament from Ukraine, government of Canada simply
has no possibility to help Ukraine. Certainly, the armament will be dis-
carded. There is no other way. Furthermore, it is beyond your capacity to
keep it. However when this hindrance is eliminated, Canada won’t be able
to provide help anyway. As you may already know, Canada has a great
debt. It owes 400 billion American dollars to international and American
banks, as well as to many investors.

He went on, «Canada is a victim of parliamentary democracy. Every
member of the Parliament votes for the increase of social benefits for popu-
list reasons, which provokes an increase of counterproductive expenditures
and a decrease of country output. Although this destructive policy has to
be stopped, no one wants to talk about it in public because of the risk of
being not selected for the next elections. On the other hand, practically ev-
ery member of the Parliament already has or intends to have his own busi-
ness which would guarantee him a well-to-do life. Fundamentally, all peo-
ple are selfish. There are no such idealists in our Parliament as you have.
There are a lot of those who entered your Parliament with belief to turn
their philosophical or rather political ideal into reality. On the contrary,
those who enter Canadian Parliament have a dream to build political ca-
reer for their personal authority, wealth and fame. It is pursuit for money
that may appear to be an impetus to go to Ukraine with capital. Can you
guarantee that they would make profit, not loss?»

«No, I can’t», I answered.

— According to what you have said, Ukraine is not ready to receive
technological aid. T am aware of the fact that it is quite difficult to reg-
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ister a joint venture in Ukraine. There are no responsible people who
would be in charge of making decisions. Everyone holds different kinds
of meetings, committees. At the same time, everyone wants to receive a
bribe. Canadian entrepreneurs are very discreet. They do not hurry any-
where. This is the reason why sometimes they may miss some benefits,
but they rarely suffer defeat though. T will advise Canadian entrepreneurs
to cooperate with you. It would be nice to prepare a reference book on
Ukraine in English.

To this remark I said that I would try to make such reference book
with my lawyers in Toronto (in 1993 the Embassy prepared the first
shortened edition of a reference book, later a broader version was pub-
lished — author’s note).

Poprotskyi went on:

— As for the benefits which Ukraine would gain from cooperation
with Canada, you should realize that international relations are governed
by national self-interest, rather than philanthropy. You will not change
people. They are those who they are. Accept set rules of the game and
you will win. With its favorable climate and enormous natural resources
Ukraine will became blessed land if you create this land only for your-
self, not for the whole world under condition you protect it borders and
prevent turning it into a public thoroughfare. Isolate your heaven. Even
if the whole world would blame you for creating heaven only for your-
self. Ignore these lame reproaches. Ask the world what it did for Ukraine,
when it was moaning for three centuries under the oppression.

Poprotskyi started getting on his feet from a soft armchair and
I stood up to help him. We took a warm leave and Mrs. Vira walked me
to the door.

I keep in memory that sincere conversation till now. And today after
many years I have come to a conclusion that my rather reputable compan-
ion seems to predict the state in which Ukraine would soon find itself
in the recent years. Our country needs more such sensible and forward-
looking politicians!

In these short memoirs I shared with readers of «Diplomatic Ukraine»
just some episodes from my short-term diplomatic mission in Canada.
I did it for one reason: to exemplify conditions under which I had to con-
duct such honorary and responsible mission. I am proud of having the
chance to be the first.

VIENNA IN THE EARLY NINETIES. RECOLLECTIONS

of a new Ukrainian State in the context of foreign diplomacy in

the capital of the Republic of Austria — Vienna was my article in
the Politics and Time magazine as of September 1996 called «First steps:
Viennese dimension». As the time passed the leading managerial positions
at the Central Office of the MFA and ambassadorial work on the West,
particularly in the FRG, later on the East — in China, the Philippines,
the PRC and Mongolia were left behind. Today, after a quarter century,
our first steps in Vienna are perceived differently: something has already
lost its acuity and attraction, other seems now more meaningful and sig-
nificant. So I will describe how the presence of Ukrainian diplomacy in
one of the leading centers of European international politics in the late
eighties-early nineties of the last century is determined.

The most memorable day of that time was 8 December 1991 when a
national yellow-blue Ukrainian flag was solemnly hoisted at a flagstaff
of the USSR representative office building. Among those present at
that ceremony were ambassadors, permanent representatives to the

International Organizations in Bulgaria — D.Popov, Rumania —
K.Heorhiesku, the USSR — R.Timerbaiev, Hungary — V.Chrveni,
Czechoslovakia — I.Rikha, employees of secretariats of these organiza-

tions in accordance with the quota of Ukraine, Austrians of Ukrainian
origin, Ukrainians from Bratislava. On an unusual for Vienna frosty day
Oleksandr Osthaim-Dzerovych, a metropolitan of the St. Barbara Greek
Catholic Church in Vienna consecrated the national flag, a church choir
under the direction of Andrii Hnatyshyna performed a national hymn.
As it turned out later, Vienna became a second Ukrainian representation
abroad after the Permanent Mission to the United Nations in New-York,
where a flag of the Ukrainian State was officially and solemnly hoisted.

A distinguishing feature about diplomatic work in the capital of the
Austrian Republic was the fact that the Ambassador Extraordinary and

Plenipotentiary of Ukraine had at once not one or two, but five posi-
tions: a Permanent Representative to the International Organizations in
Vienna, a head of delegations at negotiations on security and coopera-
tion issues of CSCE bodies, at the Special Consultative Group on ex-
ecution of the Treaty on Conventional Armed Forces in Europe, at the
Consultative Commission of the Treaty on Open Skies and the position
of the Ambassador to the Republic of Austria. That was how it was since
the leading European countries had for each of these areas of internation-
al activity not only different ambassadors, but also different delegations.

Over 6 years, from September 1988 till December 1994 the author was
a Permanent Representative of Ukraine to the International Organizations
in Vienna. These were such important for our country organizations as
the TAEA (International Atomic Energy Agency), the UNIDO (United
Nations Industrial Development Organization), the United Nations Office,
where attention was given to social issues (prevention of crime and drug
business). In 1994 Ukraine became a member of the International Institute
for Applied Systems Analysis (ITASA). A fundamental role in our coun-
try entering this internationally recognized center for scientific research
of global problems has played academician V.Mykhalevych, the Head of
Ukrainian National Committee of the ITIASA.
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In first years after the Chornobyl accident the most important task for
Ukrainian diplomacy at the TAEA was the highest possible engaging of
this acknowledged international organization, in establishment of which
in the late fifties Ukraine in fact was actively involved, in effective proj-
ects on reducing the consequences of such far-reaching man-induced disas-
ter and reinforcing nuclear security. There were founded scientific centers
for the studies of radiation influence on human and nature, held numer-
ous conferences, seminars, prepared reports with profound conclusions.
For example, it was not until 1994 that a wide-ranging IAEA missions
at the Chornobyl NPP, Zaporizhia NPP and South Ukraine NPP were
carried out. According to the results of their capacity assessment, there
were arranged some seminars on security issues. In the framework of the
Program for Technical Cooperation of the Agency for 1995-1996 years
there was approved a list of 7 projects estimated at a total sum
of about 2 million dollars, which were conducted by Ukrainian special-
ists. The considerable majority of these projects touched upon the conse-
quences of the Chornobyl NPP accident as for example «The post-accident
technical monitoring of Chornobyls», «The reduction of radioactive species
in food products and environment». When I look through the texts of my
speeches delivered at the TAEA events, I notice that not all of my criti-
cal remarks towards the Agency employees were justified. At that time,
relying on scientific researches, but serving corporate interests of nuclear
companies they seemed to deliberately understate the menace of the ac-
cident consequences. Yet whether wanted it or not, we were influenced
mostly by presentations and publications in Ukraine of those who using
their intimidating papers worked their way up to big politics, union or
republic’s Parliament. Fortunately, despite all the damage to genetic pool
of the nation, economy and ecology, the consequences of the accident,
thankfully, turned out to be not as dark as we were told.

A notable positive role in the implementation of many projects on
Chornobyl in the framework of the TAEA as well as the measures on in-
creasing the level of nuclear security of other Ukrainian nuclear power
plants has played Hans Blix, a Swede, Director-General of the Agency.
Being often in Chornobyl and talking both to Ukrainian manage-
ment and environmental activists, he strived to find win-win solutions.
Unfortunately, at the twilight of political career, he was caught in the
middle of a very controversial project under which UN experts and, sad-
ly, those from Ukraine in particular, were searching under his leader-
ship for weapon of human mass destruction in Iraq. Although they did
not find any traces of weapon that could pose threat to humanity, their
activity became a propagandist cover for the beginning of the Operation
Desert Storm. This «storm» ruined not only a regime of Saddam Hussein,
but also dozens of thousands of servicemen and even more civilians
of Iraq and other states, turned this country into an instability zone for
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many decades. It should be recalled where have gone the invaluable ar-
chaeological exhibits from the National Museum in Baghdad, which have
to belong to mankind as an evidence of existence of one of the earth most
ancient civilizations — Mesopotamian.

Another topical issue to which an attention of Ukrainian diplomacy
in the context of the TAEA activity was directed was an acceding of our
state to the Treaty on the Non-Proliferation of Nuclear Weapons as its
non-nuclear member country. Whereas there were no difficulties with the
preparation of the Agency Safeguards Agreement on nuclear material at
research centers which were under the jurisdiction and control of Ukraine
(on 28 September 1994 the Agency Agreement on Safeguards was endorsed
by M.Steinberg, the Head of the Ukrainian State Committee on Nuclear
and Radiation Safety and H.Blix, the Director-General of the TAEA), the
matter of a world’s third in terms of capacity military-nuclear weapons on
a territory of our country was more complicated, if not dramatic. At the
meetings of the Counsel of the TAEA management there were a lot of dis-
cussions concerning the adopted by the Verkhovna Rada of Ukraine in
1993 decisions on the attitude towards the Treaty on the Non-Proliferation
of Nuclear Weapons, ratification of the Strategic Arms Reduction Treaty
and the Lisbon Protocol. But while delegations of super powers appealed
to Kyiv to seek for mutually acceptable solutions as for the withdrawal
of nuclear weapon from Ukraine, a Russian representative of the Agency
management spoke in habitual for him manner of brutal and great-power
flag-waving about «disturbing the system of foreign relations by Ukraines,
«groundlessness and invalidity> of decisions of Ukrainian Parliament.
Certainly, such insinuations of Russian state official were not left unan-
swered. When presenting a speech at the 830t meeting of the Counsel of
the IAEA management on 3 December 1993, a Permanent Representative
of Ukraine to the International Organizations in Vienna among other
things stated, «Although declaring itself a possessor of nuclear weapons,
Ukraine was not seeking to take operational control of them; it did not
have the means to do so and had no intention of acquiring such means...
The focus should rather be on the legitimacy of its demands regarding com-
pensation for the strategic and tactical weapons components which might
be dismantled beyond its borders. The property involved was worth billions
of dollars and had been created to a large extent by Ukrainian engineers
and workers, but a State party to the Vienna Convention on Succession of
States wanted to appropriate it in contravention of the Convention, as it
had already done in a number of other areass.

Negotiations on that issue were intricate and lasted a year. Regretfully,
our partners did not take into consideration our requests at all pos-
sible negotiation areas. Therefore as the Head of Ukrainian delegation
gave a speech at the plenary meeting of the CSCE Forum for Security
Cooperation on 17 November 1993 in Vienna, he pointed out, «We be-
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lieve that due to Ukraine’s abandonment of nuclear weapons state sta-
tus, its security assurances must be specified either in a series of bilateral
documents concluded with nuclear states, which will be legally binding,
or in Ukraine’s bilateral agreement with these states». In early December
in Budapest at the meeting of the CSCE Participating States there was
signed a famous Memorandum on Security Assurances due to Ukraine’s
acceding to the Treaty on the Non-Proliferation of Nuclear Weapons. As a
head of the delegation of our country at the CSCE meeting in Vienna I was
an official member of the delegation of the President of Ukraine and had a
chance to witness a sense of euphoria of those who succeeded in virtually
annihilating an aspiration of Ukrainian representatives to have a legally
binding document. Unfortunately, our misgivings about an optional status
of the Memorandum became tragic reality. All provisions of this document
(concerning not only respect for the independence, sovereignty and pres-
ent borders of the Ukrainian State, but also economic pressure aimed at
taking personal adventure of Ukraine’s using its rights that are intrinsic
to its sovereignty) haven’t stood the test of time. By annexing Crimea and
bringing troops into Donbas Russia violated its obligation not only under
this Memorandum, but also under thousands of other multilateral and bi-
lateral agreements starting with the Charter of the UN.

Ukraine had its own «niche» among programs of the United Nations
Industrial Development Organization (UNIDO) designed for providing
aid to developing countries. In Zaporizhia on the basis of the Titanium
Research Institute there were held international qualification courses
of that organization for steelworkers, while in Kyiv at the Paton
Academic Institute there were organized nearly 40 seminars-workshops
on electric welding. Hundreds of representatives from African, Asian
and Latin American countries have for many years not only acquired the
most advanced knowledge in these areas, but also got familiar with life of
Ukrainian people, become their friends. Sadly, economic crisis in Ukraine
and financial problems of the UNIDO became an obstacle for these inter-
esting projects of international cooperation to continue.

I delegated my authority of a representative of Ukraine under the
UNIDO to Domingo Siason, its Director-General, former Minister
of Foreign Affairs of the Republic of the Philippines. The interesting
fact is that after I obtained later an appointment to be an Ambassador
of Ukraine to this country which I combined with my current position,
the Ambassador of the Philippines in Tokyo D. Siason extensively assist-
ed me in establishing relations with state institutions in Manila, offered
valuable advice. Lately when I was in Tokyo on the occasion of receiving
the Order of the Rising Sun and the Order of the Silver Star, to my re-
gret, I found out that this prominent diplomat who helped Ukraine both
in Vienna and Tokyo had gone to a better place.

In 1993 the structure of the UN Office at Vienna experienced fundamen-
tal changes. As part of reorganizing process of the UN Secretariat the secre-
tariats of all groups of the Center for Social Development and Humanitarian
Affairs were transferred from Vienna to New-York. At the same time the
Division for International Cooperation in Outer Space was transferred from
the UN Headquarters in New-York to Vienna. Before that the Permanent
Mission of Ukraine to the International Organizations in Vienna provided
substantial assistance in making our country a participant in regular ses-
sions of such key UN bodies as the Commission for Social Development, the
Commission on the Status of Women, the Commission on Crime Prevention
and Criminal Justice, the Commission Narcotic Drugs, the Committee
on the Elimination of Discrimination against Women. In 1993 in Vienna
there were held the World Conference on Human Rights where Ukrainian
delegation was led by the Minister of Foreign Affairs A.Zlenko. Besides,
Ukrainian representatives were welcomed at sessions of the UN Commission
on International Trade Law (UNCITRAL) and its bodies, which first took
place in the Vienna International Centre, later — at regular sessions of the
UN Committee on the Peaceful Uses of Outer Space and its scientific-techni-
cal and legal subcommittees. The first steps on the path to integration of the
independent Ukrainian State into European political space, its engagement in
complex negotiations in Vienna on security and cooperation issues in Europe,
limitation of conventional armed forces and weapons, the Conference on
Open Skies related to Czechoslovakian diplomacy. In September-December
of 1991 an Ambassador of that country to Austria M.Vachoreva and a rep-
resentative of Czechoslovakia at negotiations on limitation of conventional
weapons have played a key role in positive change of that process. On their
initiative at the Embassy of Czechoslovakia to the Austrian Republic there
was arranged a first meeting of the Permanent Representative of Ukraine to
the International Organizations in Vienna with ambassadors of the leading
countries participating in negotiations on reduction of conventional weapons,
highly qualified diplomats who devoted many years to the issues of strength-
ening measures of confidence-building and security in Europe: G.Joetze
and R.Hartman from German, P.Leaver from Great Britain, M.Perrin
de Brichambaut from France, J.Nowak from Poland, B.Venerdal from the
Netherlands, and D.Horrast, a Deputy Representative from Hungary. While
before that under the auspices of the Ambassador M.Polreich there were
held fundamental talks with L.Hansen, a Representative of the USA to ne-
gotiations on reduction of conventional weapons and the Joint Consultative
Group. All of them were interested in our perspective on the military reform
in Ukraine, plans for reduction of powerful assault troops that remained
since the times of the USSR in the territory of our country, date of an ac-
cession to the Treaty on Reduction of Conventional Weapons in 1990. They
agreed in opinion that numerical force of national army declared by Ukraine
on the principle of «reasonable sufficiency» of 400-450 thousand people
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was superfluous. Representatives of such neighbor countries as Poland and
Hungary were concerned about whether the Republican Guard of Ukraine
amounting to 90-100 thousand people would be subjected to reduction and
exchange of the relevant information. At the meetings of such kind (they
lasted till January of 1992, when Ukraine became a member of the CSCE)
there was created necessary atmosphere of trust in Ukrainian diplomacy,
taken measures for establishing national stand on the most challenging is-
sues regarding reduction of conventional weapons in the European continent
and the activity of the CSCE in general.

In 1992-1994 political aspects of the Helsinki Process were discussed
by 52 states at the meetings of the CSCE Permanent Committee (since
1994 — the OSCE), the Committee of Senior Officials, the Consultative
Committee of the Conflict Prevention Centre. After the Helsinki meet-
ing of the CSCE at the highest level took place in 1992, there was estab-
lished the Forum for Security Cooperation (FSC), the Special Committee
of the FSC where apart from developing traditional confidence-building
measures in military sphere, a great focus was given on building a con-
cept of collective security in the continent and the issues of early preven-
tion of conflicts, developing a system of crisis management and the CSCE
operations on maintaining peace. Under conditions of rapid increase of
the volume and complexity of military and political tasks in European
space — it concerns Yugoslavia with sanctions in Danube, Transnistria,
Abkhazia and South Ossetia, Nagorno-Karabakh — an active stand
of Ukrainian diplomacy strived to correspond to the influence and author-
ity of our state. Ukrainian representatives usually gave priority to the is-
sues of protecting national interests and counteraction of any attempts to
aggravate the process of raising the independent state. At the very first
meeting of the CSCE body on 5 February 1992, in which our country took
part, the Head of Ukrainian delegation at negotiations in Vienna declared
that «peace-making functions of relevant bodies and institutions of the
CSCE have today special meaning. Because of contentious calls (particu-
larly in Ukraine) that in aggressive way appeal to reconsideration of the
present-day state borders, we strongly take a stand in favour of building
in the framework of the CSCE mechanisms that using among other means
compulsory measures would be capable of putting an end to such alarming
incitements to arbitrary reconsideration of territorial issues».

Looking back at almost a quarter century ago, we may recall that
such calls unfortunately were arising from Moscow. On 21 May 1992 the
Supreme Soviet of the Russian Federation adopted the Decree «On legal
evaluation of resolutions of the highest governmental authorities of the
RSFSR regarding change of Crimea status which were upheld in 1954.»
When presenting a speech at the meeting of the Consultative Committee
of the Conflict Prevention Centre, the Head of Ukrainian delegation at ne-
gotiations in Vienna stated, «It is bitter and sad to acknowledge that the
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first crisis happened at the time of our contemporary history flared up with
Russia — our neighbor and partner... The Supreme Soviet of the Russian
Federation virtually questions our territorial integrity creating thus an at-
mosphere of discredit and suspicion which may negatively affect relations
between our nations and states». Taking into account that international
community very listlessly reacted to Russia’s violation of seven out of ten
principles of the Helsinki Final Act which received a name of «Ten com-
mandments of peace» or «The Charter of peaceful life of Europe», the
representative of Ukraine stressed in his speech, «We want to direct spe-
cial attention of member states of the CSCE to the unacceptability of the
silence policy in terms of evident cases of Russia’s encroachment on the
territory of Ukraine. The policy of silence and nonintervention here is in
fact a policy of projecting on Ukraine a pattern of what had happened in
Yugoslavia. A timely and efficient reaction of international community may
yet deter those who provoke and stir up an international enmity in Crimea,
those who using the example of Karabagh, Transnistria and South Ossetia
aim to force Ukraine to refuse from its independences.

A state that Crimea happened to be in and Russia’s meddling in
the affairs of our country in this context were often a matter of discus-
sion at the CSCE bodies. In particular, in June of 1994 on the agenda
of the regular session of the Committee of Senior Officials was an issue
of «Political situation in Crimea (Ukraine)». Among other matters was
the outcome of a visit to our country and Crimea in particular of Max
van der Stoel, the CSCE High Commissioner on National Minorities and
a recommendation on assigning in Ukraine the CSCE mission in order
to provide help in managing problems which emerged due to actions of
Crimea government which were incompatible with the Constitution.

Unfortunately, the government of the Ukrainian State during the re-
cent years has not only neglected experience of escalation of Crimea is-
sue in the early nineties of the last century, but also has not developed
a clear conception of struggling for national interests protection on the
peninsula, counteraction of aggressive intentions of Moscow. The results
of such policy are well-known.

Hegemonial attempts of Moscow to impose its will on other nations,
to be a major peacemaker in the post-Soviet space and virtually rule there
concerned not only Ukraine. Any such-like statements of Russian govern-
ment and senior officials were subjected to severe analysis and criticism
by the CSCE bodies. Therefore, on 28 February 1993 at the congress of
the Civic Union the President Boris Yeltsin stated that allegedly «it was
about time for reputable international organizations and specifically the
UN to confer on Russia powers of a guarantor of peace and stability» in
the territory of the former USSR. Later on this hegemonial argument was
amplified on statements of the Minister of Foreign Affairs of the Russian
Federation in the document called «The Memorandum of the MFA of
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the Russian Federation on the CSCE efficiency improvements. Giving
a speech at the plenary meeting of the CSCE Permanent Committee on
10 February 1993, the Head of Ukrainian delegation at negotiations in
Vienna among other things mentioned, «Regarding the CIS as an interna-
tional mechanism of multilateral consultations and negotiations, Ukraine
does not tolerate aspiration of any state to substitute peacemaking ac-
tivities in the framework of the CIS for unilateral efforts. Ukraine takes
a stand for operations on peacekeeping in the territory of the former
USSR to be conducted by already existing organizations which have rel-
evant authorities. Today such international institutions are the UN and
the CSCE. We consider that unilateral efforts of particular countries in
the area of conducting operations on peacekeeping will turn ultimately
into the policy of regional dominance and occupying a special place in
interstate relations due to its military strategic and economic potentials.

Then Russian diplomacy made an attempt to impose on partners who
participated in negotiations in Vienna a conception of the possible in-
volvement of one side of the conflict in the CSCE peacemaking forces
on managing conflict which was shortly called as the «Third party con-
ception». When addressing a speech at the session of the Committee of
Senior Officials on the issue of «The CSCE further development of ca-
pabilities in conflict prevention and crisis managements on 18 November
1994, the Ambassador of Ukraine inter alia specified, «To be honest, we
are not just concerned, but afraid of one of the CSCE member states
being able to trigger a conflict, become one side of a conflict and then
rule the CSCE peacemaking forces on managing this conflict». Thanks
to consolidated efforts of a number of delegations with Turkey and
Azerbaijan among them, it was succeeded at that time to stop further
growth of this hegemonial idea, whereas in the text of a memorandum
prepared for consideration at the Budapest CSCE Review Conference it
was clearly stipulated that «Participating States are not supposed to lead
by any means to the creation of «special responsibility» zones or to giv-
ing to any State the authority of «main peacekeeper» in CSCE region».

Weird as it may sound, but nowadays there are still adherents
of an approach under which an aggressor might be a peacemaker at
the same time. Perhaps, because of the desire to be in good graces of
Putin, Ban Ki-moon, the UN Secretary-General, when presenting at the
St. Petersburg International Economic Forum held on 16 June 2016 said
that Russia as a permanent member of the Security Council «plays a
crucial role» in resolving <«urgent global issues from ceasing conflicts in
Ukraine and Syria to protecting human rights and controlling non-pro-
liferation of weapons of mass destruction». Although these words seem to
be quite right, one gets the impression that the UN Secretary-General has
never heard of annexation of Crimea by Russia and «Russian peacemak-
ers» who with their missiles have shot down a foreign plane over Donbas.
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It was also managed to put an end to another fable of Moscow peace-
makers telling as if the principal menace to peace and safety of people
was constituted by aggressive nationalism. As we worked relying on con-
sensus, to all the CSCE approved documents where this «finding» was
specified we added a line of «great-power flag-wavings that was rather
inconvenient for representatives of the Russian Federation. Referring to
an announcement of the MFA of Ukraine, the head of the delegation of
our country at negotiations in Vienna in his speech at the plenary meet-
ing of the CSCE Permanent Committee held on 3 February 1994 high-
lighted, «Despite statements about a principal new menace for interna-
tional peace and safety which Russia consider to be an aggressive nation-
alism, it is Russia that, want it or not, generates an aggravation of this
issue and thus induces citizens of other states of Russian origin to dem-
onstrate national intolerance. Ukraine cannot accept practice of including
to foreign policy doctrines such incompatible with international legal pro-
visions and principles conceptions like protection of «Russian-speaking
populations, fellow countrymens» and ultimately «Russians», when under
a slogan of protecting rights, freedoms and interests of citizens of their
own state there actually revives an ideology of great-power flag-waving».

It is worth mentioning that during these years Ukrainian delega-
tion at the CSCE bodies has permanently supported peacemaking at-
tempts of the organization in managing the induced by Russia conflicts
in Transnistria, Abkhazia, South Ossetia and Nagorno-Karabakh.

Hence as we assess the activity of Ukrainian diplomacy at the CSCE
bodies for political issues at the beginning of the nineties of the last
century, among other things it is possible to notice how the postulates
of «hybrid wars» have been developed and applied, an ideological basis
of Crimea annexation and aggression in Donbas has been prepared.

The Treaty on Conventional Armed Forces in Europe as of 1990 was
a major foundation of military component of safety in the European con-
tinent, which enabled to substantially reduce attacking approach of for-
mer opponent countries and provided effective control over the levels of
conventional weapons from the Atlantic Ocean to the Ural Mountains.
The key instrument for fulfilling its provisions was an exchange of infor-
mation and carrying out inspections of the objects under control. Having
violated the terms of the Istanbul Convention on withdrawal of forces
and weapons from Moldova and Georgia, in 2007 Russia suspended its
participation in the treaty and on 11 March 2015 withdrew from it at
all, which became a logical move under conditions of using conventional
heavy weapons in Eastern Ukraine. Definitely, the treaty is not valid in
the area where warfare is taking place, when hundreds of Russian com-
bat tanks and artillery systems are engaged in armed aggression against
the Ukrainian State. There is no way that Ukraine can fulfill provisions
of this treaty under such conditions today.
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From the moment of engaging in the activity of the Joint Consultative
Group (JCG) on execution of the Treaty on Conventional Armed Forces
in Europe in the early 1992 till the late 1994 Ukrainian delegation at
this body set a goal of enforcement of the treaty, so that its provisions
(agreed without involvement of Ukraine back at the time of the USSR)
would not cause insurmountable problems on the way of formation of a
new Ukrainian army. As a party to this international legal document and
in accordance with so-called flank limitations, our state undertook a com-
mitment to reduce a vast number of combat tanks and armored combat
vehicles allocated in the territory of a part of the former Odessa Military
District (excluding Moldova). By handling specific figures the delegation
of Ukraine many times proved that fulfilling these obligations, which were
formulated at the time of acute confrontation of NATO and the Treaty
of Warsaw, results in huge economic difficulties for our country and ter-
minates its military reform since military defense in the quarter part
of the territory of Ukraine in that case would be provided only by 17% of
all exciting state-owned combat tanks, 7% — armored combat vehicles and
22% — artillery systems. Furthermore, the existing military towns on the
South of our country should have been abandoned, while in former military
districts of Subcarpathia and Kyiv there could have been new ones. In our
opinion, the way out of this difficult situation lays in abolishment of flank
positions with keeping for Ukraine the common levels of reduction of com-
bat tanks, armored combat vehicles, artillery systems, combat planes and
helicopters. It is pity that this issue remained unresolved then. When ad-
dressing a speech at the plenary session of the Special Consultative Group
on 22 November 1994, the Head of Ukrainian delegation stated, «We spent
more than a year on clarifying, demonstrating, describing and explaining
how it was difficult for us to form national armed forces under conditions
of flank imbalance and disproportion, and which additional financial ex-
penses might appear for discontinuing subtle fabricated stories of the com-
posers of the Treaty on Reduction of Conventional Weapons in Europe.
Our colleges in response said we had to wait a year more in order to come
to a solution to this case».

Another issue that was constantly in the spotlight of Ukrainian delega-
tion at the JCG was an economic dimension of military equipment limita-
tion. In response to a suggestion of Ukrainian industrial enterprises the dele-
gation managed to improve procedure of combat tanks destruction by spiting
them into three parts which would have made them impossible to recover.
As there were destructed more than two thousand items of this type of mili-
tary equipment in Ukraine, then the economic effect of this suggestion was
obviously dramatic. At the same time our partners did not react adequately
to another Ukrainian suggestion — to create a fund on providing support
for those states which incurred the biggest expenses when destructing con-
ventional weapons under conditions of severe economic crisis.
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An important aspect of states activity under the Treaty on Reduction
of Conventional Weapons in Europe was inspections of both specified sites
and districts, and certifications and reductions. At the time from 17 July
1992 till 22 November 1994 Ukraine hosted in its territory 205 interna-
tional inspections. The issues of organizing such events and their outcome
were often discussed at the meetings of the JCG. Being a participant in the
Consultative Commission of the Treaty on Open Skies Ukrainian delega-
tion was actively involved in the discussion of an outcome of joint flights
over the territories of Participating States of the Treaty as critical confi-
dence-building measures in international relations, it assisted in resolving
technical issues of execution this international legal document. In should
be noted that military operations on the East of Ukraine did not prevent
our country from fulfilling provisions of the Treaty on Open Skies by op-
erating observation flights. For example, in late June of 2015 a joint mis-
sion of Sweden, Germany and Ukraine performed on Swedish plane an ob-
servation flight over the territory of the Russian Federation.

When the delegation stayed in Vienna from 1988 onwards, long before
an independence of Ukraine was proclaimed, with the help of Ukrainian
diaspora and metropolitan O.Osthaim-Dzerovych it was succeeded in
the first place to establish useful contacts with the management of the
MFA of the Austrian Republic, particularly with the Minister of Foreign
Affairs A.Mok and the Secretary-General of the MFA E.Suharipa. On 26
September 1991 in the course of a session of the UN General Assembly in
New-York the ministers of foreign affairs of Ukraine and Austria A.Zlenko
and A.Mok signed a communiquii on the establishment of consular rela-
tions. A short time afterwards the Permanent Representative of Ukraine
to the International Organizations in Vienna was appointed as a Special
Representative of the government of Ukraine to the Austrian government.

The most memorable event was the presentation of credentials of the
Ambassador of Ukraine to the President of the Austrian Republic Kurt
Waldheim which took place on 10 June 1992 in Vienna. This prominent
politician of global scale frequently participated in charitable actions for
the victims of disaster at the Chornobyl NPP. By the way, being at that
time already resigned, on 28 November 1994 he paid a visit to a reception
held on the occasion of the opening an Embassy of Ukraine in Vienna.

As a matter of fact, the work on bilateral diplomatic relations in
Austria had to be started from scratch. Primarily, it was necessary to
select qualified staff, provide for it working places in appropriate build-
ings, establish and develop contacts and ties with Austrian officials,
build a contractual legal framework of bilateral relations. The only em-
ployee of the Embassy of Ukraine to the Austrian Republic who among
other things issued for Austrian citizens visas for entry into our country
was for a long time a head of this establishment. Gradually, the team of
the diplomatic representation was being formed and by the end of 1994

at the Embassy worked as much as 12 people together with military atta-
ché and employees of the Trade and Economic Mission. It should be noted
that working at that time in Vienna as an Advisor on Political Issues was
a soon-to-be Ambassador of Ukraine to the Austrian Republic, later —
the Minister of Foreign Affairs V.Ogryzko, as a Consul — Y.Yarmilko,
the current Director of the Department of Personnel Management
of the MFA, as a Second Secretary of the Permanent Mission to the
International Organizations — Y.Polurez, the present Ambassador of the
United Arab Emirates.

At first, employees of the Embassy and the Permanent Mission were
located in two tiny offices of the former Soviet representation to the
International Organizations on the outskirts of Vienna. Later with the
support of the head of Viennese firm «Eichhorn» B.Tiurkfeld who allotted
the Embassy a small non-interest loan there was established a Consular
Division of the Embassy situated in three rooms on the second floor of a
residential building on Elisabethstrasse — a street in the city centre, —
and no sooner than in 1994 under the auspices of lawmakers acquainted
with the Federal Chancellor F.Vranitskyi there was purchased in presti-
gious district of Vienna a building with a total area of 1300 square me-
ters and a huge surrounding plot of land. It was the place where political,
economic and cultural activity of our state in Austria has been developed.
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It was indeed a time of the first steps in our relations with the Austrian
Republic: first signed agreements, particularly on cooperation with the
Ministry of Internal Affairs in the struggle against illegal distribution of
drugs and organized crime; first visits of Ukrainian senior officials — the
Prime Minister V. Fokin, the Minister of Foreign Affairs A. Zlenko, the
Minister of Internal Affairs A Vasylyshyn; first trips of the Ambassador to
federal states, familiarization primarily with their economic potential, es-
tablishing mutually beneficial relations with Ukrainian partners.

Retrieving historical memory about Ukrainians who lived, worked or
found in Austria their eternal refuge was a sort of challenge for diplo-
mats too. While a curious reader could find in Soviet sources some infor-
mation about active involvement of Ukrainian Cossacks headed by colo-
nel S. Palii in taking defence of Vienna in 1683; studying of I.Franko
at the University of Vienna; staying of an X-rays inventor I.Puliui in
Austria, there was no way to learn in material published in Ukraine any-
thing about Talerhof and Gmund camps, where at the time of the First
World War and right after its end stayed a dozen thousands of the dis-
placed from Galicia and Bukovina; graves such as the one in Innsbruck —
of M. Kovalevskyi, a member of the Central Council, Minister of Food and
Agriculture in 1917-1919, the one in Shpytal city — of O. Andriievskyi,
a professor, member of the Directorate; thousands of inmates of fascist
Mauthausen and Ebensee concentration camps — members of Ukrainian
national opposition movement. There were studied records, particularly in
the activity of Ukrainian group in the Austrian Parliament and publish-
ing work of Ukrainian organizations in Austria. While travelling across
the county these historical places were visited and there was provided as-
sistance in adjusting commemorative plaques of places where prominent
Ukrainians used to stay.

Alongside with the World League of Ukrainian Political Prisoners
there was made plenty of efforts for convincing Austrian government and
the Ministry of Internal Affairs particularly in the necessity of mount-
ing a memorial sign commemorating the OUN members who died in
Mauthausen and Ebensee concentration camps.

A time span of ten years of Soviet occupational troops staying in
Austria made representatives of conscious Ukrainian nation leave this
county as soon as possible or go to the most remote Siberian camps as
it happened with Markiian Dzerovych, a doctor, father of metropolitan
Oleksandr Osthaim-Dzerovych. In the nineties of the last century the cen-
ter Ukrainian spiritual life in Vienna was the St. Barbara Greek Catholic
Church built in 1775. At that time the Bukovyna Union functioned.
In order to consolidate the activity of all organizations of Ukrainian dias-
pora in Vienna and promote their work there was established in January
1994 the Austrian-Ukrainian Community headed by V.Klima, the Federal
Minister of Public Economy and Transport, future Federal Chancellor
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of the Austrian Republic. It was then when the KyiViden magazine started
to be published. However the most notable and to some extent unique among
representatives of Ukrainian community was an activity of the Society
of Ukrainian Philatelists in Austria (SUFA). Every year the Austrian nation-
al post in association with the SUFA used to publish celebratory envelops,
postage stamps and issued special stamps not only with Ukrainian symbol-
ic images, but also texts in German and Ukrainian, for example those com-
memorating the establishment of diplomatic relations between Ukraine and
the Austrian Republic. There were regularly held events for stamp collectors,
published the Visti SUFA magazine in Ukrainian and German languages.
In February 1992 on the occasion of 25™ anniversary of this organization
the President of Ukraine Leonid Kravchuk in his speech of welcome to
the SUFA mentioned, «I am convinced that the activity of your Society
is currently encouraging and will continue to encourage the assertion of a
new Ukrainian State on the global stage, and distribution of reliable in-
formation about it. On behalf of Ukrainians I would like to express my
whole-hearted gratitude». It is pity that now, after almost a half-century
of functioning, this unique society discontinued its activity subsequently to
the death of B. Yaminskyi who, speaking in modern language, was in fact
for many years its principal manager.

Thus the first years of independence became for all Ukrainian diplo-
mats who worked then in Vienna a time of hopes for the better and posi-
tive expectations. It was believed that it would not take long until «lands
and lakes with life will teem...» as a genius of Ukrainian nation wrote.
The fate though has beaten us entirely different path — a path of frustra-
tion and grief resulting from betrayal of national interests, loss of a part
of state territory, casualties represented by thousands of Ukraine’s great-
est sons and daughters, lasting quarrels between arbiters of fate, cata-
strophic income inequality, poverty and moral degradation of people. The
only thing left today is to believe that in a next quarter century Ukraine
will become democratic and civilized European country.

ON THE OCCASION OF THE ESTABLISHMENT
OF DIPLOMATIC RELATIONS BETWEEN UKRAINE AND JAPAN

Abstract. The article touches upon the issue of an upcoming celebration
by Ukraine and Japan an anniversary — 25 years from the establishment
of diplomatic relations between the two countries. The author introduced
readers to the times of about 20 years ago, when to Ukraine came Japanese
experts in various areas, businesspeople and scientists interested in how the
situation in our country after its gaining the independence was developing,
giving consideration to both domestic policy of Ukraine and its potential
for future cooperation. A contractual legal framework of bilateral relations
has been expanded and a range of crucial bilateral acts and agreements
has been signed. Heads of the countries, representatives of Ukrainian min-
istries and agencies, ministers of foreign affairs of Japan would pay offi-
cial visits to our state. At that time Japan began playing an active part in
providing financial, technical and humanitarian aid for Ukraine. Cultural
cooperation between the two capitals started actively developing. From the
date of the establishment of regular contacts and meetings with Japanese
representatives in all areas onward, the author points out a considerable
interest among people of Japan, particularly the youth, in Ukrainian cul-
ture, art and history. Given all mentioned above, the author stresses that
at the governmental and interparliamentary levels an intense exchange
of visits between Ukraine and Japan continues to take place, while the re-
lations between both states keep strengthening. As a conclusion to a brief
history of bilateral diplomatic relations and contacts between Ukraine and
Japan over the last 25 years, the author expresses his sincere gratitude
to the employees who have got their foot in the door of the development
of bilateral cooperation in the late 20 century.

WE DID NOT HAVE QUEST FOR OUR DESTINY,
THE LATTER CHOSE US ITSELF

was the first foreign state where I had the honour to represent Ukraine

in the capacity of the Ambassador from November 2001 to July 2006.

At the same time, those years turned out to be the final stage in my
diplomatic service.

Since 1973, the year when I was invited to join the staff of the
Foreign Ministry of Soviet Ukraine, it took me 28 years to reach such a
high diplomatic post.

During that long-term period I had more than enough opportuni-
ties to test my abilities at various diplomatic positions at the MFA. Also
during the Soviet period I had the privilege to enjoy several chances to
gain very valuable international experience as a participant of some of
the United Nations General Assembly sessions and important internation-
al conferences. My professional confidence strengthened at the United
Nations Secretariat in its Department of Public Information, and espe-
cially at the position of the First Secretary in the Soviet Embassy in
Canada to which I was recommended by the Ukrainian SSR Ministry of
Foreign Affairs.

In independent Ukraine I was entrusted to occupy new very challeng-
ing positions at the Ministry, namely as Chief of the USA and Canada
Division, then as Deputy Director of Bilateral Relations Department, and
later as Director of the Department for Europe and the Americas. Then
followed new more responsible assignments abroad as Deputy Permanent
Representative of Ukraine to the United Nations and, finally, as Consul-
General of Ukraine in New-York City.

After a short working term at the MFA in charge of one of territorial
departments, I was proposed in July of 2001 to occupy the vacant posi-
tion of the Ambassador in the Federal Republic of Brazil.

On August 2 of that year the President of Ukraine Leonid Kuchma
signed the respective Decree. Next year, on August 6, he signed another
Decree by which I was also appointed as Ambassador to Bolivia, Ecuador
and Venezuela as my additional diplomatic responsibilities.
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Thus, I had the privilege to present my Credentials to the Presidents
of those four countries of South America. However, the development of do-
mestic situations in each of these states allowed me to meet nine Presidents:
two in Brazil, two in Ecuador, four (!) in Bolivia, and only one in Venezuela.

During the years of my diplomatic mission to those countries we man-
aged to ensure the conclusion of 45 bilateral documents in different areas
of cooperation, with 41 of them being signed between Ukraine and Brazil.
Several among that number were initiated by my Embassy.

Even today, ten years that have passed since I completed my diplo-
matic service I remain absolutely confident that I, as Ambassador, and
my team of diplomats have all grounds to be proud of everything we did
then in the national interests of our country.

As the recognition of my personal contribution to the promotion of
partnership relations between Ukraine and Brazil, the President of this
country Luiz Inacio Lula da Silva (I presented my Credentials to his
predecessor Fernando Enrique Cardoso on November 13, 2001), by his
Decree on July 23, 2006 awarded me with the highest national decoration
for foreign citizens — the Order «Cruzeiro do Sul» («Southern Cross»)
of Grand Cross rank. I received it at official ceremony in the Foreign
Ministry on July 28, my last working day as Ambassador. For me it was
the first and the only foreign award and I am proud to be its owner.
On July 29, 2006 my wife and I departed for Ukraine.

For me personally, the position of the Ambassador had become a very
important landmark in my diplomatic life.

Unfortunately, Brazil of 2016 differs from what it was in 2006.
During those ten years the political, economic and social situation in this
country, the largest in South America, has substantially changed. But this
is not my task to analyse those changes or to make any comments. I on-
ly have sincere regrets that our bilateral relations have also underdone a
visible decline in a very positive dynamics. In 2016, I have no reason to
say that there is still a true partnership between Ukraine and Brazil as it
was the real fact several years ago.

Those unforgettable three decades of diplomatic service enriched not
only my professional experience, but also substantially changed the very
sense of my life.

I had the opportunity to visit 43 different foreign countries, to learn
many useful and cognitive information about each of them. That also helped
me in my practical diplomatic work at my positions at home and abroad.

The following statement may sound as self-assured one, but I am very
confident that during those decades I managed to overcome and with-
stand all challenges and tests, and to gain personal results by which
I have all grounds to be satisfied.

I am very grateful to the destiny for giving me many years ago a
chance to try myself also in the realm of diplomacy.

INTENSIVE PERIOD
IN OUR BILATERAL RELATIONS

— Your Excellency, you travel a lot around Ukraine. Could you tell
us, what are the results of regional meetings, and what are your impres-
sions of the development of Ukraine’s regions?

— In my opinion, it is very important to travel around Ukraine. It is
a huge and very diverse country, and I cannot possibly know it, under-
stand it, if T stay glued to my chair in my office in Kyiv. In the two years
that T am here, T have already visited many parts of Ukraine — from East
to West, from North to South. However, I intend to travel even more,
because it is important to know the reality on the ground in different re-
gions. Economic issues are the main focus of my trips around the coun-
try, because after all, our bilateral diplomacy is primarily an economic
diplomacy. For me, visiting different parts of Ukraine is an opportunity
to make myself more acquainted with each region and its economic poten-
tial. It allows me to raise topics of interest to Belgian companies, wheth-
er they are exporting to, importing from or investing in the region, and
draw the attention of authorities to the bilateral business activity taking
place there. My visits to the regions and meetings with local authorities,
regional administrations, mayors and their teams help me to establish con-
tacts and lay the ground for further cooperation. And when new questions
arise or when we notice an interest from the side of Belgian companies,
we know whom to address.

— The year 2017 will mark the 25" anniversary of the establishment
of diplomatic relations between Belgium and Ukraine. What are the
main achievements in bilateral cooperation over the period?

— Indeed, we will have an important jubilee to celebrate in 2017. The
relations between both countries have been gradually developing. There
have been ups and downs during those 25 years, but currently, to my
mind, we are facing again an intensive period in our bilateral relations.

A highlight in our bilateral relations was for example the big trade
mission to Ukraine presided over by Prince Philippe, now King Philippe,
that took place in November 2010. It should be noted that such high-level
trade missions are rather rare — only two tours per year. Therefore, when
a country is selected as a destination of such a mission, it means that in-
deed something important is about to happen there. At that time, Ukraine
was preparing for the UEFA Euro 2012 championship.

In terms of bilateral agreements, we have a more or less complete
«toolbox» as it usually exists between two countries. Of course, in this
regard the relations between Belgium and Ukraine are highly contingent
on the relations between the European Union and Ukraine. Thus, the
EU-Ukraine Association Agreement and the Free Trade Agreement are of
utmost importance now and constitute the essential framework in which
also our bilateral relations will develop.

There is also a fruitful cooperation in the cultural sector. From the very
beginning, since my arrival in Ukraine, I was positively surprised when
I found out how active the cultural exchanges between Belgium and Ukraine
are. This is not necessarily the merit of some official policy, but what we see
happen is that artists and cultural actors from both countries spontaneously
interact with each other. Tt is a sign of a vivid mutual interest.

Last year we launched the «A Touch of Belgium» program to put var-
ious aspects of Belgian lifestyle in the limelight. Within the framework
of this program the Embassy supported also several events initiated by
Ukrainians, like concerts, theatre plays and literary events. For example,
the Ukrainian Journal of World Literature «Vsesvit> published a special
issue dedicated exclusively to Belgian literature translated in Ukrainian.
Since March this year the Embassy linked up with the Ukraine Crisis
Media Centre that organizes a tour of the exhibition «Belgian invest-
ment in Ukraine in the late 19 and early 20t century» in seven cities
in the Donbas to recall Ukrainians how Belgian capital and engineer-
ing substantially contributed to the industrial development of the region.
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— What are the results of trade and economic cooperation between
our countries? Are there any investment projects to be implemented in
Ukraine in the coming years?

— In terms of trade, the exchanges between our countries have grad-
ually increased over the years. The last two years, because of obvious
reasons related to the annexation of Crimea, military aggression in the
Donbas and their impact on the financial and economic situation in the
country, trade flows have been reduced. Nevertheless trade relations be-
tween our countries are continuing. Maybe they are not that active now
as they were, but neither are they interrupted. A combination of the ex-
change rate (depreciation of the Hryvnia) and the implementation of the
Free Trade Agreement with the EU has a noticeable effect on Ukrainian
exports to my country, while Belgian exports to Ukraine are picking up
again. There is a constant trade activity going on, and I consider it my
task to encourage this.

Our investing activities are also continuing. One recent concrete ex-
ample is the state-of-the-art production plant of the Belgian company
Puratos that was built in Odesa and officially opened in May 2016.

Many other Belgian companies are also seriously considering or even
concretely preparing investment activities in Ukraine and this for good
reasons. Ukraine is very attractive to foreign investors in terms of its in-
trinsic potential. But for making our companies overcome their hesitations
a number of crucial issues need to be addressed as a matter of priority in
order to create the right business environment in the country.

When talking about the right business environment, I refer to the
need for a predictable regulatory framework and a fair fiscal environ-
ment, to the need for ethical business behaviour, for the rule of law and
for a transparent governance. For example, many Belgian companies have
a keen interest in participating in the modernization of Ukraine’s agricul-
ture sector or in the development of the transport and energy infrastruc-
ture, but they expect a level playing field for domestic and foreign inves-
tors and a clean and transparent governance in the country.

But overall, T am quite optimistic, because I see our companies stay in
the country, willing to expand their business activities here and T also see
newcomers showing genuine interest in Ukraine. It is very encouraging to
know that Ukraine has a place in their business plans. They make busi-
ness trips individually or participate in trade missions to Ukraine. I should
note here that another Belgian trade mission to Ukraine will be held in
September 2016 and visit Cherkassy, Poltava and Kyiv.

In preparation of this upcoming trade mission and in order to sharpen
the appetite of the Belgian business community, a business seminar was
held on 16 June 2016 in Brussels. We invited among other authoritative
speakers the Country Manager for Ukraine at the EBRD to explain how
the EBRD sees the investment climate in Ukraine and what areas of eco-
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nomic activity currently have the most potential for our companies. About
50 participants attended the seminar. Also my counterpart in Brussels,
the Ambassador of Ukraine to Belgium addressed the audience, as well as
representatives of Belgian companies that are already active in Ukraine,
who shared their experiences with the participants.

— As it is known, the Kingdom of Belgium implements many proj-
ects in Ukraine. You mentioned already the current exhibition tour about
«Belgian investment in Ukraine at the turn of the 19* and 20" centu-
riess. But also we recall that in February 2016 an exhibition was devoted
to the participation of the Belgian Armoured Car Corps in World War 1
on the territory of Ukraine, and that a memorial plaque was unveiled at
Saint Michael’s Monastery in Kyiv to honour the Belgian soldier-writer
Marcel Thiry who wrote a novel based on his experience in Kyiv in the
winter 1917-1918. Could you please tell us more about these projects?

— The First World War was a traumatic event for all nations involved
and remains deeply engraved in the collective memory. To commemorate
the 100™ anniversary of this global conflict Belgium’s diplomatic missions
abroad have been encouraged to organize events across the world. As for
the Embassy of Belgium in Ukraine, we have launched a series of commem-
orative activities, including conferences, concerts, exhibitions, lectures, etc.

The chain of commemorative events in Ukraine started in February
2016 with a general exhibition dedicated to the First World War seen
from a Belgian angle and a related exhibition on the Belgian Armoured
Car Corps in Ukraine, which were shown in Kyiv and Ternopil. Why this
twin exhibition? We thought that when organizing commemorative events
in Ukraine, we should focus on a topic that would be of particular inter-
est and relevance to the local public. We suggested to our authorities in
Belgium to complement the exhibition on the First World War with an
additional exhibition devoted to the Belgian Armoured Car Corps, which
was deployed by King Albert I to the Galician front in aid to the Russian
tsar in 1916. This unit was commonly known as the

«ACM»-unit («Auto Canon Mitrailleuses»).

After the Bolshevik revolution the ACM-unit was withdrawn to
Kyiv, were it witnessed Ukraine’s struggle for independence in the win-
ter of 1917-1918. The Belgian soldiers found refuge in the Saint Michaels
Monastery. One of them was the poet and writer Marcel Thiry, who later
became a famous member of the Belgian literary scene. In 1927 he wrote
his novel «Passage to Kyivs that is set against the backdrop of the dra-
matic events of 1917-1918.

In March 2016, we organized the conference «Marcel Thiry, the
Belgian Armoured Car Corps in Ukraine and the perception of the First
World War in Ukraine and Belgium», which was held in the Diplomatic
Academy of Ukraine. On that occasion the Ukrainian translation of
Marcel Thiry’s novel was presented. The story of the Belgian Armoured
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ok Akobe, Exn BrionTpok, Mupocnas Ckopuk
Luc Jacobs, Anne Blontrock, Myroslav Skoryk

Car Corps was also described in the book «King Albert’s Heroes» (2015)
by the historian August Thiry (not related to Marcel Thiry), who gave
a lecture in the National Military History Museum of Ukraine in Kyiv
last April.

Still in March—April 2016, the Belgian soloists Toon Fret and Veronika
lltchenko gave concert tours in Ukraine. They visited Dnipropetrovsk,
Kharkiv, Hlukhiv, Trostianets, Sumy and Kyiv, where they performed
works created in the pre-war years, the «Belle Epoque», as well as pieces
written during and shortly after the war.

On 22 April 2016, within the framework of the 5th Kyiv International
Short Film Festival we presented the animation film «Cafard> by Jan
Bultheel. Its storyline is based on the historical facts of the military cam-
paign of the Belgian ACM unit in Ukraine and their subsequent odys-
sey through Russia, Siberia, Manchuria and the US. After the premiere
screening in Kyiv, I travelled with the film maker Jan Bultheel and ACM-
expert August Thiry to Ternopil to present the film and show the exhi-
bition and inaugurate the renovated monument in honour of the Belgian
ACM soldiers that died at the Galician front. We also visited Zbarazh,
where the headquarters of the ACM»-Corps was based in 1916.

The Ministry of Information Policy took interest in the film and
ACM-exhibition, and it was decided to show the broader Ukrainian pub-

lic this page of shared history. Thus in June 2016, we visited Odesa,
Kherson, Zaporizhiia, Dnipro, Severodonetsk and Kramatorsk.

In this way a whole series of events have been built around this com-
memoration theme. At the same time, they get a broader meaning because
of the fact that we, both Belgians and Ukrainians, are rediscovering our
common past and our shared experiences in the history of the last century.

— Is there anything to be proud of in the science and technology co-
operation between Belgium and Ukraine?

— There is an ongoing cooperation and exchange between our uni-
versities and research institutes. Academicians in their respective domain
form a small world. They know each other because of the research they
conduct, the scientific articles they publish and the conferences they at-
tend. Being quite independent, they create their own network of contacts
and directly cooperate with each other. The Embassy is not necessarily in-
volved, but is of course available to facilitate exchanges where requested.
Overall the general picture of our scientific cooperation is positive, be-
cause it is driven by the academicians themselves and corresponds to their
vision and needs. Furthermore, the fact that Ukraine recently joined the
promising EU programme on research and innovation «Horizon 2020» is
another tool in the further development of the science and technology co-
operation between our academicians and research institutes.
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— Tell us please about the Kingdom of Belgium from the point of
view of tourism. What place would you recommend to visit first?

— Of course, this is a very difficult question, because we have so
much to offer to our visitors. Belgium also has the advantage of its size.
It is a small country, which makes travelling around the country easy and
comfortable. Given its rich historical and cultural past, Belgium mainly
promotes itself as a prime destination for cultural and heritage tourism.
Belgium has a high concentration of historic cities, each with their own
character, unique heritage sites and traditions, many of which are rec-
ognized by UNESCO. Being a densely populated country, Belgium still
managed to create recreational space and preserve as much as possible its
natural sites: the Belgian coast, forests and valleys, caves.

Also, the centenary of the First World War gave rise to a broad and
attractive program for those interested in the history, including various
battlefield tours, museum exhibitions and visitor centres. Many descen-
dants of people, who were involved in this global conflict, come to see
where their grandparents or great-grandparents were stationed and per-
ished or survived at the front, especially now — hundred years after these
dramatic events.

Business tourism is also very much developed in the country, as we
benefit a lot from being the political centre and an important econom-
ic crossroads of Europe, hosting the main European institutions and

BELARUS-UKRAINE. ACHIEVEMENTS AND PROSPECTS
OF BILATERAL COOPERATION

— Your Excellency, on 27 December 2016 we celebrate the 25" anni-
versary of the establishment of diplomatic relations between the Republic
of Belarus and Ukraine. How would you assess the dynamics of contacts
between the representatives of our countries? Which achievements you
could name and are there any prospects in your opinion for strengthen-
ing friendly relations?

Belarus has always been committed to strengthening friendly rela-
tions with Ukraine. We share a common centuries-long history and cul-
ture. Ukraine is one of the most important political, trade and economic
partners for our country.

Diplomatic relations between the Republic of Belarus and Ukraine
have been established on 27 December 1991. This year we celebrate the
25th anniversary of the establishment of diplomatic relations. Over the
last quarter a century our countries have made a great bulk of efforts
aimed at establishing sovereignty and independence of the states and
conducting foreign policy for the benefit of our nation. During this time
Belarus and Ukraine have concluded more than 200 international agree-
ments and other international-legal documents, which unveil wide oppor-
tunities for the development relations in political, economic and other ar-
eas at an interstate level.

The most significant among them is the Agreement on Friendship,
Good-Neighborliness and Cooperation between the Republic of Belarus
and Ukraine signed on 17 July 1995 in Minsk.

A reasonable stand of Belarus and particularly the President of the
Republic of Belarus Alexander Lukashenko as for a range of topical for
Ukraine issues of bilateral and international cooperation, including the
peaceful settlement of a conflict in the east of Ukraine, encourages a con-
structive interstate dialog between the two countries and a positive dy-
namics of bilateral cooperation development in all areas.

Especially T would like to mention that meetings of the heads of for-
eign policy agencies of the two countries are held practically every year.
The Minister of Foreign Affairs of the Republic of Belarus Vladimir
Makei paid an official visit to Ukraine in 2015 and 2016 years. After
two years of lull, the Intergovernmental Ukrainian-Belarusian Joint
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Commission on Trade and Economic Cooperation began its functioning.
In July 2015 a commission’s session took place in Chernigiv, while in
November 2016 in Minsk was held the 24t session.

Throughout the 2016 year Ukraine was visited by delegations of
the ministries of foreign affairs, economy, agriculture and food, indus-
try, representatives of the National Bank of the Republic of Belarus,
the Belneftekhim Concern, the State Customs Committee. To Belarus
came delegations of the Ministry of Regional Development, the Ministry
of Energy and Coal Industry, the Ministry of Economic Development and
Trade, the Ministry of Infrastructure and Communications, the city state
administrations of Kyiv, Lviv and Kryvyi Rih.

I would like to highlight some events in more detail.

In June 2016 there was held in Kyiv a 10" session of the
Intergovernmental Ukrainian-Belarusian Commission on Science and
Technology Cooperation. There were discussed important issues for both
states, namely the necessity to apply scientific and technical capacity to
specific projects of the modern economy.

In July a delegation headed by Elena Kupchina, Deputy Foreign
Minister of Belarus, and Irina Kostevich, Deputy Economy Minister,
paid a visit to Kyiv for participating in a 7 round of informal minis-
terial talks of the Eastern Partnership (EaP). This dialog made it pos-
sible to pursue national interests in the given multilateral format of the
European Union, where Belarus and Ukraine were presented. It also en-
abled to prove that our country is committed to further development and
enhancement of the EaP efficiency and is ready to hold a series of bilat-
eral meetings with Ukrainian partners.

There was established a close contact between the industrial sectors,
arranged sessions of bilateral working groups in various areas of coopera-
tion. In the framework of the organized in October 2015 bilateral High-
Level Group for the issues of mutual trade (HLG), in a real-time mode
and through video conferences there was established an interaction with
governmental institutions, which are in charge of foreign policy.

The HLG is headed by Andrei Yeudachenka, First Deputy Minister
of Foreign Affairs of the Republic of Belarus, on the side of Belarus and
Nataliya Mykolska, Deputy Minister of Economic Development and Trade —
Trade Representative of Ukraine, on the Ukrainian side. There have been
held already 4 sessions of the HLG. In a videoconference mode there is
maintained a constant contact with the experts of different fields.

In relation to the signed in June 2013 Protocol on the exchange of rat-
ification instruments of the Agreement between the Republic of Belarus
and Ukraine on a state border as of 12 May 1997, there was established
a bilateral interaction in the framework of the operating Belarusian-
Ukrainian Joint Commission on the demarcation of the state border.
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In the context of bilateral cooperation, a potential of interregional
contacts is widely used. There are regularly held meetings between the
management of border areas of Belarus and Ukraine with the involvement
of business circles.

Friendly relations between the cities, regions and districts have been
developing. While the agreements on partnership relations are valid in
more than 40 cities of Belarus and Ukraine.

Belarus is a member of the Eurasian Economic Union and the Collective
Security Treaty Organization. However, we do not find this fact contradic-
tive, as we are interested in stable and mutually respectful relations with
the EU and NATO, integration into which is of high priority for Ukraine.

With consideration for the issues of international and regional secu-
rity, we devise the approaches to integrational processes on the Eurasian
continent, promoting consistently since 2011 an initiative described by
the President of the Republic of Belarus Alexander Lukashenko as <an
integration of integrations» — a process of establishing mutually bene-
ficial cooperation and forming contact lines not only between the East
and the West, the Eurasian and European Unions, but also between the
North and the South. In this context, the cooperation between Belarus
and Ukraine is unique.

Belarus cooperates with Ukraine rather closely at an international
level. This refers primarily to cooperation in the framework of the UN re-
garding the issue of Chornobyl disaster.

This year is known to be the 30t year after the most horrific man-
made disasters happened in the world. Hence, a methodical work on the
international stage with the view of applying our experience in mitigat-
ing aftermath of this accident is the most important issue of the foreign
policy of Belarus and Ukraine.

In particular, our country put forward the initiative «Achieving the
goals of stable development in the affected regions through the partnership,
innovations and investmentss», the implementation of which is aimed at giv-
ing rise to a new time of international interaction as for the Chornobyl issue.

Belarus and Ukraine have provided each other support in the format of
the Convention on Environmental Impact Assessment in a Transboundary
Context (Espoo Convention).

Ukraine often acted as a co-author of Belarusian resolutions designed
to prevent human trafficking. The issue itself remains of great signifi-
cance for both states.

The sides assist each other in their engagement in the UN elective
bodies (particularly, in the UN Committee against Torture, Executive
Board of UNESCO). Belarus provided support for Ukraine at the elec-
tions for the nonentity members of the UN Security Council for the pe-
riod of 2016-2017, as well as at the elections for the UN Human Rights
Council for 2018-2020 years.
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There has been formed a tradition of mutual support in the course of
the annual OSCE Parliamentary Assembly projects of resolutions submit-
ted by the Belarusian and Ukrainian delegations.

An important ground for interaction between Minsk and Kyiv is par-
ticipation of Belarus and Ukraine in the EU «Eastern partnership» initia-
tive. It is promising for our countries to promote the Support Programme
of the Eastern Partnership Territorial Cooperation (EaPTC), a project on
demarcation of Belarusian-Ukrainian state border with the funding of the
European Union, implementation of the EU project on prior exchange of
customs information at the border between the two states.

Therefore, in 25 years of cooperation between Belarus and Ukraine
there has been established a firm foundation that will enable our states to
take a rightful place in an architecture of modern world. Our countries
have no unresolved problems, while the current issues have been inevita-
bly considered by our governments.

Belarus has always strived to strengthen good-neighbour relations with
Ukraine. That is because we are neighbours, which makes much of a difference.

We share a common centuries-long history and alike culture. The
Belarusian and Ukrainian languages are very consonant and have a great
many familiar words. All of this prove that a Belarusian will always un-
derstand a Ukrainian and vice versa.

The major achievement of our activity in Ukraine is that over 80% of
Ukrainian people have positive attitude towards Belarus. The Belarusian
side expects further development of multi-faceted cooperation with
Ukraine in a wide range of issues.

— During 25 years of cooperation there have been actively developed
trade and economic relations between the two states. Which are the most
meaningful events that have been held in the economic field within this
period of time?

— Close and multi-faceted relations between our countries in the field
of trade and economy are perfectly interweaved in the canvas of bilat-
eral cooperation and complement a comprehensive partnership between
Belarus and Ukraine.

Over 25 years the exchange of goods between our states has increased
from several hundred million dollars to nearly 8 billion dollars. More than
5 thousand economic entities on the Belarusian and Ukrainian side ensure
bilateral trade, which is undoubtedly beneficial for both countries.

These figures speak for themselves. High rates of trade development be-
tween Belarus and Ukraine are related to the dynamics of the processes of
establishing economies of the two countries after gaining their independence.

Over the time of sovereignty, in Belarus have appeared many high-
technology manufactures, the products of which are in huge demand in
Ukraine. For example, it is almost impossible to imagine public trans-
port of big cities without buses and trolley buses produced by MAZ
or Belkommunmash.
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There has been set a production of the electric transport manufactured
by Belkommunmash that has a self-contained electric traction with atten-
dant infrastructure. Near Minsk there was constructed a modern plant —
member of the «Shtadtler» group of companies — that produces public
railway and electric transport of high European standards.

The tractor plant of Minsk that has celebrated this year its 70* anni-
versary of the establishment produces energy-packed tractors with a capac-
ity of 350 and 400 ph, which are much in demand by the global market.
According to all characteristics, including the technological, Belarusian
tractors are highly competitive with the best western analogues.

There has been carried out an extensive modernization of the wood in-
dustry. Today our woodworking enterprises receive orders from the leading
transnational companies. There have been opened new up-to-date enterpris-
es holding foreign investments. In particular, there have been implemented
modern projects along with the Austrian group of companies «Kronospans.

Belarusian household appliances are very popular in Ukraine as well.
It concerns not only the well-known from the Soviet times «Atlants re-
frigerators. Nowadays we deliver to Ukraine and other countries modern
washing machines and a huge variety of build-in household appliances,
which are as good as world-class equipment.

Despite the difficult geopolitical situation, cooperation in the field
of economy is still in the process of development, to which testify a re-
newed goods exchange between the states. In January-September 2016 it
amounted to 2,8 billion dollars and increased by 10% as compared to the
similar period of the last year.

Assembly plants for producing Belarusian tractors, harvester thresh-
ers, tubing equipment and trolley buses effectively operate in Ukraine.
There are cases, when in Belarus a high-technology production that uses
Ukrainian techniques has been started.

Close contacts of cooperation are maintained among many Belarusian
and Ukrainian enterprises. Notably, in spite of the external environment,
in 2015 the industrial sector of Belarus purchased from Ukraine compo-
nent parts and material for the total amount of 130 million dollars. It in-
cludes rolled products, ferrous metals and their derivatives, bearings, hy-
draulic equipment for machine-building enterprises etc.

Mechanisms of coordinating bilateral cooperation in trade and eco-
nomic areas function also rather efficiently. In the first place, I would like
to note an important role of the Intergovernmental Ukrainian-Belarusian
Joint Commission on Trade and Economic Cooperation.

In the framework of the 24 session of the commission there were
discussed the prospects of cooperation in the field of industry, manufac-
turing, agriculture, construction and architecture, transport, health care,
interregional and cross-border cooperation. A strategy of cooperation for
2017 year was outlined.
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All these examples demonstrate that for the last 25 years our countries
have maintained an intensive interindustry and intergovernmental dialog.

— Do you consider the development of bilateral cooperation at the
regional level in banking sector, logistics, industry and investments suc-
cessful? Would you please name the best examples of such cooperation?

— First of all, I would like to mention that Belarus and Ukraine are
the two neighbour states, which share 1084 km of state border.

Our countries and people traditionally enjoy close ties of friendly re-
lations that cover a vast array of cooperation areas — from economy and
culture to interpersonal and interregional contacts.

Comprehensive interaction is reached due to cooperation between the
capitals of the two countries. A special attention is given to the cross-bor-
der cooperation. There have been developed contacts between many other
cities and regions. All regions of Ukraine and Belarus cooperate along-
side in trade and economic as well as humanitarian and cultural areas.

Besides, in Odesa operates the Consulate General of the Republic of
Belarus, while in Lviv and Kharkiv work Honorary Consuls of Belarus,
making thus a considerable contribution to the development of economic
and cultural cooperation.

The interregional cooperation, active interpersonal and business con-
tacts are facilitated by the development of a direct passenger flight route
between the countries. Today these airlines connect Minsk with Kyiv,
Kharkiv, Odesa and Lviv.

Both Belarus and Ukraine possess a large potential in the sector of
industry. For this reason, cooperation between these countries completely
meets our national interests. A vivid example of this is cooperation in the
field of agriculture.

The assembly manufacturing of tractors produced by the Minsk
Tractor Works (MTW) and threshing machine produced by Gomselmash
is estimated to account for 15% of the demand of Ukraine in agricultural
machinery. In Mykolaiv and Nizhyn the MTW energy-packed technical
equipment with the capacity of 350 hp is used. The experts in that field
know the value of it. Therewith, these enterprises have sufficiently high
rate of industrial localization in Ukraine. For instance, a join production
of tubing equipment by Mogilevliftmash in Vyshhorod that has operated
since 2005 has 40-70% of the total output localized in Ukraine.

A vast number of other well-known Belarusian companies successfully
operate in Ukraine. In particular, in Brovary operates «Alutech» compa-
ny specialized in production of roller shutters. A great bulk of investments
is directed to Ukrainian economy by «Santas and «Conte Spa» company
groups. Moreover, these companies actively develop cooperation ties with
Ukrainian enterprises.

With the involvement of Ukrainian capital in Belarus operate modern
enterprises that produce passenger carriages, welding electrodes, brake
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pads and modernize equipment for helicopters. Notably, in the first half
year of 2016 there were more than 80 million dollars of direct investment
attracted to Belarus from Ukraine.

According to the agreements on intensifying cooperation in the
field of production and applying instrument of the intergovernmental
Agreement on Industrial and Technical Cooperation as of 29 May 2002,
Belarusian and Ukrainian enterprises will soon have more opportunities
for implementation of joint projects.

In the framework of bilateral Intergovernmental Ukrainian-Belarusian
Joint Commission on Trade and Economic Cooperation, there has already
been triggered a mechanism of making relevant coordinated decisions, in-
cluding preparations of the range of products of the enterprises of both
countries that is to be delivered in 2017 under preferential terms.

It is also necessary to mention that to a dynamic growth in production
sector and trade contribute close relations with national and commercial
banks of the two countries.

The regulatory and legal framework of bilateral cooperation that has
been in use for as much as 25 years makes it possible to conduct pay-
ments between economic entities under foreign economic contracts in na-
tional currency.

— In last August the Minister of Foreign Affairs of the Republic of
Belarus Viadimir Makei went to Ukraine on a working visit. Please tell
about the outcome of this visit: which agreements have been reached and
what has been taken as the basis for the future?

— As I have already mentioned, cooperation between Belarus and
Ukraine has quite a dynamic nature, an evident proof of which is holding
of regular meetings with the ministers of foreign affairs of both countries.

On 25-26 August 2016 the Minister of Foreign Affairs of the Republic
of Belarus V. Makei paid a working visit to Ukraine, in the framework
of which there were arranged meetings with the President of Ukraine
Petro Poroshenko, the Deputy Prime Minister of Ukraine — Minister for
Regional Development, Construction and Housing Hennadii Zubko and
the Minister of Foreign Affairs Pavlo Klimkin.

At the meeting with the President of Ukraine there were brought up
issues of enhancing political dialogue, including that at the highest lev-
el, expanding interparliamentary contacts, considered the measures for
intensifying trade and economic interaction, particularly removing bar-
riers in mutual trade. In addition, there was underlined the importance
of enlarging cooperation in humanitarian area, learning the Belarusian
language in Ukraine and the Ukrainian in Belarus. There has been
concluded an agreement on accelerating the process of demarcation of
Belarusian-Ukrainian state border.

Especially T would like to note that the President of Ukraine Petro
Poroshenko highly appreciates the assistance of the Republic of Belarus
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in organizing the negotiation process regarding settlement of the conflict
in the east of Ukraine. Belarus in its turn will keep generating all efforts
for establishing peace in fraternal Ukraine.

At the meeting in the Ministry of Foreign Affairs on the occasion
of the upcoming 25* anniversary of the establishment of diplomatic rela-
tions between the two states, heads of foreign policy departments claimed
that there was reached a high level of interaction between Belarus and
Ukraine and defined the prospects of future cooperation in political, trade
and economic and cultural areas.

At the meeting with H. Zubko in the Cabinet of Ministers of Ukraine
there were discussed a number of mutually important issues in the field of
trade and economy. Belarus finds it necessary to make the most use of the
opportunities of interaction between Belarus and Ukraine as the states that
gravitate towards participation in various unions of European integration.

Undoubtedly, the most significant point of those considered in the course
of the visit of V. Makei was a joint participation with the Head of the Kyiv
City State Administration Vitalii Klychko in a solemn ceremony of the open-
ing of a residential complex of the Embassy of the Republic of Belarus in
Ukraine. Opening of the complex — a residence for diplomatic corps — cre-
ates favourable working conditions for Belarusian diplomats in the friendly
for us country and will contribute to further reinforcement of Belarusian-
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Ukrainian relations. This testifies to the fact that a candid intention of our
country to cooperate with Ukraine will last for the long haul.

— It is known that in Ukraine reside a large number of Belarusians.
Would you kindly tell whether there are any organizational institutions
for citizens of Belarus in Kyiv, Kharkiv, Loiv and others? In what way
does the Embassy support Belarusian diaspora in Ukraine?

— According to latest population census, Belarusian diaspora numbers
275 800 people in Ukraine. Belarusians reside in the areas of Ukrainian-
Belarusian ethnic border-zone: Polissia, regions of Dnipropetrovsk,
Zaporizhzhia, Odessa, Kharkiv and the city of Kyiv.

Certainly, the institutions of Belarusian diaspora function in these ar-
eas. Some of the heads of such institutions act as the members of regional
councils of ethnic minorities, actively participate in strengthening inter-
national unities, representing therewith Belarusian traditions and culture.

Coordinative work of regional organizations of Belarusian diaspora in
Ukraine is conducted by the All-Ukrainian Union of Belarusians that has
operated since 2000 and unites so far 15 organizations. A total number of
the members of regional organizations taking part in the activity of the
All-Ukrainian Union of Belarusians is nearly 2 500 people.

There is consistently carried out cultural and awareness-raising ac-
tivity on preserving and promoting Belarusian culture and language
in Ukraine by the Regional Community Association of Dnipropetrovsk
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Oblast «Belarusians of Prydniprovias, the Odessa National Cultural
Association of Citizens «Belarus», the Chernihiv National and Cultural
Association of Belarusians «Siabrys, the Belarusian Community of Lviv
Oblast, the Mykolaiv National and Cultural Association of Belarusians
«Holas Radzimys, the Zaporizhia Non-Governmental Organization of
Belarusians «Minsks», the Belarusian National and Cultural Association
«Husarka» (Husarka village, Zaporizhia Oblast), the Vinnytsia Regional
Community of Belarusians, the Non-Governmental Organization
of Kharkiv «Belarusian National Centre», the Chernivtsi City Organization
«Cultural and Educational Association of Belarusians» etc.

Holding festivals, conferences, public readings, art, creativity and
gastronomic competitions allows to make sure of how much our nations
have in common, how unique our traditions are and how our cultures com-
plement one another in a well-balanced way. Belarusian associations have
lately drawn attention to the increase of the interest in their activity on
the part of Ukrainians who have no ethnic relations with the Republic of
Belarus, but have the desire to discover its culture and traditions.

I am pleased to note that the majority of organizations of Belarusians
diaspora are highly interested in the current way of life in Belarus, fol-
low the latest news of Belarusian-Ukrainian relations and are willing to
be reliable supporters of strengthening humanitarian, economic and other
areas of cooperation of the two countries.

The state policy of the Republic of Belarus regarding interaction
with Belarusian diaspora is built on the basis of provisions of the Law
of the Republic of Belarus «On Belarusians abroads> and «The Culture
of Belarus» state program for 2016—2020 years.

The Law clearly specifies a legal status of fellow citizens, designates
competencies of governmental bodies as part of support of Belarusian di-
aspora abroad. Provisions of the program are aimed at establishing effec-
tive partner cooperation with Belarusians from abroad and engaging fellow
citizens in fulfilling projects of social, economic and cultural cooperation.

For the second year in a row under the Ministry of Foreign Affairs of
the Republic of Belarus operates the Consultative Council for Belarusians
Abroad, the delegates of which arrive from all over the world to meet once
a year in Minsk and discuss the burning issues. One of the participants is
Halyna Vorozhbyt — representative of Belarusians in Ukraine, chairper-
son of non-governmental organization of Chernihiv «Belarusian National
and Cultural Association «Siabry».

Arranging meetings in the framework of the council activity appeared
to be justified and beneficial, as it enables to consider opinion of fellow
citizens at a governmental level, creates a unique ground for their com-
munication and virtually infuses delegates with positive energy that they
share with their colleagues, friends and relatives in countries of their
stay. Typically, based on the outcome of such meetings Belarusian dias-
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pora representatives hold discussions on major directions of further orga-
nizational work, carry out implementation of new types of cultural and
awareness-raising activity, implement agreements reached with Belarusian
ministries and agencies in the field of interaction with the diaspora. The
embassy in its turn provides within its competence and capacity an ex-
tensive support of Belarusian diaspora. Particularly, it favours organizing
cultural and awareness-raising events both in the territory of Ukraine,
and in Belarus; assists in holding in Ukraine regional and city cultural
festivals; provides presentation materials about the Republic of Belarus,
educational books and belles-lettres, souvenirs, craftwork, national cos-
tumes for performance groups; presents Certificates of Honour to public
leaders and performance groups for their high level of community service.

Furthermore, Belarusian diplomats are fully involved in various cul-
tural and awareness-raising initiatives of our diaspora. The embassy al-
so puts forward proposals of awarding our fellow citizens for their ac-
tive work and personal contribution to the development of Belarusian-
Ukrainian cultural relations.

Belarusian and Ukrainian nations undoubtedly have many common
historical and spiritual ties. Belarusian diaspora in Ukraine, as well as
the Ukrainian in Belarus, is one of the most significant sources of pre-
serving diversity of cultures and traditions in our countries and reinforc-
ing international and interstate unity. It can be stated with certainty that
we are always ready to work together for the benefit of prosperity of our
peoples and states.

In conclusion, I would like to mark that 2016 is a year of anniversary
of bilateral Belarusian-Ukrainian relations and the 25" year of Ukraine’s
independence.

In this respect, I would like to wish fraternal Ukrainian people peace,
welfare and property!

I am convinced that strengthening bilateral cooperation in all areas
will serve for the benefit of the nationals of both countries.

BULGARIAN-UKRAINIAN RELATIONS:
CURRENT STATE

of «meeting> Ukraine and the beginning of my first long-term stay

in the country. Before arriving in Ukraine in the capacity of the
Ambassador Extraordinary and Plenipotentiary in 2012, I have for many
decades acquainted myself with your beautiful country. I have studied
for several years at the Kyiv Artillery Engineering College, later worked
as a military man, air and navy attachii at the Embassy of Bulgaria in
Ukraine. Nine years later, I returned to Ukraine and continued developing
Bulgarian-Ukrainian relations in all directions as an Ambassador, relying
on the already established relations not only with my Ukrainian friends,
but also with new contacts and partners. We are united with GDIP by a
friendship that has been lasting for many years.

Ukraine means much to me from both personal and professional per-
spective. It is associated with a great bulk of my professional achieve-
ments that contributed to the creation of new levels of cooperation be-
tween two neighbour and friendly countries — Bulgaria and Ukraine,
mutual discovering the culture of our people, raising awareness of the
Bulgarian language and culture, promoting educational exchanges, devel-
oping ties between Bulgarian and Ukrainian cities, organizations, peo-
ple, companies and enterprises. During the time, I have been in Ukraine,
alike many other Bulgarian politicians and public figures, I often express
willingness to support sovereignty, independence and territorial integrity
of Ukraine for the sake of its European future.

The Republic of Bulgaria is one of the first counties that recognized
Ukraine’s independence and sovereignty, while the Protocol on the es-
tablishment of diplomatic relations between two countries was conclud-
ed on 13 December 1991. This year we celebrate the 25" anniversary
of the establishment of diplomatic relations. From the very beginning un-
til now, the government of Bulgaria consistently supports independence,
sovereignty and territorial integrity of Ukraine. Bulgaria was one of the
first countries that ratified the Ukraine-European Union Association
Agreement and brought the issue of its prospective membership in the EU.

Consistent and hardline stand as for the events, which have unfolded
in 2014 and still going on, serves for the benefit of our Ukrainian friends
in their struggle for sovereignty and independence, particularly in for-
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eign policy issues. A famous dictum of the President of Bulgaria Rosen
Plevneliev (laureate of the international award in the field of social and
political activity of Ukrainian nationwide program «Person of the Year
2015») — «Crimea is Ukraine, Ukraine is Europe» — was frequently
heard at the high-level forums and meetings in 2015-2016 years.

Due to the efforts of Bulgaria and the Embassy of the Republic of
Bulgaria in Ukraine there have been implemented in two years various
humanitarian projects aimed at providing aid for the victims of the con-
flict in Ukraine and refugees. Bulgaria hosted for treatment Ukrainian
military men, it became a coordinator of the NATO Trust Fund in this
direction. In 2014 Bulgaria offered summer holidays for children of
Ukrainian citizens, who died during the events on Maidan. We also pro-
vide financial and technical support for the development of educational
institutions in Ukraine.

Bulgaria and Ukraine traditionally develop good political relations
based on spiritual, historical, cultural and language affinity of two na-
tions. An important factor of bilateral relations is numerous Bulgarian
ethnic community in Ukraine that numbers 250 000 people and is inher-
ently integrated into Ukrainian society. The diaspora actively participates
in all civil and public spheres.

I am pleased to note that relations between our countries have become
more intense in recent years. There were arranged visits at the highest
level — in 2015 the President of Bulgaria Rosen Plevneliev and Bulgarian
Minister of Foreign Affairs Daniel Mitov visited Ukraine, while the
Minister of Foreign Affairs of Ukraine Pavlo Klimkin paid a visit to
Bulgaria, in 2016 the President of Ukraine Petro Poroshenko visited our
country with an official visit.

It should be mentioned that Bulgaria and Ukraine are mutually in-
terested in fruitful cooperation in all fields and a contractual law based
on bilateral cooperation has been reviewing. There is a regular dialog be-
tween Bulgarian and Ukrainian ministries and agencies, administrative
and business structures at the regional level. We are applying significant
efforts in order to increase the amount of cities in Bulgaria and Ukraine,
among which friendly relations and cooperation would be established —
in 2016 there has been made a range of steps for the creation of fellowship
between Plovdiv and Lviv, Stara Zahora and Bila Tserkva, strengthening
relations between Sofia and Kyiv, Zaporizhia and Burgas, Veliko Tarnovo
and Poltava, Ternopil and Sliven, Shumen and Kherson and others. One
of the leading areas of regional cooperation is an interaction between local
administration of Plovdiv and Lviv, as well as Lviv and Plovdiv regions.

In terms of economy, Ukraine appears to be a reliable partner of
Bulgaria — we cooperate in all spheres. Unfortunately, Bulgarian-
Ukrainian economic cooperation currently does not go as far as politi-
cal, but we are working towards that direction with a positive attitude.
I would like to mention that the enlargement of the volume of bilateral
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trade has been impeded by the Decree No. 449 of the Cabinet of Ministers
of Ukraine that came into force on 14 May 2015 «On the approval of
the list of states, which correspond to the criteria specified by the para-
graph No. 38 of the Tax Code of Ukraine». It lists 65 countries, includ-
ing Bulgaria. Criteria, according to which our country is enlisted, is an
income tax rate in Bulgaria that in our country amounts to less than 13%
(the tax is over 5% lower than the one in Ukraine that is 18%). According
to this Decree, commercial agreements are subjected to substantial moni-
toring. The recent data prove that prevailing Bulgarian export goods in
Ukraine are petroleum oil and medicine. Minor export goods are con-
stituted by surface-active organic substances, monofilaments, iron, eggs,
carbonates and electric batteries. Ukrainian market tends to acquire ma-
chines and equipment for the food industry, electronics, storage equip-
ment, optical equipment, wine, men’s and women’s clothing, ceramic and
enamel coating, plumbing equipment, ceramics etc. Ukraine’s import ba-
sically comprises rolled flat iron, hot-rolled intermediate goods of ferrous
metals, coal, briquettes, wire rods, flat rolled products and others.

I believe that trading capability of Bulgaria and Ukraine has not yet
reached its limits. From 1 January 2016 onwards has become valid an
agreement on deep and extensive free trade zone between Ukraine and
the EU, which is an excellent opportunity to expand and strengthen rela-
tions in the field of trade and investments. Bulgaria intends to share its
experience in harmonization of European legislation and implementation
of projects in the framework of the EU programs that Ukraine could use
in terms of European integration.

Ukraine is a priority market for Bulgarian tourism, and our country is
a popular tourist destination for Ukrainian citizens. Ukrainians rank 10t™ as
regards the number of foreign tourists who have visited Bulgaria in 2015.
The number of Ukrainian tourists has decreased as compared to 2014 by 241
559 people, that is 10.4%. The reasons for this are objective — the rate has
dropped because of the economic crisis and the conflict in eastern Ukraine.
According to the data as of January—April 2016, it is observed a positive
tendency: Ukrainian citizens occupy the 11th place as regards the number of
foreign tourists visiting Bulgaria, and this number has increased over this
period by 2.6% and reached the mark of 28 728 people.

As the EU member, Bulgaria supports Ukraine in its struggle to es-
tablish visa dialogue with the EU and hopes that soon Ukrainian citizens
will have chance to travel to our country without a visa. A tourist flow
from Ukraine to Bulgaria has become more intense after there has been
adopted a decision of the Council of Ministers as of 27 January, 2012, on
application of visa-free regime for holders of the valid common (Schengen)
visa, long-term visa and residence permit, issued by the member states
(which have the right to issue Schengen, as Switzerland and Liechtenstein
prior to the beginning of the crisis in 2014).
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We expect our relations in the field of tourism to develop in an ef-
ficient vein, as Ukrainian citizens are welcomed in Bulgaria and we of-
fer various opportunities for tourism. Bulgarian tourism in recent years
has gone beyond a customary pattern: holidays at the seaside in summer,
skiing in winter. Yet Bulgaria is now becoming more and more haunted
tourist attraction all the year round. Hence, in addition to well-known
sea and ski resorts, many cities, villages and deserted placed, where cul-
tural, ecological, wine, spa and rural tourism may be developed, are al-
so gaining their population. Bulgarian mineral and healing springs have
become increasingly popular, while natural, architectural and historical
monuments, for which our country is famous, are especially noteworthy.

The development of tourism opportunities is fulfilled due to the al-
ready established relations and cooperation between individuals, compa-
nies and institutions. The embassy annually participates in large-scale
tourism exhibition UTT and other similar events, which take place in
Ukraine. Of great importance is also the renewal of transport connections
between the two countries that is achieved through launching flights of
WindRose and Dniproavia companies. We are ready to combine our ef-
forts for introducing other direct land and,/or sea communication lines
between Ukraine and Bulgaria.

We have faced a positive change in the investment area, but there
are some objective conditions for the need of reinforcing cooperation
in this sphere. According to the data of the Bulgarian National Bank,
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attracted investments from Ukraine in 1999-2014 years amount to
15.9 million EUR, that is 0.05% of the total share of investment for this
period. The law says that there is no certified projects with Ukrainian in-
vestors for the attraction of investments. According to Ukrainian statis-
tics, Bulgarian investments in Ukraine amount to 23 million dollars, out
of which 8.6 go to industrial sector, 4.9 — transport and logistics sec-
tor, and 3.9 million dollars — trade. The share of the EU investments in
Ukraine is 75% of the direct foreign investments.

There are over 200 enterprises in Ukraine holding Bulgarian capital,
among which 67 are representatives of Bulgarian companies. In October
2010, the Bulgarian company Kaolin has opened in Ukraine a plant for
enriching and processing quartz sand, and the implemented investment
project is worth 15 million dollars. Prista Oil company plans to invest
in Ukraine 30 million dollars for an ecological project — a modern plant
for processing waste oil that uses new technologies of energy saving. Its
construction has officially begun in October 2013. Today however it is
temporarily suspended because of the crisis in Ukraine.

Projects implemented in Bulgaria with the involvement of Ukrainian
companies include modernization of compressor stations «KARDAM-2»
and <«LOZENETS» (Dobrych district) of Ukrainian-Bulgarian JV
«Evifrusich», implementation of safety systems, dismantling of the old and
delivery of new equipment for the fifth and sixth units of NPP «Kozlodui».

Bulgaria is an attractive partner for Ukraine, as the country always
pursues reasonable fiscal policy, has an extremely simple taxation sys-
tem — fixed rates for everyone, no currency risk because of the currency
board. Among the key advantages that Bulgaria offers foreign investors,
the most favorable are the taxes in the EU — 10% of the corporate tax,
0% in regions with high unemployment level, 10% of tax on personal in-
come, the lowest operating expenditures in Europe.

Bulgaria and Ukraine have traditionally strong relations in the field
of energetics, since Ukraine is the largest transit country of gas. We look
forward to Ukrainian reform process being accelerated in the gas sector.
It concerns also modernization of gas network that is very important for
the energy security of the country and Europe as a whole.

One of the best tools for studying a range of issues of mutual in-
terest in the field of economy and energy is the Bulgarian-Ukrainian
Intergovernmental Commission on Economic Cooperation, which is why
we support the holding of its regular sessions.

In the field of education, culture and science the relations between
Bulgaria and Ukraine are traditionally good and constructive. We highly
appreciate the policy of Ukrainian government for their focus on studying
the Bulgarian language in Ukraine. With the support of Ukrainian gov-
ernment and local authorities the Bulgarian language is taught in Sabbath
schools financed by the Ministry of Education of the Republic of Bulgaria
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under the «Native language and culture» project in regions with small
population of Bulgarians in Odesa, Zaporizhia Oblast and Pryazovskyi
district. We are happy with the opportunities that Bulgarian institutions
can easy use for implementation educational and cultural programs among
Bulgarian diaspora in Ukraine.

Our relations in the sphere of education are regulated by the
Intergovernmental Agreement in the Field of Culture, Education and
Science that requires a new, updated revision, as well as the Protocol of
Cooperation signed between the Bulgarian Academy of Sciences and the
National Academy of Sciences of Ukraine (NASU).

In the education sector we apply the Interdepartmental Agreement
signed between the Ministry of Education of the Republic of Belarus and
the Ministry of Education and Science of Ukraine on 9 December, 1994,
and the Protocol to the Agreement for each academic year. The exchange
of teachers and students between the two countries is also active.

Bulgaria provides opportunities for Ukrainian students to partici-
pate in annual international summer seminars on the Bulgarian lan-
guage, literature and culture, held by the St. Kliment Ohridski University
of Sofia and the St. Cyril and St. Methodius University of Veliko
Tarnovo. There is an active cooperation with the Department of Slavic
Languages and the Centre of the Bulgarian language, literature, history
and culture at the Taras Shevchenko National University of Kyiv, the Kyiv
lyceum No. 293 and other schools for studying the Bulgarian language.
The Embassy of Bulgaria is committed to supporting educational institu-
tions in Ukraine with an eye to studying the Bulgarian language through
providing textbooks and books, attending events and implementing proj-
ects in the framework of the development assistance — last year in the
G.S. Rakovsky gymnasium of Bolgrad there was equipped a computer
classroom for the needs of the school, while this year we undertook re-
sponsibility for carrying out similar projects for other schools in Ukraine.

It is a pleasure to note that studying the Bulgarian language and cul-
ture has been developed fundamentally both at Ukrainian higher educa-
tional institutions, and research centres, established under the auspices of
scientists of both countries. One of the largest achievements in this sphere
was the opening of the Centre of the Bulgarian language, literature, histo-
ry and culture at the Taras Shevchenko National University of Kyiv in May
2013 by the Vice President of the Republic of Bulgaria Margarita Popova.

Other suchlike centres are the Marin Drinov Centre of the Bulgarian
language and culture at the established in 2005 V.N. Karazin Kharkiv
National University, where international conferences on the Bulgarian
language and culture «Drinovski readings are regularly held; the Ivan
Franko Lviv Polytechnic National University, the I. I. Mechnikov Odessa
National University, the Melitopol State Pedagogical University and oth-
ers. Herewith a special emphasis is given to the resumption of coopera-
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tion in scientific field. The exchange of master’s and doctoral students has
been intensified and there is an opportunity for joint participation in the
European projects under the Erasmus program.

Cultural cooperation between Bulgaria and Ukraine is very promising,
since it is predetermined by historical ties between two nations, their cul-
tural and religious proximity. Over the past few years there have been im-
plemented a number of events in the area of theatre, music and visual arts,
cinema etc., particularly due to the Bulgaria’s EU Communication Strategy.

In November 2014 there was opened an exhibition of Bulgarian car-
icaturist on the occasion of the 25% anniversary of political and social
changes in Bulgaria, and in October 2015 took place the «Art images
of Bulgarians from Ukraine» exhibition, where more than 90 exhib-
its were presented: paintings and ceramic sculptures of artists from the
Bulgarian minority in Ukraine. In recent years, the Bulgarian film was
presented at the Europe Express festival and other joint projects. For
three years in a row Bulgarian artists participate in the annual interna-
tional music festival «O-Fest». We also work on the opening of cultural
institutions in two countries — Bulgarian in Kiev and Ukrainian in Sofia
respectively, which altogether will makes a significant contribution to the
enrichment of cultural contacts and exchanges.

In recent years, there has been a positive development of bilateral di-
alogue on the issues of general history — in 2011 in Kyiv there has been
opened a monument to Captain Petko Voyvoda and today there is raised
a question of its improvement, as well as the advancement of the area
around the Memorial Cross to the Fallen for the Freedom of Bulgaria. In
the framework of an official visit to Bulgaria, the President of Ukraine
Petro Poroshenko and the President of the Republic of Bulgaria Rosen
Plevneliev took part in a solemn ceremony of unveiling of a monument
of Taras Shevchenko in Sofia.

Bulgarian embassy are often involved in the Charity Bazaar organized
by the International Women’s Club (Kyiv) and other charity events.

Given all mentioned above, T would like to stress that cooperation
between Bulgaria and Ukraine is very comprehensive and promising.
It is based on a solid foundation of our old friendship and partnership,
cultural, religious and historical affinity. That is why I have every reason
to believe in its better future.

«<THE AREAS IN WHICH
WE HAVE EXPERIENCE ARE AT THE FOREFRONT>

— Mpr. Ambassador, it has been 25 years since Isvael established
diplomatic relations with Ukraine. In what areas has cooperation been
strengthened? What areas have been relegated to the background?

— In my opinion, the key characteristic of our relations is that they have
gained momentum over the last 25 years. In the beginning, it was necessary
to actively involve authorities in order to generate interest of both sides in
the development and deepening of economic, cultural or social ties, but now
it is hard to name spheres where we do not cooperate. Of course, we are
satisfied with the progress made, but we are still far from realizing the full
potential that exists between our two countries. Therefore, we are constantly
thinking about new projects that would promote this.

— As known, many Ukrainian soldiers are currently undergoing
treatment in Israel. Could you please tell us more about the assistance
Israel provides to Ukraine?

— We keep tabs on events taking place in Ukraine during this diffi-
cult time. Today, our priority is cooperation in the areas in which we have
experience. As known, Israel is one of the world’s leaders in the field of
post-traumatic stress disorder treatment. This primarily concerns people
who suffer from psychological trauma as a result of fighting and living
in the Anti-Terrorist Operation Zone. This is a severe problem, because if
left untreated, post-traumatic stress disorder can cause complications and
lead to serious consequences.

Last year, to share the experience of treating people with PTSD,
experts from Israel held 15 seminars for psychologists, social workers,
teachers and even one for priests in Ukraine, which were attended by
over 300 participants.

We also launched a program to equip waiting rooms, within the
framework of which the Uman Municipal Hospital was provided with
new medical devices. The second stage involved medical personnel train-
ing by experts from Israel.

Our humanitarian assistance is focused mainly on medicine and our
task is to share the experience that is the most relevant to Ukrainians,
particularly in the fields of post-traumatic stress disorder treatment, wait-
ing room equipment, medical personnel training, medical insurance, phys-
ical rehabilitation etc.
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— What are the priority areas of our cooperation? What are the fu-
ture prospects?

— The economy is one of the priority areas of cooperation between
Ukraine and Israel. The establishment of free trade area remains an im-
portant issue for us, and we plan to resolve it as soon as possible. Our eco-
nomics are complementary rather than competitive, therefore there is no
serious disagreement between us. It is just a technical process that must
be completed. We hope this agreement will be concluded soon. Recently,
the Intergovernmental Ukrainian-Israeli Commission on Economic
Cooperation held a meeting on this subject.

— As the President of Ukraine Petrvo Poroshenko stated after nego-
tiations with the leaders of Israel in December 2015, Ukrainian workers,
particularly builders, would be able to work in Israel soon. What is the
current status of this agreement? Does it apply only to constructors or
also to representatives of other professions?

— As regards the agreement on official temporary employment of
Ukrainian workers in the Israeli construction industry, it is at the final
stage of approval by the Ukrainian side, after which the implementation
process will commence. We start with builders and in the future will
think about the involvement of other specialities needed in Israel.

Besides, we are very interested to develop our high-tech cooperation.
Ukraine has a good basis in this field. Many Israeli companies have already
understood the potential of Ukrainian programmers and engaged them in
IT outsourcing. We intend to extend cooperation in this regard, in particu-
lar, consider the possibility of creating joint technology incubators.

Last February, Ukraine was paid a visit by Nobel laureate, Professor
Dan Shechtman. He is one of those who created and developed the frame-
work of state support for high-tech in Israel and worked to establish co-
operation between universities, research institutes and the business sector,
which involves funding of research at universities by production compa-
nies that in turn obtain inventions. Each university has a department for
commercialization of scientific achievements that were used to design and
bring on the market new products.

These same situations encouraged the establishment of many Israeli
companies. For example, one of the largest high-tech companies Mobileye
was set up by a professor at the Jerusalem Institute, an expert in optics
who developed the system of transport security, a «smart camera» that
warns drivers of potentially dangerous road conditions and offers colli-
sion avoidance solutions.

As regards Ukraine, it has good conditions for development in this
field based on the existing technology and industrial parks. Therefore, we
are interested in our cooperation and actively work on it.

— Do our countries cooperate in the field of education? Are there
any educational programs?
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— Yes, of course. Recently, Ukraine and Israel have signed an agree-
ment for scientific and technology cooperation, which provides for the es-
tablishment of direct contacts between scientific institutions and universi-
ties of both countries, the implementation of joint scientific and technol-
ogy programs and projects, the exchange of scientists, technical experts
and college students.

Israel has a very strong academic base, there are many international
education programs available to students from many countries, includ-
ing Ukraine.

— After Israel’s government decided to abolish visas, the number of
tourists from Ukraine has increased significantly. From the perspective
of Israeli tourists, what is or can be interesting about Ukraine besides
visits to Jewish heritage sites?

— Ukraine is attractive to Israeli tourists for several reasons. First,
there are beautiful cities and Kyiv is a real pearl. Besides, a film crew
from Israel came here recently to make a TV program about the possibili-
ties of Ukraine. Secondly, it is medical tourism. In my opinion, this area
should be given special attention. Indeed, there are many great spas of-
fering mineral water treatment, resorts and hotels in Ukraine. However,
it is necessary to spread information and promote tourism regions more
in order to attract foreigners.

— What cultural projects does Israel implement in Ukraine?

— This year is very special and full of cultural events, as we cele-
brate the 25t anniversary since the establishment of our diplomatic rela-
tions. Cultural development is an integral part of the country’s life and,
consequently, much attention is paid to this field in Israel. Our task is
to bring here the most interesting and advanced artists for Ukrainians to
understand what the culture of Israel is.

It is very dynamic, as we do not have deep cultural roots. Israel is a
young state and its population consists mainly of immigrants. They came
from all over the world and everyone brought something. As time passed,
everything was intermixed and, as a result, Israeli culture was born.

INDIA AND UKRAINE: GOOD PROSPECTS
FOR OUR INTERACTION

— The 25 anniversary of the establishment of diplomatic relations
between India and Ukraine will be celebrated on 26 December 2016.
What are the most important achievements of the years-long relations
between our countries?

— First of all, let me highlight that India and Ukraine have been on
friendly terms throughout the all years of contact. These contacts were
vastly intensified after the independence of Ukraine. Mostly India has
benefited from defense industry: a lot of defense supplies were routed from
Ukraine after the independence. That was the beginning. Also I must note
that India was one of the first countries which recognized the indepen-
dence of Ukraine. That showed that India was close by heart to the politi-
cal stand of Ukraine. Since 2006 onwards Ukraine has gradually become
an important supplier of sunflower oil to India. In fact, India is the larg-
est destination for sunflower oil from Ukraine. During these last 25 years
we have entered into a number of agreements — almost 22 or 23, — which
covers a vast area of our bilateral relations in political, economic coopera-
tion and consular work. We have attained an intense collaboration in fields
of science and technology, defense cooperation and political relationship as
well. Our bilateral exchange of visits has been quite impressive. So despite
that the last two years have appeared to be a period of lull, we hope that
very soon we will have a high-level visit from India to Ukraine.

— During the years of independence Ukraine and India established
cooperation almost in all areas: economic, political, science and techni-
cal, defense and cultural. Which of the mentioned areas is the leading
one and why? What is a current status of the economic cooperation?

— I would say that trade and commerce is the leading aspect, and
I would like to make it as one of the most important aspects of our bilat-
eral relationship. Apart from the areas that I already mentioned, name-
ly defense and sunflower oil supply, there has being developed another
noteworthy new field. It is an execution of projects in Ukraine by Indian
companies. For instance, in December a prestigious construction project
of about 175 km electricity line of 750 kW was completed by an Indian
company «Kalpatarus. It was the one, which won an international tender
against European competitors. The project was finished at the cheapest
cost and much before its deadline. Thus, everyone was happy with this
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project, particularly Ukrenergo expressed its desire to create more like-
wise projects given to Indian companies. Therefore, this was a new area
in our collaboration. Similarly, the same company is capable of taking
projects for road, railway and telecommunication systems construction.

The other area, which has developed very strongly, is automobile sec-
tor. Tata Motors has sent almost 20 000 chassis for buses and trucks for
the last 6 years and even today it is the largest supplier of chassis of bus-
es and trucks to Ukraine.

— Which areas should a special attention be turned to?

— Apart from already mentioned areas, I want to point out two sec-
tors. One of them is agriculture. Ukrainian farmers have to realize that
India imports a huge quantity of lentil. We eat almost 13 different kinds
of lentil and import almost 500 000 tons from Canada. So Ukraine being
half a distance from Canada, it would be much more reasonable to sup-
ply it from here. In that context I want to turn farmers’ attention that
they should grow plants with the consideration for Indian market, which
is a huge area for export.

The second sector I want to concentrate on is tourism. It is quite sad
to see that such country as beautiful as Ukraine is not visited by Indians
at all. According to statistics, there is not even a single regular tourist
comes here. While those who do are either students (there about 6 000
Indian students in Ukraine), or businessmen. Although records show that
there are nearly 12 000 Indians in Ukraine, they are actually not tourists
as they ultimately come back to India. That is why tourism is highly po-
tential area for cooperation between our countries.

On the contrary, Ukrainian tourists love to go to India. In fact, re-
cently their number came down to about 20 000 because of economic
problems. Before that however nearly 30 000 Ukrainians used to get vi-
sas. In addition, an important thing is that now there is no need to go to
an Indian Embassy to obtain a touristic visa. You can do it online: take
a visa on paper, print it and an actual visa will be given to you on ar-
rival at the Indian airport.

— At the end of 2015 a meeting between representatives of a delega-
tion of the Verkhovna Rada of Ukraine and the Parliament of India was
held. What are the results and prospects of the mentioned visit?

— Members of Ukrainian Parliament had gone to India to have a first-
hand experience in the pharmaceutical industry in the country. What they
saw in terms of the industry was an excellent production facility and final
products of very good quality, despite the prices of Indian pharmacy prod-
ucts being rather low. From that point of view, it was a very valuable vis-
it, because members of the Parliament got direct information on this field.

When the officials visited the Parliament, they basically discussed
our cooperation at a governmental level. There is already a Parliamentary
Friendship Group in Ukraine and Indian Parliament is currently working
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on creation a new Parliamentary Group in India. Moreover, we intend to
have close exchange of delegations from the Indian side.

I want to express my huge desire that Parliamentary delegations and
legal experts from Ukraine hold discussions with the constitutional ex-
perts from India. That is because I have noticed that parliamentarians
from Ukraine have gone to European Union to study their Constitution,
which could be partially incorporated into the Constitution of Ukraine.
Therefore, I would like to suggest that Ukrainian experts should also
look at the Indian Constitution because many of its elements are very
unique. If it has held such a diverse country as India for 65 years, it
must have certain value. So it is important to go through the details of
Indian Constitution and find out what are the things which are useful
from the Ukrainian point of view and can be replicated here in its own
format. In such a manner, these are the possible areas of cooperation in
the Parliament of two countries.

— What are the main priorities of the humanitarian cooperation be-
tween our countries?

— Humanitarian cooperation is a very important area for our bilat-
eral contacts. Firstly, I would like to mention ITEC scholarships, which
stands for Indian Technical and Educational Cooperation. Till last year
before T came here, there were only 10 seats given to Ukraine for this
scholarships. However after I came into office I asked for more seats. I
am very glad that my Ministry has approved 23 scholarships during the
last 6 months. Thus it is an extremely welcome change and T have asked
that in the next two years its number should be increased further. These
scholarships are on about 66 different areas, including subjects as English
proficiency, information technology, rural development, e-governance, fi-
nances etc. Courses run from 2 to 16 weeks. The feedback that T got from
people who had gone through these courses was that to them it was an
amazing experience. Not only because they visited India, but also that
studies were very useful and profound. Besides, a whole costs for tickets,
boarding and tuition fee were taken by the Indian side. Hence, this is
one of the prime areas of our cooperation and I hope that more and more
professionals from Ukraine will take benefit from this kind of courses.

Apart from this, we offer four scholarships for cultural learning aim-
ing at getting familiar wi
